Actions arising

The status of actions arising from previous meetings were reviewed [3GPP/OP#49(23)03].  It was noted that all actions from previous meetings had now been discharged.

Mr Flynn (3GPP Marcoms Officer) had received the following action:

A-OP48/06 To undertake preparatory work for common messaging about 6G for discussion at OP#49 [3GPP/OP#48(22)08].
Draft text was presented in response to that action [3GPP/OP#49(23)09].  Mr Sharp (ATIS), while generally supportive of the proposed text, proposed that it would be better for such a statement to be made after ITU-R had completed the preparation of their 6G Framework which would be done later in 2023 [3GPP/OP#49(23)13].  Other Partners confirmed the importance of expressing the commitment towards 3GPP but agreed that it would be better for this to be done once the ITU-R Framework had stabilised.  In conclusion, Mr Flynn was requested to further develop the common messaging which should be submitted for approved at OP#50.
Action OP49/01:
3GPP Marcoms Officer to further develop a common message about the role that 3GPP should play in 6G for approval at OP#50 [3GPP/OP#49(23)09&13].

3GPP Partnership Issues

5.1
Report from the Meeting Hosting Planning Group (MHPG)
Mr Bertenyi (MHPG Convenor) presented a report of the activities of MHPG [3GPP/OP#49(23)11].  Also presented were draft Terms of Reference for MHPG which were approved by the Partners [3GPP/OP#49(23)12]. 
Decision OP49/02:
Terms of Reference for the Meeting Hosting Planning Group (MHPG) approved by the Partners [3GPP/OP#49(23)12].
5.2
Results of HoD Individual Membership Discussion 
Correspondence had been received from Apple Inc confirming their commitment to Dynamic Cap Voting in 3GPP.  This matter had been dealt with by correspondence since the last meeting.  The incoming correspondence and associated reply had been submitted to this meeting for information only [3GPP/OP#49(23)08].
The OP Heads of Delegation had received the following action at OP#48-e:

A-OP48/03 To consider the proposals submitted by the Organizational Partners in respect of Individual Membership in 3GPP and to make final recommendations ideally before end 2022 but no later than end January 2023

This matter had been dealt with by correspondence with the results being documented by Mr Sharp (ATIS).  These results had already been approved by the Partners by correspondence with the following consequential changes [3GPP/OP#49(23)10]:
1. Introduce the definition of a “corporate group” (already contained in 3GPP/OP#49(23)10).

2. Require 3GPP IMs to self-declare if they are part of a corporate group consistent with the definition. 

3. Introduce the cap on the number of votes members can have belonging to a corporate group. 

A. Limit the total number of 3GPP votes of any corporate group to a maximum of 16.  

B. In addition, in order to ensure balance between OPs, limit the 3GPP votes any corporate group has via any single OP to a maximum of 8.

Given that the above changes had already been approved by the Partners, the Working Procedures Group was requested to prepare the changes necessary to the 3GPP Working Procedures for approval by the PCG.

Action OP49/02:
3GPP Working Procedures Group to prepare the changes necessary to the 3GPP Working Procedures with respect to corporate groups and voting limits for approval by the PCG. [3GPP/OP#49(23)10].  
It was noted that the changes to the Working Procedures could take some time to be implemented and that, until such time as they were implemented, the new rules could not be enforced.  It was however felt that the Partners should strongly recommend that their Individual Members voluntarily adopt the new rules with immediate effect until such times as they have been formally implemented within the Working Procedures.
Action OP49/03:
3GPP OPs to strongly recommend that their Individual Members voluntarily adopt the new rules with respect to corporate groups and voting limits with immediate effect, and until such time as they have been formally implemented within the Working Procedures. [3GPP/OP#49(23)10].

3GPP Funding

Report of Funding and Finance Group Activities

Mr Norio Nakamura (Funding and Finance Group Chair) presented a report on the activities of the Funding and Finance Group that had taken place since the last OP meeting [3GPP/OP#49(23)04].  
The report led to three recommendations which are addressed in the following sections.

6.2
Summary of 2022 Income and Expenditure
The Secretary presented a detailed explanation of the income and expenditure of 3GPP for year 2022 [3GPP/OP#49(23)05].  Also made available was a summary of the financial transactions of 2022 and the calculation of the year end budget situation [3GPP/OP#49(23)06].  The Partners accepted documents 3GPP/OP#49(23)05 and 06 as a true and faithful record of the year 2022 financial transactions.
Decision OP49/03
Documents 3GPP/OP#49(23)05&06 accepted as a true and faithful record of the year 2022 financial transactions.
FFG had exceptionally recommended that 200 kEUR of unspent 2022 funds be carried forward to 2023 as a prevision against unforeseen expenses and that 275,815 kEUR be returned to the Partners as credit notes.  This raised the discussion as to whether it would be better to implement a 3GPP reserve fund containing the unspent money from each year rather than returning that money to the Partners.  The Funding and Finance Group was requested to investigate the feasibility of implementing such a fund.

Action OP49/04:
Funding and Finance Group to investigate the feasibility of implementing a 3GPP reserve fund rather than returning unspent money to the Partners on an annual basis].  
6.3
2023 Budget and Partner Commitments
The 2023 support budget had already been approved by OP#48.  The Secretary presented a schedule of payments needed from each Partner for the budget to be realised [3GPP/OP#49(23)07].  The Partners accepted the schedule of payments.
