Input on Achieving Openness
ATIS submits the following to the OP Ad Hoc for use in identifying the process/method towards ensuring 3GPP openness. 
3GPP Openness:

ATIS has reviewed the contributions from the last Ad Hoc meeting in Budapest with respect to 3GPP openness, and has undertaken to provide the Openness Subgroup with its input.  In the interim, on reviewing the slides presented by SA Chair Stephen Hayes regarding openness (IMS2_02), ATIS raises the following issues that also need to be considered with this approach: 
a. A process will need to be established within the SA and other TSGs to prioritize existing and future work items.
b. A mechanism will need to be implemented to resolve appeals. 
c. A special liaison/coordination arrangement between the various stakeholders on related but “uncommon” work items will need to be established.  “Uncommon” meaning the elements/functions potentially related but NOT included in a Common IMS.
d. A process for identifying additional elements/functions in a Common IMS once the OP Ad Hoc is dissolved will need to be defined and uniformly implemented across all the 3GPP TSGs.
e. The participation of non 3GPP stakeholders in the SA subgroup will be needed.  As such, the appropriate level and type of participation by the non-members in SA plenary meetings needs to be specified.
