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Abstract
This contribution provides some comments from CCSA .
Comments:
CCSA appreciated the great effort and good progress made by 3GPP OP IMS ad-hoc group. CCSA also have some comments as follows:

First, CCSA would like to stress the importance of 3GPP coordination with ITU-T for IMS related activities. We suggest to strength the cooperation and dialogue between 3GPP and ITU-T. (e.g. pushing the necessary common IMS deliveries to ITU-T)  
About common IMS scope, we’d like to see no overlapping study/research between ITU-T and 3GPP if ITU-T is already starting similar thing (e.g. RACF which has been ongoing well in ITU-T). 
Secondly, we have one comment regarding 3GPP openness subgroup on organizational structure of IMS Architecture Group: We don’t have strong objection to have a new IMS SWG under SA2, but one concern was raised in CCSA internal discussion: Since we’re aware that IMS architecture group will be a very important group during implementation of common IMS, We would stress that openness and fairness should be followed on setting up such an important new group. 
Thirdly, we have some comments to the new requirement group:  

1) By given IMS4_05r1, We prefer Alternative A based upon “Develop and Consolidate”, further more, considering the close relationship between SA1 and SA6, we’d like to suggest collocation of SA1 and SA6 meeting which seems to be more efficient. 

2) Another clarification is: Whether mobile specific IMS requirement will be kept in SA1 and SA1 will deliver such requirements directly to SA2 without involvement of SA6. Or the mobile specific IMS requirement will go to SA6 for consolidation, and then SA2 will receive such requirements from SA6 along with other requirements.
