Mr Bertenyi (MHPG Convenor) presented document [OPmp230004]
2023 planning

Mr Johannes Achter (ETSI) clarified that the information in Slide 2, regarding the details for the August meetings, needs updating. The details of the RAN groups’ meetings are not yet finalized.

2024 planning:

Mr Iain Sharp (ATIS) asked for clarification on why SA and CT groups are not collocated for the May and October meetings. Mr Suresh Chitturi (TSDSI) and Mr Balazs Bertenyi (Convenor) explained that Region 3 (Asia) has several Organizational Partners, and thus separating SA and CT groups was necessary to balance the allocation between the different OPs; adding that collocation also increases the costs and burden on the hosts. Mr Georg Mayer (SA Chair) and Mr Lionel Morand (CT Chair) commented that collocation between CT and SA groups is not critical. Mr Farooq Bari (ATIS) commented that some members do have a need for collocation between these groups.

The Convenor asked the Organizational Partners to check with their members about the need for collocation.

Action MHPG02/01:
Organizational Partners to check with their members the need for collocation between CT WGs and SA WGs.
A discussion took place regarding the need for January 2024 meetings and their type (electronic vs F2F). Mr Johannes Achter (ATSI) requested that January 2024 WG meetings, in case they take place, be electronic. Mr Frederic Gabin (SA4 chair) informed the group that SA4 is planning a meeting from the 29th of January to the 2nd of February as Face-To-Face, hosted by ETSI. SA4 is planning to have only one meeting in Q1-2024. The need for WG meetings in January 2024 for the other groups is TBD.
Document [OPmp230004] was then revised in [OPmp230007].
3GPP meeting calendar blueprint (Source: Convenor)
Mr Bertenyi (MHPG Convenor) presented document [OPmp230005]. The document proposes a Potential blueprint for 3GPP meeting calendar and host allocations as follows:

Mr Bertenyi clarified that the blueprint is for 2025 and beyond.

A Discussion took place on whether to add January and July to the blueprint, for potential ad-hoc meetings, following a request from Mr Johannes Achter (ETSI) to add these two month between brackets and as electronic. Mr Thomas Tovinger (SA5 Chair) and Mr Zukang Shen (CCSA) commented that meetings taking place during the month of January are not necessarily ad-hoc meetings; In some cases, WG groups hold ordinary WG meetings in January instead of February.

Mr Puneet Jain (SA2 chair) reminded the PCG guidance to not have more than 6 ordinary WG meetings per year and requested that this principle is enforced by MHPG and is capture somewhere for reference. 
Views on several aspects of future meeting planning (Source: CCSA)
Mr Zukang Shen (CCSA) presented document [OPmp230006].
The need for Hardship exemption was discussed. None of the Organizational Partners requested the hardship exemption. Consequently, it was decided that no 3GPP Individual Member will have hardship exemption for Q1-2024.
Decision MHPG02/01:
Hardship exemption is not granted to any Organizational Partner for Q1-2024.
Following this decision, a discussion took place regarding the need for remote access during F2F meetings in Q1-2024; and whether the absence of requests for the hardship exemption meant that delegates from different parts of the world are able to travel, and thus remote access is not needed. Mr Balazs Bertenyi (Convenor), Mr Zukang Shen (CCSA) and Mr Suresh Chitturi (TSDSI) commented that Hardship exemption and remote access are not necessarily linked, explaining that there are cases where an IM may have enough delegates to cover the voting rights (thus no need for hardship exemption) but where not all the IM’s delegation is able to travel to the meeting.
A discussion also took place regarding the Meeting planning blueprint proposed by CCSA in document OPmp230006. Mr Johannes Achter (ETSI) proposed to discuss the two steps together, as these discussions go hand in hand, and also to have a closer deadline. Mr Balazs Bertenyi (Convenor) commented that, since MHPG is an ad-hoc meeting of OP, hard deadlines are dictated by the PCG/OP meetings calendar. Mr Bertenyi Suggested having the whole discussion concluded by the October OP meeting.

Mr Suresh Chitturi (TSDSI) supports CCSA’s proposal to review the distribution of meetings among the different OPs/countries. Mr Kevin Holley (ETSI) commented that regional balance and distribution of meetings is a matter for the OPs not MHPG. Mr Iain Sharp (ATIS) also commented this is a matter of policy in 3GPP and called for caution when approaching this subject. Mr Bertenyi (Convenor) suggested that MHPG keeps working within the perimeter of 1/3 of the meetings in each region.
