Report on 3GPP Meeting Funding (v0.0.1) (Source: Convenor)
Mr. Bertenyi (Convenor) presented document [OPmp230018].
This version of the TR (Skeleton) was endorsed as a baseline.
Organizational Partners’ meeting hosting models

Documents [OPmp230019] (CCSA), [OPmp230021] (ARIB, TTC), [OPmp230022] (TTA), [OPmp230023] (ETSI), [OPmp230024] (ATIS) were presented and approved for inclusion into the TR.
Organizational Partner TSDSI were invited to provide their meeting hosting model in a future MHPG meeting.

Report on 3GPP Meeting Funding (v0.1.0) (Source: Convenor)

Mr. Bertenyi (Convenor) presented document [OPmp230029]. This version of the report includes the above Organizational Partners’ meeting hosting models.

This version of the TR was endorsed without changes.

Text proposal to the Report on 3GPP Meeting Funding, v0.0.1 (Source: ATIS, ETSI)

Mr. Iain Sharp (ATIS) presented document [OPmp230020] on behalf of ATIS and ETSI.

A discussion took place regarding the Motivation for changing the funding model (Clause 5.2).
Mr. Zukang Shen (CCSA) debated the argument in clause 5.2, bullet-point 3.  Mr. Shen stated that the meeting locations were selected ahead of time to ensure regional balance rather than depending on fund availability. Mr. Sharp (ATIS) replied that although the word "often" could be up for debate, it was evident that meetings had been organized in the past where funds were accessible.
Mr. Shen also requested clarification on bullet-point 4 of clause 5.2. In response, Mr. Sharp explained that the aim was to provide companies with a clear understanding of the expenses they would incur if they chose to send delegates to a face-to-face meeting.
Regarding the fifth bullet-point in Clause 5.2, Mr. Shen expressed his observation that changes in meeting locations were infrequent in the past. Mr. Sharp from ATIS acknowledged that while it was not a common occurrence, there were a few instances when it did happen. Mr. Sharp also noted that although this may not be the primary reason, having flexibility in the funding model was beneficial.
The group decided to collaborate offline in rephrasing the third, fourth, and fifth bullet-points of Clause 5.2.
A discussion also took place regarding the models presented in Clause 6.3.
Mr. Georg Mayer (TSG SA Chair) requested a clarification in the TR regarding the meaning of the statement "meeting fee would be the same". Mr. Mayer mentioned that it could be interpreted in different ways, such as the fee being the same within each working group but not necessarily the same across all working groups, or being the same for working groups but not for TSGs.
Mr. Shen (CCSA) raised a question about the rationale behind charging the same meeting fee regardless of the location of the meeting. He also noted that this approach could be unfair to delegates who attend only certain meetings in specific locations. In response, Mr. Sharp (ATIS) suggested that a centralized model with a different fee structure could be introduced as an additional option.
Mr. Shen (CCSA) requested that the Technical Report include the second level of details for each of the models discussed. Mr. Suresh Chitturi (TSDSI) also suggested that the advantages and disadvantages of each model be documented in the TR. Mr. Sharp (ATIS) clarified that at this stage, adding a lot of details could be confusing, and he proposed that the group first focus on the critical points to make a decision.
It was decided to have a two-week period, running from April 5th to April 21st, for the editing of the bullet points in Clause 5.2 and for the editorial corrections.

ARIB/TTC input on issues of MHPG (Source: ARIB/TTC)

Mr. Seiji Nishioka (ARIB) presented document [OPmp230027] on behalf of ARIB and TTC.

Funding:

Mr. Johannes Achter (ETSI) noted that we should consider the potential increase in delegation size during the transition to 6G technology. Mr. Achter suggested that this should be taken into account and that the group should avoid delaying the decision-making process for too long.
Blueprint:

Mr. Achter (ETSI) emphasized the need for careful communication regarding decision-making. Mr. Achter acknowledged that it was ultimately up to the working groups to make their own decisions, but stressed the importance of considering the hosting and planning requirements involved.
SA/CT collocation:

Mr. Achter (ETSI) mentioned that some of the SA chairs have expressed the requirement not to be co-located. He suggested that this should also be taken into account during the decision-making process.

TSG#101 Meetings in India - Preparedness & next steps (Source: TSDSI)

Mr. Chitturi (TSDSI) presented document [OPmp230026].

Mr. Farooq Bari (ATIS) recommended that TSG CT and TSG SA should be located in the same hotel for practical reasons. Additionally, Mr. Bari expressed his belief that the number of delegates being considered may be too conservative. Mr. Chitturi (TSDSI) responded that the request to co-locate TSG CT and TSG SA would be taken into account by the host. Mr. Chitturi also clarified that shuttle buses are planned to run between the two hotels, and that the decision on room sizes was based on headcount data collected during TSG#99 in Rotterdam.
Mr. Wanshi Chen (TSG RAN Chair), Mr. Mayer (TSG SA Chair) and Mr. Lionel Morand (TSG CT Chair) expressed their concern about the room sizes and suggested increasing them. They recommended a room with a capacity of 400 seats for TSG RAN, with a break-out room for 100 delegates, a capacity between 200 and 250 seats for TSG SA, and a capacity between 60 and 80 seats for TSG CT.
