The draft report of OP-MHPG#09 was presented by the secretary in [OPmp230071], which was approved.
The Actions Status List following MHPG#09 was presented [OPmp230072].
Mr. Farooq Bari (ATIS) requested that the regions hosting multiple meetings in the same year issue a comprehensive invitation letter covering all those meetings, which would enable delegates to apply for multi-entry visas. A request supported by Mr. Suresh Chitturi (TSDSI). 

Mr. Johannes Achter (ETSI) pointed out that for Europe it may not be possible to accommodate this request given that meetings occur in different countries with distinct visa processes.
Mr. Bari requested that invitation letters be dispatched a year before the meeting, providing ample time for delegates to initiate visa applications. Mr. Achter clarified that, before issuing invitations, contracts must be signed and emphasized that the sooner the meeting calendar is finalized with fixed dates, the sooner the hosts can start negotiating the contracts.

Meeting planning for 2025 and beyond
Meeting plan: 2025 and beyond (Source: Convenor)

Mr. Bertenyi (Convenor) presented document [OPmp230074].

Discussion on MHPG future meetings:
The group agreed on the dates for the next MHPG meeting as follows:

· MHPG#11: 21 February 2024,  13-15h UTC
· MHPG#12: 27 March 2024,  13-15h UTC
Discussion on MHPG continuation post-OP#51, its Mode of Operation and its ToRs:
The group endorsed the continuation of MHPG post-OP#51.
The group endorsed the continuation of MHPG as a standing group with a streamlined focus on compiling the 3GPP calendar of meetings and their hosts.
The group endorsed the plan to target one MHPG electronic meeting per year, in early October, to finalize the 3GPP calendar and hosts for year (N+2).
Decision MHPG10/01:
The group endorsed the continuation of MHPG post-OP#51.
Decision MHPG10/02:
The group endorsed the ToRs of the MHPG post-OP#51:

Discussion on the 2025 meeting Calendar:

Mr. Balazs Bertenyi (Convenor) outlined the changes in comparison to the version from MHPG#09. The first change consists of swapping the TSG locations for June and September between China and Europe. This adjustment aims to align with the plan to finalise the release 20 packages in June 2025, ensuring convenient accessibility for all delegates. The second change involves relocating the CT October meeting to Europe, aiming to maintain a balanced distribution between meetings hosted in the US and China.

Mr. Zukang Shen (CCSA) inquired about the feasibility of CCSA hosting the RAN and CT April Working Group meetings instead of in May, with ETSI hosting the May meetings. Mr. Acher (ETSI) requested additional time to confirm but expressed the preliminary view that, in principle, this adjustment should be possible.
Mr. Shen (CCSA) inquired about the possibility of hosting meetings planned in North America in a location outside the US to enhance accessibility and visa processing for Chinese delegates. Mr. Iain Sharp (ATIS) responded that finding suitable venues for these large meetings is challenging. However, he assured that ATIS will explore alternatives and provide an update in the upcoming MHPG meeting.

Mr. Shen (CCSA) suggested that for the year 2025 and subsequent years, if holding meetings outside the US is not feasible, the US should host the October meeting (the first WG meeting of the quarter) instead of the November meeting (the WG meeting preceding the TSG). He clarified that the November meeting is closer to certain milestones and could pose more challenges if access to the meeting is restricted.

It was decided to note the November and October 2025 meetings as TBC until MHPG#11 meeting.

The revision of document [OPmp230074] will capture the changes discussed.
Discussion on the meeting blueprint 2026 onwards:
Mr. Bertenyi (Convenor) presented the blueprint in document [OPmp230074].

A discussion ensued regarding whether all the meetings outlined in the blueprint are intended to be conducted face-to-face. It was clarified that the MHPG will, on an annual basis when assessing meetings for the year (N+2), consider the needs and recommendations of the groups, and may designate some of these gatherings as electronic meetings.

Mr. Nishioka-san (ARIB) presented document [OPmp230075: Overall blueprint 2026 onwards (Source: ARIB/TTC)].

Mr. Acher (ETSI) voiced concerns about this proposal, emphasizing that Europe is already hosting three working groups each year. He explained that February is considered a low season, while October is a peak season in Europe. Shifting the lower-cost meeting to a high-priced season would result in Europe hosting all three meetings in very high-priced seasons, posing significant financial challenges. 

Mr. YongJun Chung (TTA) and Mr. Chitturi (TSDSI) voiced their support for the contribution from ARIB/TTC. They acknowledged the concerns raised by ETSI and recognized the necessity of further discussion and exploration of alternative options. 

Nishioka-san provided several reasons for this proposed change: 1) October is the typhoon season in Japan, and relocating the meeting from this period would ensure better accessibility and improved meeting conditions; 2) Certain groups, such as SA1 and SA4, are not scheduled to meet in October, and as India/Japan/Korea are only planned to host the October meeting, these groups may not have the opportunity to convene in these countries; 3) February is also considered cost-effective for Japan.
Mr. Johannes Achter (ETSI) presented document [OPmp230076: Meeting plan: 2025 and beyond (Source: ETSI)]. He clarified that the document suggests a rotation for the TSG meeting, with no alterations for the Working Groups compared to document [OPmp230074].
MHPG did not reach a conclusion on the blueprint for meetings in 2026 and beyond.
MHPG endorsed the following principles as working assumption.
Overall balance. 
· One TSG meeting and one WGs meeting in North America,

· One TSG meeting and one WGs meeting in China, 
· One TSG meeting and one WGs meeting split and rotating between India, Japan and Korea,

· One TSG meeting and three WGs meetings in Europe.
Access to critical meetings

· Critical meetings, from a work program perspective, are to be hosted in the most easily accessible locations (from Visa perspective).

Exact location for a given meeting date

· The locations for a given year are to be decided case-by-case, taking into account the work program imperatives, local optimizations regarding seasonality and prices, the number of e-meetings vs F2F meeting, … etc. 

These principles will be discussed further and possibly confirmed in MHPG#11.
Creation of one-way Remote Access Guidelines (Source: ARIB/TTC)

Mr. Nishioka-san (ARIB) presented document [OPmp230073].

Mr. Wanshi Chen (RAN Chair) and Mr. Peter Schmitt (CT Chair) commented that the condition on sessions having decision power is sufficient.
Mr. Acher (ETSI) proposed to also have a clear indication at which point of time the host needs to be informed about the need to provide remote access.
MHPG approved the following decision:

Decision MHPG10/04:
One-Way remote access is to be provided in all meeting sessions where formal decisions are made (i.e. sessions with formal decision-making power). When communicating the group’s room(s) requirements to the host, the chair shall also specify which sessions will have decision-making power and therefore require one-way remote access.
Document [OPmp230074] is revised in [OPmp230077] which is endorsed.
