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1	Introduction
At the 3GPP OP#42 meeting in October, the 3GPP leadership raised some issues experienced with 3GPP meeting hosting whose hosting model had served 3GPP well since its creation but was now struggling to cope with today’s needs. Then, this MHSG (Meeting Hosting Study Group) was established to address the issues. ARIB and TTC would like to actively participate in and contribute to discussions to solve the problems.
This document describes present situations including current funding models for 3GPP meetings hosting in Japan, for the purpose of providing as a material for discussions in the MHSG.
2	Consideration
One of the key issues for hosting 3GPP meetings is funding methods. We are applying the following two methods for hosting the meetings in Japan.
1) “Friends” funding for hosting WG meetings
2) 3GPP IMs pay for meeting hosting fee for PCG/OP meetings and TSG plenary meetings as a part of (additional) 3GPP IM member fees 
As you know, 3GPP OPs in Japan are ARIB and TTC. In the case 1) above, “Friends” organization is configured by voluntary IMs of both OPs, and the members are categorised according to the amount of contributions (500,000 to 3 million yen), receiving their voting rights accordingly for its decision making such as choosing meetings to be hosted and its arrangements.
In the case 2) above, each relevant committee of ARIB and TTC create budget plans based on the membership fee of 3GPP registered IM, according to the opportunity of hosting in Japan based on the host rotation of the meeting, and to bear the cost at ARIB and TTC. Conference arrangements are carried out by ARIB / TTC jointly.
When considering improvements related to the 3GPP meeting hosting, we believe there is a possibility of making improvements of existing methods by clarifying the issues to be solved.

3	Conclusion

We would like to propose to add the following item in the 5.3 Proposals for 3GPP Meeting Funding Model
  5.3.x Proposal ‘extension of current funding model (Ref: ARIB/TTC model)
When considering improvements related to 3GPP meeting hosting, drastic changes to the applied system in each region may cause complicated problems in both fund procurement and management. Therefore, it is necessary to carefully formulate countermeasures to avoid confusion.
