Approval of draft Meeting Report MHSG#02 (virtual)
The Secretary presented a revised draft Report of MHSG#02 which incorporated the comments received [OPm190020].  The Report was approved.
4
Draft TR (v1.0.0) on Study on Meeting Hosting

The TSG SA Chairman presented the draft Report on Meeting Hosting draft Report on Meeting Hosting which incorporated the results of the previous meeting (v1.0.0) [OPm190021].  The draft was noted.  For future version numbering of the Report, it was decided to align the version number with the number of the meeting at which it was drafted.  This meant that the Report resulting from this meeting, MHSG#03, would bear the version number 1.3.0.
5
Review of Contributions
5.1
General Aspects

Mr Hayes (ATIS) presented a proposal to include within the draft Report on Meeting Hosting an Annex listing use cases [OPm190022].  It was agreed to add this annex with the suggested title “Information of situations which 3GPP parties may encounter at meetings”, it was noted that more detailed comments concerning the use cases were likely to be received at MHSG’04.
5.2
Related with Service Level
Mr Hayes (ATIS) presented a proposal to include within the draft Report on Meeting Hosting the recommendation that professional meeting planners should be used for organizing 3GPP meetings [OPm190023].  Mr Romero (ETSI) commented that the use of professional meeting planners was more a matter of implementation than of service level.  It was therefore agreed to include this proposal within the “proposals” section of the report (Section 5.2.7) noting that it would be further debated in a later meeting.
Included within the ATIS contribution were proposals concerning venue accessibility.  These proposals were agreed to be included as a new section 5.2.8.

Also included within the ATIS contribution were proposals concerning the connectivity which should be available at meeting venues.  While most of the proposals were seen to be reasonable, the requirement for access to social media platforms was not seen as essential for business purposes and was therefore removed.  It was agreed to capture the remaining connectivity proposals in a new section 5.2.5.4.
ATIS had also proposed that English speaking facilities should be available in the vicinity of the meeting facility.  After some discussion it was decided not to include this requirement.

Proposals had been made in respect of air quality and water supply.  These proposals were generally accepted although the requirement for “bottled” water to be supplied was not supported (as it was felt that this did not align with the environmental issues and the use of plastics).
5.3
Related with Funding Model

Mr Hayes (ATIS) presented a proposed funding model based on the use of a “hosting tax” which would be levied by each Organizational Partner and used by the Partner to cover the cost of meetings in their country/region [OPm190024].  It was agreed to include this as one proposal within the Report for discussion at a later date.
5.4
Related with Decision Making

Mr Hayes (ATIS) presented a number of proposals concerning the selection/rotation of meeting venues [OPm190025].  While it was agreed to include these proposals within the Report it was questioned whether this was appropriate to include them within the decision making section of the report.  This would be the subject of a future debate.
It was noted that the current method for selecting meeting venues was not clearly documented.  The RAN Chairman undertook to provide a description of the current method for MHSG#04.
5.5
Related with Trial Proposal 

An email discussion (based on input from Mr Hayes) had taken place prior to the meeting concerning the possibility of “no-trial” being undertaken if changes to the hosting model were not deemed to be substantive.  It was agreed to incorporate the modified wording proposed in that email exchange, noting than any future proposals should be made using the proper change request process.
