Related with Decision Making

Mr Bertenyi (RAN Chairman) presented a proposal for the manner in which TSG and WG meeting locations should rotate among regions for the future [OPm200002].  It was noted that groups within 3GPP met at differing frequencies per year and that it was therefore not possible to have a uniform pattern of rotation on an annual basis.  Moreover, the population within the groups varied considerably from the smallest to the largest group and that this was further complicated when groups held collocated meetings.  Consideration was also given to the participation within the groups and how that impacts on the travel that delegates are required to make.  
The existing method of rotation had been in place since the beginning of the project, based on the regional definition used by the ITU and views were expressed about the validity of continuing to use such a method.  It was also noted that the proposal made by the RAN Chairman introduced another dimension by naming specific countries which should included in the rotation.  This raised questions concerning the rationale that had been adopted in the drafting of the proposal.

After further discussion, the Convenor concluded that there were three options available to the Group:
Option 1: Keep the rotation of meeting locations as it is today, with the introduction of some safeguards to cope with geopolitics.
Option 2: Adopt the proposal made in OPm200002, adapted to take account of the discussion that had taken place during this meeting.
Option 3: Determine another methodology

It was expected that these three options would be discussed at MHSG#08 based on the contributions received.
