Actions arising

The Secretary informed the meeting that all actions from previous meetings had now been discharged [3GPP/OP#40(18)03]. 
4
Results from PCG#41 and matters arising

Mrs Kumar (TSDSI) had informed the PCG of the intention for India to submit a Radio Interface Technology proposal to ITU-R as part of the IMT2020 process [3GPP/PCG#41(18)31].  The purpose of this submission would be to cater for country requirements specific to India many of which were driven by societal needs rather than business interests.  The matter had been brought forward to this OP meeting for further discussion.  Mrs Kumar clarified that the intention was to submit to ITU-R a DIS proposal (Directly Incorporated Standards) which would contain the unmodified 3GPP description to which would be added additional India-specific standards to cover Indian requirements.

From a process point of view it was noted that 3GPP had aspired from the outset to deliver one complete set of global specifications.  This had not been possible in the 3G or 4G eras due to competing technologies being pursued outside of 3GPP, but it was now possible for the first time with 5G.  If India was to pursue a separate submission then this could lead to fragmentation and undermine this principle objective of 3GPP.  
Regarding the requirements themselves, it was noted that matters such as extended rural coverage were relevant to countries other than India and, as such, it would be better to include solutions for those requirements within the 3GPP core specifications so that they could be more widely deployed.  Moreover, there were many examples of work being undertaken within 3GPP which was not being driven by business needs but for societal needs (such as disaster alerting systems and other emergency systems).  
After further discussion, TSDSI agreed to explore the possibility of incorporating the changes needed within the 3GPP global specification, but if this was not feasible due to incompatibility between the business interests and/or priorities of different geographies, then TSDSI may be constrained to look for alternate ways to serve India's priority/interest similar to what was done in the 3G and 4G eras, working as closely as possible with the 3GPP core specifications.  For this purpose, Mr Guttman (TSG SA Chairmen) offered to assist TSDSI to the extent required.

3GPP Partnership Issues

5.1
Request from EMEA Satellite Operators Association (ESOA) for MRP status in 3GPP

A request had been received from the EMEA Satellite Operators Association (ESOA) for MRP status in 3GPP [3GPP/OP#40(18)07].  Further explanation about the motive for this application had also been provided [3GPP/OP#40(18)09].  

Mrs Holla gave a presentation of the work being performed by ESOA [3GPP/OP#40(18)11]. 

Mr Hutton (GSMA) reported that there had been previous debates on the allocation of spectrum for terrestrial and non-terrestrial services, particularly during WRC15.  This had resulted in ESOA press activity that had negative connotations in respect of 3GPP based technologies.  He noted that while future spectrum allocation debates were inevitable, it was hoped that future ESOA press activity would not cast a negative light on 3GPP technologies.  Mrs Holla confirmed that ESOA was committed to work constructively with 3GPP in developing complementary solutions.
The Partners accepted ESOA as a MRP in 3GPP.

Request from 5G Alliance for Connected Industries and Automation (5G-ACIA) for MRP status in 3GPP

A request had been received from the 5G Alliance for Connected Industries and Automation (5G-ACIA) for MRP status in 3GPP [3GPP/OP#40(18)12].  5G-ACIA is not in itself a legal entity, but a Working Group within the German Electrical and Electronic Manufacturers´ Association (ZVEI - Zentralverband der Elektrotechnik-und Elektronikindustrie e. V.).  Authority had therefore been obtained whereby ZVEI would be the official signatory of the Partner Agreement, with one ZVEI representative and one 5G-ACIA representative being nominated as official representatives [3GPP/OP#40(18)13].  
Dr Andreas Mueller (5G-ACIA) participating remotely, gave a presentation of the work being performed by 5G-ACIA [3GPP/OP#40(18)14]. 

As this request had arrived very late it was agreed to allow a 14 day period for comments, after which the request will be deemed to be approved.
Decision OP40/03:
Request for MRP status in 3GPP from the 5G Automation and Connected Industries Alliance (5G-ACIA) subject to a commenting period (ending 2 November) after which it will be deemed to have been approved [3GPP/OP#40(18)12, 13&14].

It was noted that, on the expenditure side, most budget lines were under good control with minor variations due to unpredictable workload.  It was expected to close the year with approximately 160 kEUR remaining in the budget.  It was also noted that, on the income side, final payment from TSDSI was expected to be received within a matter of days.

Decision OP40/04:
3GPP 2019 Project Support Budget approved in accordance with the recommendation of the Funding and Finance Group [3GPP/OP#40(18)06].
Also proposed by the Funding and Finance Group had been an allocation from the budget for the continued development of TTCN for 3GPP terminals by TSG RAN.  The budget request in previous years from TSG RAN for TTCN development has been stable at 754 kEUR (58 man months) accompanied by approximately 32 man months of voluntary effort.  However, this allocation was increased in 2018 to 884 kEUR (68 man months) to accelerate the development of Release 15 (5G) TTCN. For 2019, it was again proposed to allocate 68 man month (884 kEUR) from the central budget, complemented by approximately 42 man months (546kEUR) of voluntary effort.  After due consideration the allocation for TTCN was approved as follows, in accordance with the recommendation of the Funding and Finance Group:
