Mr. Hietalahti (Outgoing TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#26(11)04].  
4.2
TSG RAN
Mr Nakamura (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#26(11)05r2].  
Questions were raised as to which precise versions of 3GPP specifications should be transposed by the Organizational Partners for submission to the ITU-R IMT-Advanced process.  It was noted that ITU-R document 487Rev1ev2 (contained within 3GPP/PCG#26(11)05r2) provided clarification on the process to be followed and that the versions to be transposed were those which become available in June 2011.  It was also noted that the Organizational Partners would need to ensure that they are in compliance with the ITU IPR Requirements and related business matters (cf Sections V and VI of ITU-R document 487Rev1ev2).
Questions were also raised concerning the ongoing activity in response to alleged compatibility problems between LTE L band transmissions and the GPS navigation system.  It was noted that, for the time being, 3GPP were liaising directly with the GPS industry group on the matter and that this did not conflict with any actions being taken within ATIS.
Also presented were revised Terms of Reference for MCC Task Force 160 (TTCN for 3GPP terminals) which were approved by the PCG [3GPP/PCG#26(11)14].

Decision PCG26/02:
Revised Terms of Reference for MCC Task Force 160 (TTCN for 3GPP terminals) [3GPP/PCG#26(11)14].
Proposed improvements to the manner in which 3GPP discharges liaison duties with ITU-R had been prepared by the TSG RAN Chairman [3GPP/PCG#26(11)15].  It was noted that the volume of liaison activity had dramatically increased in recent years and that this now represented significant work for the few volunteers that took care of the actions in the ITU-R ad hoc.  In the absence of the further voluntary effort proposed by the RAN Chairman this activity may need to be passed to MCC which would of course have a cost impact.  The PCG endorsed the proposals made by the RAN Chairman and entrusted the TSG Leaders to consider how best to implement them.

Proposed improvements to the manner in which 3GPP discharges liaison duties with ITU-R endorsed [3GPP/PCG#26(11)15].

GERAN
Mr Howell (TSG GERAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG GERAN [3GPP/PCG#26(11)06].  
There were no comments arising from this report.

4.4
TSG SA
Mr Hayes (Outgoing TSG SA Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG SA [3GPP/PCG#26(11)07].
It was noted that the DVB Project had approached 3GPP to see whether the alignment of the respective broadcast/multicast technologies was feasible [3GPP/PCG#26(11)23].  It was not immediately clear what commercial benefits 3GPP Members might obtain from such an activity but it was expected that MRP guidance would be forthcoming in this respect. 
Consideration had been given within the report to the need for reliable and high quality Internet access to be provided at all 3GPP meetings.  It was noted that the current service was largely provided on a “best effort and low cost basis” with MCC usually providing the wireless access infrastructure and the hosting organization providing the Internet connection.  In most cases this worked well but there were notable exceptions where it had not and this had led to an inefficient use of meeting time.  Hosting Guidelines had been drafted many years ago and it was deemed that these were now out of date and required revision.  As a result of the PCG discussion that ensued it was agreed to create an ad-hoc group under the leadership of Stephen Hayes, with the task of revising the 3GPP Hosting Guidelines.  It was expected that any recommendations requiring PCG approval would be available before the next meeting so that cost implications can be considered within the 2012 draft budget.

PCG Ad Hoc Group created (under Stephen Hayes’ Leadership) to revise the 3GPP Hosting Guidelines  [3GPP/PCG#26(11)07].
