It was noted that this action was Ongoing and that a training course is expected to be implemented in time for the March 2009 elections, such that newly appointed officials may be able to benefit from it.

Mr. Hietalahti (TSG CT Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG CT [3GPP/PCG#21(08)04].

TSG RAN
Mr Courau (TSG RAN Chairman) presented a report of the progress made by TSG RAN [3GPP/PCG#21(08)05r1].
With respect to the naming convention for the 3GPP based candidate for IMT-Advanced it was noted that the term “LTE-Advanced” will be used.

With respect to the Downlink-Optimised Broadcast Work Item (DOB) it was noted that whilst the Work Item remained open, no technical solution had yet been selected by TSG RAN.  The RAN Chairman confirmed that if no technical solution could be found within a reasonable time frame that the Work Item would be closed.  The PCG recommended that TSG RAN resolve the DoB issue as soon as possible.
It was noted that there were some editorial errors with the original report provided by TSG RAN and this led to the production of a revised report [3GPP/PCG#21(08)05r1].

It was noted that all Partners had expressed a preference to have individual cover sheets for the contributions being made to the ITU, but that a common cover page containing the signatures of all Partners would be useful as a means to show the co-ordination that existed between them.  The exact manner in which the submission process should proceed, and the associated timeline for the various actions that were required, was not clear.  The Secretary was therefore requested to prepare a proposed process description for discussion among the 3GPP Heads of Delegation.  A target of one month was set for this to be achieved.  It was expected that a clear understanding of the process to be followed would therefore be in place by PCG#22.
