The following, when achieved, will demonstrate the success of the Marketing and Communications Plan;

· Development of technical brands, such as LTE and LTE-Advanced

· Creation of Speaker opportunities at key events

· Increased instances of Press articles and web Portals use of 3GPP technology briefings (web, interviews, event meetings, press releases)

· Development & improvement of communications aspects of the 3GPP web site 

· Working within budget
Priorities

In 2008 the 3GPP Marketing & Communications Officer concentrated on delivering information on the theme of LTE.
For 2009 there should be a broadening of themes to:
1 Inform publics of the impact of Release 8 after its freeze and to promote 3GPP LTE as ‘ready for deployment’

2 Promote LTE as the best economic proposition for a mass market technology for mobile broadband
3 Introduce LTE-Advanced as meeting and exceeding the ITU IMT-Advanced requirements, providing a clear evolution path for 3GPP and 3GPP2 communities.

4 Promoting all 3GPP technologies as flavours – highlighting the potential of Evolved EDGE and HSPA networks and their progress in Release 8 and beyond.

The following report describes the significant Marcomms progress made in the last six months.

The first section deals with the coordination with the Partners, which is improving as the Marketing and Communications Officer settles in to the role.
Later sections of the report deal with events, web and press, the prime channels that allow 3GPP to get in touch with industry audiences.

The first year has been a very busy one, we have relatively little resource to put in to Communications and still less for Marketing. 
However, we have achieved a lot on LTE branding and promotion. The report gives further details of the work done promoting the 3GPP brands and on how the work is budgeted for (Annex A).
Working Together
The priority of the Marketing and Communications Officer has been to strengthen relations with;

· 3GPP Partners (OP & MRP)

· Technical Groups

· Member companies in 3GPP

Organizational Partners

The cooperation between 3GPP MCC and ATIS on LTE Webinars and Conferences has produced compelling events and content. ATIS have delivered broad business orientated agendas, good audiences and venues, with 3GPP providing technical content and branding. The drive now exists to deliver further 3GPP ATIS LTE events in North America.

Following on from the successful model established with ATIS, the conferencing effort should now also focus on the Asia Region. ARIB have organised an LTE Workshop, on the 30th March 2009, which was over-subscribed. Now the Marketing and Communications Officer should work with ARIB and TTC in Japan and TTA in Korea to establish whether a single LTE conferences/Forum or a ‘roadshow’ series would be successful in the region.  CCSA have supported the TD-SCDMA Evolution and LTE Summit, Shanghai 2008 and have provided speakers to give the Chinese 3GPP perspective at conferences. A regional approach – including China - to such a series of events could work.
ETSI has again promoted the work of 3GPP at the Mobile World Congress in Barcelona, 16-19 February. ETSI staff and MCC experts manned the ETSI booth (Photo Annex B), which featured the new 3GPP Home page on one wall of the booth and played filmed Interviews of the 3GPP OP leadership on a video screen.

Market Representation Partners

During the past six months more progress has been made in using the communications expertise of the 3GPP Market Partners.
Multiple opportunities for cooperation are now being exploited:
3G Americas were instrumental in helping the 3GPP ATIS LTE Conference in Dallas to success. Their vendor and operator sessions on the second morning were amongst the highlights of the conference. ATIS are working with 3G Americas again to try to replicate that success at the second LTE conference – slated for the 9/10 June 2009 in Chicago.

The GSM Association provided vital insider support for a 3GPP speaker at the Mobile World Congress in 2009 and provided one of the clearest pieces of guidance about progress on LTE in a FAQ paper that was distributed at the World Congress…with copies also being distributed from the ETSI booth in the exhibition.
The 3GPP Marketing and Communications Officer has coordinated with the Femto Forum to support the World series of Femto Summits. In April, the Femto Forum, the Broadband Forum and 3GPP published a joint press release on the successful inclusion of the Femtocell work in 3GPP Release 8.

The GSA have provided 3GPP with additional resources, by allowing the Marketing and Communications Officer member level access to GSA market intelligence data.
The ICU were hosts of the International 3GPP Forum, Moscow, 8th October 2008 and 3GPP are following the ICU’s advice by supporting the LTE Russia and CIS Forum in May 2009.

Working with the TSGs

There has been close contact with the TSG leadership, with GERAN, CT, RAN and SA Chairmen speaking on behalf of the Project at industry events.

The 3GPP web site is carrying news stories directly from the TSG meetings. The Chairmen’s elections were covered directly on the web site, with the RAN, CT and SA announcements published on the home page.  As each key specification comes out of the TSGs and Working Groups the Communications Officer has the task of producing short web site texts that will bring the reader closer to the TSG work.
A part of the Marketing and Communications budget was put aside in 2008 to produce a 3GPP LTE fleece jacket, to be distributed to Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen by the MCC technical Officers. The intention was to provide MCC Officers with a lasting and useful gift for their officials – on the completion of the Release 8 freeze.
Another opportunity taken to create an agreeable ‘buzz’ around the Plenary was during TSGs#42 in Athens. A gala dinner was organized, where delegates and the 3GPP Partners met to celebrate the 10th birthday of the Project. On the same occasion, delegates organized two 10km fun runs…under the theme “Ten years and running”, Both runs were superbly supported and both created real moments of camaraderie. Marcoms provided hats and T-shirts and helped in the organization of the event.
Working with Member Companies
The Marketing and Communications Officer has established contacts with communications professionals from several 3GPP participating companies. The creation and maintenance of a good network of peers will help us to coordinate support of events and campaigns.  One objective is to seek Members support to ensure that conference organizers are supportive of 3GPP messaging before our Member companies offer endorsement or sponsorships. A first example of this working successfully was in 3GPP and Ericsson’s hand-in-hand approach to the support for the 2009 LTE World Summit series.

With this in mind, the 3GPP Marcoms Officer has discussed tactics with marketing people from other 3GPP companies – including Agilent, Alcatel Lucent, Ericsson, Motorola, Nortel, Qualcomm – during recent conference appearances.
On the 3GPP web site – the new white papers section (http://www.3gpp.org/Industry-White-Papers) is available for the publication of technical white papers and case studies. Impartial Member Company white papers will appear there.
Conferences and industry events
Since PCG#21, the 3GPP Marketing & Communications Officer has contributed to 3GPP’s attendance at several events – listed in Annex D.

In 2009, Conferences are suffering the effects of the economic downturn, we have seen a re-scheduling of the Supercomm event in the U.S.A. and a significant downsizing of the ITU Telecom exhibition as companies scrutinise their conference support budgets.

In line with such a change in the market for conferences, we have planned to concentrate our efforts on a small set of leading events, being careful to align our endorsements where we can get the best value for time and money. 

Even in harder marketing times – perhaps especially in such times - Industry events are an important aid to getting our message out, providing a platform to:

· Associate 3GPP with Hot topics (eg. LTE, Mobile Broadband, 4G)

· Disseminate 3GPP messages to a broader technical audience (Aligned to Priorities above)
· Spot-light our Key speakers

· Affirm our track-record of successful presence at the best events

· Provide a shop window for 3GPP Specifications (>1500 DVDs distributed in 2008)

Some event highlights since PCG#21

NB: When dealing with ‘for profit’ event organizers a contra-arrangement has been made to secure the lowest possible cost for an effective presence.
LTE USA, 28-29 October 2008, Atlanta
This was the first conference dedicated to LTE in the USA. A situation that evolved through discussions with Informa, who wanted to brand the event ‘4G USA’ at an early stage – they had brochures about a ‘4G USA’ event on show at the Mobile World Congress in 2008.

With a keynote 3GPP speaker (Adrian Scrase) and with Vicki Livingstone, of 3G Americas, chairing a plenary session, the conference was a success in terms of delivering the 3GPP messages. We also had a table-top display to give away DVDs of 3GPP standards and a 3GPP LTE T-shirt, both being very well received.

At the event, the 3GPP Marketing & Communications Officer worked with colleagues from ATIS Public Relations department to develop the ATIS 3GPP LTE Conference (for January 2009, in Dallas) and to inform delegates in Atlanta about it.
LTE World Summit, 18-19 November 2008, London
Originally the event was billed as the “LTE World Summit featuring NGMN Global Forum”, it later became the “LTE World Summit endorsed by LSTI”.

There was an improvement of 3GPP’s position in the programme. Adrian Scrase was invited to chair the Keynote session of Day 1 and to present there.

At the event the 3GPP Marketing & Communications Officer had meetings with Public Relations colleagues from Alcatel Lucent, Ericsson, Motorola and Agilent – All event sponsors – to try to improve coordination between 3GPP Member companies and 3GPP Marcoms.
China Mobility / Mobility World Congress 2008, Beijing 

The Mobility World Congress was scheduled for 13th October, in Bangkok. However, due to the some political unease in Thailand, the event was cancelled and the program was transferred to Beijing – in a co-located event with ‘China Mobility’.

We had planned a Workshop, in Bangkok, on ‘Planning your roadmap to LTE-Advanced’, to be chaired by Asok Chatterjee, with presentations by Adrian Scrase, Takehiro Nakamura, Charles Brookson, Michael Bjarhov. When the event moved to Beijing the organizers (Beacon) persuaded us to carry on with the workshop idea.  Asok Chatterjee and Takehiro Nakamura were able to make the new schedule, and Ms. Huang Yuhong, SA Vice Chairman, agreed to give an ‘Operators perspective on LTE’.
Days before the event – on the 21st November – Beacon decided to cancel the workshop due to lack of numbers. This was a huge disappointment, even though Takehiro Nakamura did make a presentation in the main conference, which meant that his trip was not wasted.

We have no plans to support Beacon events in 2009, although the China Mobility event is very successful and we may wish to re-consider if the right speaking slot is offered.
10th Anniversary of 3GPP 
The Plenary meetings in Athens took place from the 2nd to 11th December, the gala dinner was held on the second Tuesday (9th December). Organizational Partners invited VIPs who were seated at top tables and also received special treatment on arrival at the hotel.

The event was a success, with the 3GPP Marketing and Communications Officer providing the following support:

· VIP care and coordination – Greek Ministry, OP representatives, Freeplay representative

· Arranging video interviews for OP leadership

· VIP photo call

· Appropriate gift for VIPs and delegates

· T-Shirts for charity run and contributors

· Collect money and arrange for hand over of cheque to Freeplay charity

· 3GPP signage at the dinner

· Coordination of Master-of-ceremony’s role

· Coordination of OP Dinner speakers

· Coordination of Gala dinner films, Photos and entertainment

ATIS-3GPP LTE Webinar, 4 December 2008
The webinar and conference were the first LTE promotional events to be organized by a 3GPP Organizational Partner.

Adrian Scrase presented on Standards progress and Derek Kuhn, Alcatel Lucent, spoke about their trials and progress on the development of products.

The conference was attended by over 150 delegates – with the 3GPP track attracting half of that number. On the following morning, 3G Americas hosted their own – highly successful - summit.
Mobile World Congress, 16-19 February 2009, Barcelona

	Over 500 DVDs, containing the 3GPP specifications and information about LTE, were distributed to booth visitors. 
3GPP MCC experts were present on the booth along-side ETSI staff.
Although the visitor numbers for the conference and exhibition were down, (it was thought that the quality of visitors on the booth was as high as ever. Many new companies expressed an interest in the work and in attending 3GPP meetings.

NB: The MWC exhibition stand is ETSI’s and is not covered by the 3GPP Marcoms budget.

ITU Telecom World 2009
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5-9 October 2009, Geneva

ITU Telecom World is the Olympics of Telecom, being held (usually in Geneva) every four years. Among the flags and the dignitaries there is a high level conference and a large scale exhibition. 
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	Although there is no ITU planned activity on the theme of IMT at the ITU Telecom World event, the Evaluation Group activity of ITU-R Study Group 5 starts from the 14-27th October (Munich meeting) and all of the ITU staff and advisors will be in Geneva during Telecom world.

In terms of timing – there is no better moment to deliver a strong and united message of support for LTE-Advanced as the major candidate for IMT.


The Exhibition

(3GPP Booth 4360)

In December 2008 we took an option for a 20m2 exhibition area in the ITU Telecom World exhibition. The space only package was paid for in the 2008 budget, thus allowing us to divide the expenditure for this major event over two financial periods – 2008/2009.

The Marketing and Communications Officer has allocated a part of the 2009 budget (Annex A), to ensure that the Exhibition stand and the deliverables on the booth are of professional quality. 
The major branding on the booth should be LTE leading to LTE-Advanced.  Potential stand constructors have been given the brief to be inspired by the 3GPP home page top banner, by LTE and LTE-Advanced branding and by the need for a demonstration focused booth with good storage facilities.

The Forum at WORLD 2009

The 3GPP Marketing and Communications Officer has registered our interest in speaking in the Technology Foresight stream of the Forum programme. This has been acknowledged by the ITU Forum organisers and we are maintaining contact with contacts in the Forum Advisory Committee.
The streams of the Forum are:

· Technology Foresight

· ICTs and Climate Change

· Security & Emergency 

· ICTs and Economic Growth
An email is to be sent to the Organisational Partners to ask for their commitment to the staffing of the ITU World 2009 booth #4360 during the 3 days of the exhibition (6-8 October).
3GPP LTE-Advanced Deliverables for ITU Telecom World

A series of texts will be produced, aimed at informing publics on the standards roadmap through the Releases. This will help to clarify where 4G begins, it will also highlight how 3GPP provides an upgrade path that allows Operators to choose the pace of their investments. 

The Marketing and Communications Officer will work with an external agent, to develop a cost-neutral plan to produce a 3GPP LTE-Advanced supplement in the International Herald Tribune to be distributed at the event and at hotels in Geneva, one day during ITU Telecom World.
The International Herald Tribune would sell advertising and column inches to subsidise this effort. 3GPP Partners would need to be available for a series of journalist interviews in early September.
Web

The new web launch, in December 2008, was not without problems. After a few hours of service, the dedicated server failed and the ETSI IT services decided to roll back to the old 3GPP web site.

This was a low moment in the Marcoms year, as the team had put hundreds of hours in to produce, test and re-test over 150 pages of content. December was a rocky period for the web site, but since the start of 2009 the reliability has stabilized and early bugs have been addressed.

General perception at the start was that the site is now more useful for new visitors and general information seekers and less well loved by the delegate community. With recent news stories and regular attention to News content, it is hoped that the delegate community will appreciate the site and the way that it displays technical content to a varied public.

Web Site Visit statistics

	Every day, the Content Management System (CMS) identifies «unique visitors» to the site according to their IP address. The system is fast and relatively reliable (it is a relatively accurate estimate of the number of visitors to the site, and not just «hits» or «watched pages»; a visitor coming back several times to the same page is counted as a unique «unique visitor»).

Press & News

Press coverage

Press coverage of the LTE story has been comprehensive (Some examples in Annex E), with a high level of interest in getting the 3GPP perspective. At each of the 3GPP supported events (see section below), there has been press interest and interviews have been arranged.

At the end of 2008, we have cancelled the Durrants clipping service. This is for cost reasons, and because similar news monitoring services are available on-line (Google News is used). 3GPP will also use the ETSI (Meltwater) monitoring service in 2009.

News Feed and Partner ‘channels’
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Since the beginning of March 2009, we have been streaming direct links to relevant news stories – in the working languages of the 3GPP OPs.   The scrolling news feed is reviewed daily, with only the 10 latest [selected] news items showing.

To the right of the scrolling news, on all of the News pages, we now show three news channels (green, blue, grey boxes);

· 3GPP News

· Partner News

· The Press

These sections draw heavily on MRP publications and announcements.
Branding –Trade Marking ™

Database of logo requests

In May 2008, we began the process of Trade marking the LTE term. This not only allows us to use the term, it makes us the guardian of ‘LTE’. 
The process has now been completed for France, which allows us to extend trademark protection for “LTE” through an International Registration.

In February 2009 a new database of requests to use the 3GPP, LTE and LTE-Advanced logos was set up. In cooperation with the ETSI Legal council, an agreed text is now sent with each approval for logo usage.

ANNEX C contains a list of the logo requests received since the start of 2009. Many of the requests to use the term LTE were received at the planning stages of the Mobile World Congress, Barcelona in February 2009. The LTE logo was widely used on booths and in company brochures at the event.
3GPP™ protection in Mexico

In January 2009 the ETSI legal council was advised by the Mexican authorities, that the renewal of the Trademark 3GPP in Mexico was due. ETSI legal council was instructed to confirm that the trademark had been used in Mexico for the registered goods and services within the three years preceding the renewal due date of 19 March 2009.

Quote

“Mexican Industrial Property Law, third parties may request the cancellation of a trademark if it has not been used for three consecutive years. In such a case, the trademark owner must submit evidence which proves the use of the trademark in that relevant period of time. 

We should therefore be prepared to provide e.g. the following documents:

· Sales invoices

· Advertisings in magazines or newspapers in which the trademark appears with “Marca Registrada”, “Marc. Reg.” or  with the ® symbol   ”

In February 2009 the 3GPP Marketing and Communications Officer provided a dossier of examples of the use of the 3GPP mark in Mexico - for the Mexican Authorities. On the 5th March 2009 the ETSI legal council were advised that “the documents provided to justify of the use of the trademark are sufficient for its renewal.”

It is probable that other countries will require proof that the 3GPP and LTE terms are in use in their territory. 3GPP stakeholders may be able to help in future, by providing documents to prove that our Trademarks are used in their country.
3GPP survey
The 3GPP survey was aimed at the delegate community, with the majority of questions on 3GPP and MCC support issues.

Conducted during December 2008, with entries closing on 9th January 2009, the survey comprised of a series of questions to gauge delegates’ satisfaction with 3GPP Mobile Competence Centre (MCC) services. Scores were awarded (1 very poor…5 excellent) for a series of questions.

The survey was addressed primarily to 3GPP TSGs (GERAN, RAN, SA, CT) and their corresponding WGs. However, non delegates could access and respond via the web site. 187 replies were received.

Through the scores awarded and via the free-text comments received, two main areas of improvement were identified for immediate effort;
· Web site navigation and usability to be reviewed. 

· 3GPP on-line Tools - Specific issues to be addressed.

Corrective actions have been undertaken. During the survey period some navigation redesign and a lot of Server work to improve load speed have taken place.

The web site re-design and new user experience generated many comments – the highest total of all. The observations were mostly critical and mostly comparing the usability and ease of use of the previous site. Despite this, the overall score of the new website (Question 2 and Question 3) averaged 3.76 out of 5.

The satisfaction rankings achieved in the 2008 were reasonably high, but considerably lower than those returned in the 2006 survey.
