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LATE CONTRIBUTION

The attached Change Request has been prepared by the 3GPP TSG Leaders in order to ease the process for sending, and responding to, non-sensitive liaison statements with the ITU.  The rational provided by the TSG Leaders is reproduced below.
“It was agreed at OP #20 that PCG only needs to review those LSs to ITU that are destined to become part of ITU deliverables. The resulting definition of sensitive vs. non-sensitive liaisons has already been included in the large working procedures CR to the next meeting.
 

Permission to liaise outside 3GPP was covered very thoroughly, but the details of handling liaisons from 3GPP to ITU were not discussed so much and it was found out fairly recently that some changes would be needed also on articles 51 and 52 of the working procedures.
 

Therefore it was not seen reasonable to include the attached proposed change in the big working procedures CR but instead we have isolated this ITU liaison part to a standalone change and I hope the justification given on the CR cover page speaks for itself. The CR has been reviewed by the TSG leaders and ITU-T and ITU-R contacts of the TSGs.”
