Priorities

In 2008 the 3GPP Marketing & Communications Officer concentrated on delivering information on the theme of LTE.
For 2009 there has been a broadening of themes to:
1 Inform publics of the impact of Release 8 after its freeze and to promote 3GPP LTE as ‘ready for deployment’

2 Promote LTE as the best economic proposition for a mass market technology for mobile broadband
3 Introduce LTE-Advanced as meeting and exceeding the ITU IMT-Advanced requirements, providing a clear evolution path for 3GPP and 3GPP2 communities.

4 Promoting all 3GPP technologies as flavours – highlighting the potential of Evolved EDGE and HSPA networks and their progress in Release 8 and beyond.

The following report describes the significant Marcomms progress made in the last six months.

The first section deals with the coordination with the Partners, later sections of the report deal with events, web and press, the prime channels that allow 3GPP to get in touch with industry audiences.

	ITU Telecom 2009

The 3GPP Partners were well represented at ITU Telecom World event in Geneva (5-9 October). 
ARIB, ATIS, ETSI and TTA helped in the staffing of the booth at the event.

Asok Chatterjee (ATIS) represented 3GPP by attending the Forum as a VIP delegate, as the current PCG Chairman.

(See Conferences highlights section below). 
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Partner’s LTE Events
ATIS now runs a series of LTE related conferences and webinars on the LTE theme. Speakers from the 3GPP community feature heavily in these events. 3GPP Speakers will be attending the ATIS Conference hosted at this year’s Supercomm (21-23 October). The 3GPP Marcoms officer has actively promoted ATIS webinars and conferences on the 3GPP web site and with targeted emails.
ATIS will be present on the 3GPP booth at the LTE Americas (Informa, 4-5 November), along with the 3GPP Marcoms Officer.
	ARIB have completed a successful LTE summit, 30  March 2009, attended by more than 200 people – reflecting the “interest and great expectations in LTE in Japan” (Quote from Takehiro Nakamuru).
TTA held their International Workshop for the IMT-Advanced Technologies and Standardization, on the 11th September, featuring overviews of Korean and Overseas operators and manufacturers, The event was attended by 150 people (See PCG23_16.doc).
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Market Representation Partners
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 The 3GPP web site pages dedicated to Partner News are regularly boosted by reports from the Partners. Details of Reports, Press Releases and stories (since PCG#22) from the MRPs are contained in Annex E
Working with the TSGs
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There has been close contact with the TSG leadership, with GERAN, CT, RAN and SA Chairmen speaking on behalf of the Project at industry events.

The 3GPP web site is carrying news stories directly from the TSG meetings. The Chairmen’s elections were covered directly on the web site, with the RAN, CT and SA announcements published on the home page.  As each key specification comes out of the TSGs and Working Groups the Communications Officer has the task of producing short web site texts that will bring the reader closer to the TSG work.
At TSG#45, the TSG Chairmen were interviewed as part of a video project for the ITU Telecom World event and for streaming to the web. Prior to web publication, the full version of the film is in the FTP area at ftp://ftp.3gpp.org/inbox/Marcoms/ (3gpp.avi)

Working with Member Companies
White Papers

The 3GPP web site white papers section (http://www.3gpp.org/Industry-White-Papers)contains Member’s reports, papers and case studies. Much more should be done to bring this to life, and that should now be a priority as papers are coming out regarding first implementations of LTE and on the potential for other 3GPP technologies.
Logo Usage

There have again, in the second half of the year, been a large number of 3GPP and LTE logo usage requests from Member companies. For details see Annex C.
Aligning messaging

It is envisaged as a part of the Marketing and Communications job description, that the Marcoms officer will try to best gauge the activities of Member companies, to ensure that the messaging is best aligned between Standards speak and real market positions.

Discussions at Conferences, trade shows and at Member events are improving this informal feedback process. 
Close contact with the MRP’s will bring better contacts with the member community also.
Marcoms at TSGs
By attending the recent TSGs (#45) in Seville, the Marcoms Officer had a lot of contact with Member Delegates. The filming and general ‘Buzz’ around the Video project has/will create stronger links to the people at these meetings.

2009 Conferences and industry events
Since PCG#22, the 3GPP Marketing & Communications Officer has contributed to 3GPP’s attendance at several events – listed in Annex D.

As noted in the previous report: “In 2009, Conferences are suffering the effects of the economic downturn, we have seen a re-scheduling of the Supercomm event in the U.S.A. and a significant downsizing of the ITU Telecom exhibition as companies scrutinise their conference support budgets.

In line with such a change in the market for conferences, we have planned to concentrate our efforts on a small set of leading events, being careful to align our endorsements where we can get the best value for time and money. “
Despite the challenges, Industry events are an important aid to getting our message out, providing a platform to:

· Associate 3GPP with Hot topics (eg. LTE, Mobile Broadband, 4G)

· Disseminate 3GPP messages to a broader technical audience (Aligned to Priorities above)
· Spot-light our Key speakers

· Affirm our track-record of successful presence at the best events

· Provide a shop window for 3GPP Specifications

LTE World Series Endorsement package
(http://ws.lteconference.com/)
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Cooperation over the past year on the three Informa LTE World Series events has been successful in terms of speaking, exhibiting and in general promotion of the 3GPP LTE brand.  
Two of the three events have been completed and the LTE Americas (Dallas, event is set to be another good event.

The 2010 series will again carry the 3GPP logo – and the term “Strategic Partner”. In 2010 the Informa series will now adopt the LTE logo in the event branding (left).
Conference highlights since PCG#22
NB: When dealing with ‘for profit’ event organizers a contra-arrangement has been made to secure the lowest possible cost for an effective presence.
LTE World Summit (19 May 2009, Berlin)
A huge success, proving that the buzz around LTE – as seen in late 2008 – is now very much at its peak.

This event was successful also from the 3GPP perspective, with our Chairmanship of the opening day of the conference and four speakers for a Standards stream in the conference.

LTE World Summit attendee numbers have grown steadily, from 149 in 2007 to 360 (~150 paying delegates) for the LTE World Summit 2009.
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LTE Asia (8 September 2009, Hong Kong)

The event was successful, with delegates from all of the major companies in the Mobile domain [from this region] with a particularly strong Operator participation (see below).

As a part of our support package, we had a small stand in the exhibition (6 companies - mostly test equipment suppliers), where we distributed over 150 standards DVDs, 100 baseball caps and 150 pens.

On the first day of the LTE Asia conference we had Takehiro Nakamura on a panel and Adrian Scrase chairing the opening Plenary. In the evening, we also had a 3GPP dedicated session in the evening of day 1:

The event was a great success, the venue was very good and the speakers were from the region, talking about the region.  

Also, as expected - 3GPP LTE was everywhere, in all presentations, with the 'all roads to LTE' message given by everyone. It will be very interesting to see whether an alternative vision comes out of LTE-Americas in November...especially as the Wimax mobile network should be launched in Dallas/Fort Worth (where the event is held) when or around the time we are there.
ITU Telecom World 2009, 5-9 October 2009, Geneva
(http://www.itu.int/WORLD2009/)
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We used the ITU Telecom World event to promote the 3GPP Final Proposal for IMT -  submitted to the ITU-R during the week of Telecom 2009.

In terms of timing – there is no better moment to deliver a strong and united message of support for LTE-Advanced as the major candidate for IMT.
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A press release was issued from the event and was circulated via the web site, RSS and Partners.

In the next week the ITU-R will hold a workshop on the IMT-Advanced candidate technologies (WP 5D Dresden meeting),. Many of the press & media and many of the ITU experts on IMT were present in Geneva during Telecom world.
ITU Telecom The Exhibition (3GPP Booth 4360)
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In December 2008 we took an option for a 20m2 exhibition area in the ITU Telecom World exhibition. The space only package was paid for in the 2008 budget, thus allowing us to divide the expenditure for this major event over two financial periods – 2008/2009.

3GPP Deliverables for ITU Telecom World

· A 3GPP brochure was produced with a DVD of all of the TSG#44 specs attached.
· The plan to develop a cost-neutral 3GPP LTE-Advanced supplement in the International Herald Tribune to be distributed at the event was not successful. The IHT decided not to run separate supplements following a decision by the ITU not to fund advertising.
· A film was produced to run on the booth; on the theme of TSG#45 and some TSG chairman interviews filmed there.

· Invitations were handed out and a hospitality drinks party was held each evening from 17h00, until the close at 18h00.

Avren Femtocells series (Europe and Asia)
(http://www.avrenevents.com/FemtocellsEurope2009/  and http://www.avrenevents.com/FemtocellsAsia2009/) 
In cooperation with the FemtoForum, we have endorsed the first two Avren Femtocell events in 2009. 3GPP has provided speakers to the Asia and Europe events. In each case the 3GPP standards perspective was given along side representatives of 3GPP2, The Broadband Forum and the Wimax Forum.

Press release to coincide with with the Tokyo event

In March (At Femtocells Asia) a press release was jointly prepared and distributed by the Femtoforum, The Broadband forum and 3GPP. The main theme of the PR was the industry welcome for the work done by 3GPP to complete the remaining femtocell-related elements of the Release 8 standard, heralding the world's first femtocell standard. 
3GPP is now invited to speak at the Femto event in San Diego in November (Around the FemtoForum Plenary 18 November).

Web
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In the second half of 2009 the web site has flourished and we have resolved all of the earlier technical problems.
In September we have amended the home page lay-out to allow up to four news stories to be displayed at one time. The search tool has also been improved. 
Web Site Visit statistics

	Every day, the Content Management System (CMS) identifies «unique visitors» to the site according to their IP address. The system is fast and relatively reliable (it is a relatively accurate estimate of the number of visitors to the site, and not just «hits» or «watched pages»; a visitor coming back several times to the same page is counted as a unique «unique visitor»).

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Keywords and Release information are the big ‘clicks’. In the 4Q09 and 1Q10 the Marcoms officer will work to improve the quality of those pages, so that the site user gets what they need from those sections of the site.

Press & News
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Press coverage

The Marcoms Officer has been monitoring news stories on 3GPP and LTE over the past 18 months. In March 2009, we stopped the Durrants clipping service, for cost saving purposes and started to use the Meltwater feeds and web based story clipping service. 

Meltwater provide data that is very crude, they are not able to filter out company announcements, press releases and they have a lot of duplication – So, their statistics are not meaningful. 

Google news has the same problem, meaning that at the moment we have no clear way to monitor press activity, without intense sifting through the news items each day. Annex B shows the stories on LTE that we have used on the web site “Press Clippings” page.
The Meltwire and Google News clippings feed stories that are posted to the news pages on the site. 
The Meltwater feed is also the source of the News banner on the News and Events page (see picture below).

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During the year, the Technical Officers have been adding the LTE logo to the Release 8 and Release 9 specifications.  
Database of logo requests

In February 2009 a new database of requests to use the 3GPP, LTE and LTE-Advanced logos was set up. In cooperation with the ETSI Legal council, an agreed text is now sent with each approval for logo usage.

LTE Trademark progress

In May 2008, we began the process of Trade marking the LTE term. This not only allows us to use the term, it makes us the guardian of ‘LTE’.

Outlook for 2010

Messages

The 3GPP Marketing and Communications outlook for 2010 is continuity of the LTE messages, concentrating on the Backward and Forward compatibility of the Releases.
Regional approach

As new markets come on stream, the 3GPP press, web and events agenda must accommodate the new Geographic possibilities.

India will be a growth area of interest for GSM evolution and LTE. We are in the early stages of cooperating with Indian partners to arrange a 3GPP seminar on Standards for LTE.

Russia continues to show great interest in LTE progress. The 3GPP MRP ICU is actively supporting the LTE Russia & CIS Forum in 2010. We are now negotiating a 3GPP support package for that May 2010 event;
· Keynote speaker

· Workshop on 3GPP LTE

· Endorsement
Another area is the Middle East. The LTE Middle East event by Informa is under planning (9 March, Dubai) and if a speaker is available, we will support it with a speaker/endorsement package.

LTE Launches

Building on the good intelligence of the MRPs we will continue to promote the successes for 3GPP technologies via the web and via events. 

The Marketing and Communications officer will also monitor news sources for possible bad news stories and act to find compelling answers and messages to show 3GPP technologies in the best light.
