A broad set of presentations from the TSG Chairmen will be available soon, after the 3GPP seminar in Moscow (24 May 2010).

Marcoms Priorities
1 Inform publics of the impact of the latest Releases and to promote the successful deployment of LTE with a growing Regional out-reach.
2 Promote LTE Radio and Core Network deliverables as the best technology proposition for mass market mobile broadband.
3 Introduce LTE-Advanced as “LTE gets even better” by meeting and exceeding the ITU IMT-Advanced requirements, providing a clear evolution path for 3GPP and 3GPP2 communities.

4 Promoting all 3GPP technologies as flavours – highlighting the potential for Evolved EDGE and HSPA to deliver LTE like services.

Regional approach

In line with discussions at PCG#23, the Priorities above now have a broader regional focus – to extend Marcoms activity in to developing regions – including: Latin America, India, the Middle East and South East Asia.

As shown in the conferences section below, the Marketing and Communications Officer is working closely with LTE event organisers and the MRPs in those regions. 

LTE Launches

Building on the good intelligence of the MRPs we will continue to promote the successes for 3GPP technologies via the web and via events.  The increasing momentum of LTE announcements reflects the success of the Standard. In 2010 we will continue to promote LTE, but also start to increase messaging on the evolution of LTE. 

Some are calling this Release 9+, which perhaps gives us a nice ‘hook’ to hang our message that LTE is the basis of the IMT-Advanced system proposal from 3GPP.

As LTE matures, the Marketing and Communications officer will also monitor news sources for possible bad news stories and act to find compelling answers and messages to show 3GPP technologies in the best light.

ATIS 
ATIS continue to promote LTE via webinars and participation in Conferences, along-side 3GPP speakers.
In May, ATIS are organising a 3GPP webinar, to promote the completion and significance of Release 9. In November 2010 ATIS and the 3GPP Marketing and Communication Officer will support the LTE Americas Conference (http://www.lteconference.com/latam)  with speakers and an exhibition booth at the show.
ETSI 
ETSI used LTE as a central message at the Mobile World Congress booth again this year and a DVD of all of the specifications was distributed to 500 visitors to the ETSI Stand in Hall 2. (See ‘Conferences’ below).
The Marketing and Communications Officer is currently exploring with ETSI Marcoms, one or two further events where we can use the LTE brand along side ETSI’s at trade shows and conferences in 2010.

Market Representation Partners
The 3GPP web site pages dedicated to Partner News are regularly boosted by reports from the Partners. Details of Reports, Press Releases and stories (since PCG#23, October 2009) from the MRPs are contained in ANNEX C
This period has been particularly fruitful for MRP cooperation:

· Setting up joint Seminars and workshops (3G Americas, ICU)

· 3GPP web site visibility for MRP 3GPP messaging, white papers, reports, Press releases, etc (All)

· Discussions and cooperation at events (All)

· Participating in MRP Marcoms events by invitation (GSA, FemtoForum, 3G Americas)

Some specific highlights in this recent cooperation have been:
· 3G Americas have helped to set up a Broadband Mobile Seminar in Brazil in April, attracting operators and inviting an audience from the region. 

· GSMA have been most generous in offering advice and guidance to set up some Latin America cooperation. This may well come to fruition before the second half of 2010.

· Moscow looks set to be a good occasion in May 2010. The ICU support of the seminar is critical to making that event a success.

· GSA and UMTS Forum help with the first filmed interviews in Barcelona has helped the Marcoms Officer to start the video project for 3GPP Marcoms, even though - technically – the interviews were not of a high quality this time, we now know how to do this and we will do better videos in the near future (www.3gpplive.org). 
4
Working with the TSGs

There has been close contact with the TSG leadership, with GERAN, CT, RAN and SA Chairmen speaking on behalf of the Project at industry events.

The 3GPP web site is carrying news stories directly from the TSG meetings. The Chairmen’s elections were covered directly on the web site, with the RAN, CT and SA announcements published on the home page.  As each key specification comes out of the TSGs and Working Groups the Communications Officer has the task of producing short web site texts that will bring the reader closer to the TSG work.
The LTE workshops in planning, for Russia, Brazil and India will be built on the TSG leaderships’ willingness to address those audiences with detailed overviews of the work program.

Conferences and industry events
In 2010 we have continued our aim to “concentrate our efforts on a small set of leading events, being careful to align our endorsements where we can get the best value for time and money”.
Industry events are an important aid to getting our message out, providing a platform to:

· Associate 3GPP with Hot topics (eg. LTE, IMT, FMC, Mobile Broadband, 4G)

· Disseminate 3GPP messages to a broader technical audience (Aligned to Priorities above)
· Spot-light our Key speakers

· Affirm our track-record of successful presence at the best events

· Provide a shop window for 3GPP Specifications

In 2010 there is a strong push in Developing Markets, with half of the events below residing outside of the usual locations in Europe, North America, and CJK.

The 3GPP Partners, which unite more than 370 leading mobile
technology companies, made a formal submission to the TU
yesterday. proposing that LTE Release 10 & beyond (LTE-
Advanced) be evaluated s a candidate for IMT-Advanced >

The ITU had set a deadine of 7 October for proposals to be
received and 3GPP responded by submitting a comprehensive
description of LTE-Advanced, an evolution of the LTE
technology which has received considerable support from the world's leading mobile operators. The submission
was made jointly in the name of the 3GPP Organizational Partners: ARIB, ATIS, CCSA, ETSI, TTA and TTC,
which represent the North American, European and Asian regions and make 3GPP  truly global initative.




We are still in the planning stages for an event in India, before the summer. The current plan is to endorse the LTE India 2010 conference, along side the Cellular Operators Association of India (May 28, 2010,  Le Meridien, New Delhi). We will provide one or two speakers and use the event exhibition to promote and distribute 3GPP deliverables.  On the following Monday (31st May), the COAI is trying to set up a second event – a dedicated 3GPP seminar in Mumbai – with three or more speakers from our side.

This is work in progress and neither date is confirmed as yet.

3GPP Marketing Deliverables 2010 
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Fixed/Mobile Convergence (FMC) was the key topic that
brought 3GPP and the Broadband Forum together for their

first joint workshop, held February 18-19 in San Francisco. The two-day workshop was attended by 120 industry
experts, who reviewed over 40 contributions focused primarily on use cases and joint requirements.

The attendees, primarily 3PP and Broadband Forum members, also included representatives from ETSI TISPAN, ATIS
and other standards bodies. The diverse group came together with a shared goal; o start the process of aligning new
FHC work in each organization to best address both fixed and wireless management requirements. The two days spent
together allowed the group to identify the key issues at hand and the work that needs to be done. With words of
appreciation and encouragement from workshop co-chairs, Stephen Hayes of 3GPP and Dave Allan of the Broadband
Forum, each organization took away work items that address both near term and long term next steps for both 3GPP and
the Broadband Forum.



In 2010 there will be at least 2 editions of the 3GPP DVD, one for the Mobile World Congress and another for the LTE World Congress in May 2010, Amsterdam.

As usual, the DVD contains Specifications, presentations and links to the News stories that are currently on the web site.  The Marketing and Communications officer  evolves the contents in line with the development of the web site – so that DVD users will get an introduction to 3GPP that they can take on-line…

Web
The internet is the primary means for the promotion of the output of 3GPP. The web pages and the FTP document site and largely inter-dependant – with 3GPP delegates and first time visitors accessing the same interfaces to get to the thousands of documents on the server.

The Marketing and Communications Officer is trying to provide an introductory layer for Non-3GPP visitors and to make the first contact with our web site a good one.

In addition, we are trying to beef-up the News areas of the site, so that all visitors can take away added information of real value – whether meetings delegates, journalists or interested first time browsers.

The 3GPP Marketing and Communications Officer has started to film news stories.

The first films are now on the video site;   www.3gpplive.org  with more will follow. There is still a lot of material to use from the Mobile World Congress 2010, this will be used to support technical stories and Partner news stories over the coming months.
In the 4th Quarter of 2009, we placed four 3GPP leadership videos, on the site. Feedback has been good and we will film more TSG related subjects in 2010.
Promoting the big stories on the Home page
In the last half year the 3GPP Home page has been increasingly used to carry key messages, that allow the reader to get an overview of the latest issue and to be able to dig deeper if required.

Examples:
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LTE-Advanced presentation given by the TSG RAN Chairman in Dresden uploaded to the 3GPP website with easy navigation from the homepage (PCG23/2 Action). The press release on this story was published to the Home page and the link to the presentation was added to the Technology page for LTE-Advanced. This has led to over 5000 hits on this page (October 2009 – March 15 2010)
· http://www.3gpp.org/3GPP-Partners-propose-IMT-Advanced (Press Release)

· http://www.3gpp.org/LTE-Advanced  (Technologies section of site)
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· At Mobile World Congress we added the GSMA Press Release for the Voice Over LTE (VoLTE) initiative. 

· Leading to 1500 hits in the first 30 days.
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· After a two day workshop that coincided with the 3GPP Working Group meetings in San Francisco (March 2010), we decided to help promote the FMC Workshop Findings. The story was given Home page visibility;

· leading to 1276 hits 15 days.
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· As the first LTE Network went live, we had the story on the 3GPP home page. The number of visits is lower – as this was a global news story, but still we have had;
· 2300 hits in 4 months.
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Web Site Visit statistics

General Web visitor numbers are up, with the current daily number of unique visitors at 10,000 per day. At the last PCG we reported an average of around 8800 per day. 
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Every day, the SPIP Content Management System (CMS) identifies “unique visitors” to the site according to their IP address. The system is fast and relatively reliable (it is a relatively accurate estimate of the number of visitors to the site, and not just “hits” or “watched pages”; a visitor coming back several times to the same page is counted as a unique “unique visitor”).
The CMS also gives us an insight in to the current popularity of the sections of the 3gpp.org site (graphic left).

Technology web pages

Keywords and Release information are the big ‘clicks’ on the 3GPP web site. The Marketing and Communications Officer is evaluating a solution that will allow us to have up-to-date details of the impact of each release and descriptions of key features, via a third party web site, from an external technology training company. 
If the solution is acceptable, it will deepen the value and appeal of the Technologies section and the Release descriptor pages.

This is On-going and the current web site is unchanged, with some maintenance of pages as needed.
3GPP survey
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 The 2010 survey has now been completed. It contained questions intended for delegates and officials of the groups, with a sub-set of questions – mostly related to the web site look and usability – for non delegate visitors.

Press & News
In the past months there have been various interactions with journalists and analysts with questions about 3GPP topics. Questions are received on a regular basis and answered by the Marketing and Communications Officer, or an expert is found to deal with the request. 
Another task of the Marcoms Officer is to monitor the press and to use stories of interest in the pages of the web site;

ANNEX E shows stories - on LTE – that we have used on the press clippings web page (http://www.3gpp.org/Press-Clippings).

The 3GPP Marketing and Communications Officer is monitoring Google news for relevant news stories on the 3GPP theme. 

Google News

The following table shows the relative activity in terms of news about the key 3GPP acronyms; GPRS, EDGE, HSPA and LTE. Google news takes a snap shot of activity on the web (taking about 20 seconds to search), which gives us an approximate visual  image of the level of News activity for a search term (eg. HSPA).
For GPRS we see a peak in 2002, EDGE in 2004 and with HSPA and LTE we see a “ramping up” of News stories right now.
