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1. Background Information 
TTA understands that there is proposal for nomenclature of IMT-Advanced candidate technology proposed by 3GPP members. TTA would like to share our understanding on the issue in addition to the proposal. 
2. Discussion 

TTA would like to point out that naming a technology appropriately is important in the promotion of standards as well as in developing the domestic policy in each country. In case of IMT-2000, five technologies were accepted and entitled with different names in order to distinguish each technology. Now, the ITU-R should plan to distinguish the IMT-Advanced technologies from each other as well as from IMT-2000.

TTA believes that “LTE-Advanced” is an appropriate name for 3GPP’s IMT-Advanced technology proposal and it refers to LTE Rel-10 and beyond which is proposed already to ITU-R in 5D/564. 
TTA notes that IEEE has changed the name of its ongoing amendment IEEE 802.16m to “WirelessMAN-Advanced” and has proposed this name for its IMT-Advanced proposal as noted in their contribution 5D/681 to WP5D.
