(I) For WP 5D - Related to M.1457 draft Rev 11 for IMT-2000:
 
· Document 31 replaces portions of Document 20 and is to be forwarded to ITU-R WP 5D by 3GPP IMs that are ITU-R members coordinated by ITU-R Ad Hoc Contact Person. NOTE: Due to the restructuring, further editorial discussion is necessary between ITU-R Ad Contact Person and MCC to understand how this material may be indicated by track changes in the submission,  3GPP PCG is asked to agree the material with the relevant further editorials understood to be completed in due time by the experts.

· Document 32 replaces portions of Document 21 and is to be forwarded to ITU-R WP 5D by 3GPP IMs that are ITU-R members coordinated by ITU-R Ad Hoc Contact Person.  NOTE: Further editorial discussion is necessary between ITU-R Ad Contact Person and MCC to finalize some editorial and other small corrections in the material related to restructuring of the document by 3GPP. 3GPP PCG is asked to agree the material with the relevant further editorials understood to be completed in due time by the experts.


PCG ACTION: Doc 31 & 32 (as well as Docs 20 & 21) are to be reviewed together in context with provisional approval by PCG toward creating the final edited ITU-R input submission.  The final version of the editorial work (i.e., the “submission”) should be provided by the ITU-R Ad Hoc Contact Person (working with the MCC and other experts) to the Chairman of the PCG for circulation to the PCG for confirmation of the approval of the “submission”.  These activities and the PCG confirmation should be completed as soon as practical but no later than mid-June 2012.

· Document 26 – PCG needs to agree on approach for specifications for M.1457 Rev 11 that were not updated in 3GPP in September 2011 release.  

PCG ACTION:  ATIS (Don Zelmer ) will provide list of specifications that have no September 2011 version to the 3GPP OPs and will coordinate among the 3GPP OPs their views of which version each SDO would utilize as the basis for their transposition (or no transposition if appropriate for an SDO) and provide the consolidated view back to Chairman of PCG and ITU-R Ad Hoc Coordinator in the next few weeks.. The consolidate view should also be posted on the PCG reflector so all SDOs are informed of the views.



(II) For WP 5D - Related to M.2012 draft Rev 1 for LTE-Advanced:
