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Introduction

Version 1.3.0 of TS 36.463 is included in this document. For convenience, the “rev marks” document includes changes at both 1.2.0 and 1.3.0 (differentiated by author).
Updates from 1.2.0 to 1.3.0 are minor:

· Change one editor’s note according to feedback on email reflector

· Change tabular for WT ID according to feedback on email reflector

· Minor editorials

For reference the updates at 1.2.0 are listed below:
· TPs from R3-160109, R3-160127, R3-160128, R3-160138
· In addition regarding R3-160128, respective ASN is also added
· TP from R3-160100

· In addition, respective ASN is added, and (1) changed indentation in tabular and added range bound table and (2) changed IE names to “E-RABS confirmed to be released” for clarity and following conventions elsewhere.
· Clearing of FFSs on “reason for not accepting bearer”, and “action of WT after release confirmed”

· Clearing miscellaneous FFSs on QOS and QOS parameters, while introducing a new Editor’s Note in the WT Addition Preparation procedure summarizing existing agreements on QOS, and that “handling of GBR parameters by the WT is FFS and may be further clarified”
· Clearing miscellaneous notes of the form “Procedure X is pending in RAN3”, procedures are stable and specific FFSs are already captured

· New logo !!

· WT ID is a choice with two formats (Type 1 with PLMN perfix, Type 2 as a string)
· FFS on WLAN Band Information in the WLAN Information is removed 

· Station Count added to BSS Load (as optional)

· FFS on WLAN backhaul rate is removed

· On format of WLAN Band Info, an editor’s note is added stating that this should be aligned with RRC (this can be rapporteur’s job) – existing FFSs are deleted

· Add eNB GTP Tunnel endpoints for each bearer in WT Addition and WT Modification procedures as per proposal in R3-160042

· Note: this is added as mandatory for new bearers. For “bearers to be modified”, it is optional, and the QOS parameters are also changed to optional (i.e. the procedure can be used to change the tunnels, or the QOS, or both).
· Add cause values following R3-160112 (retaining all causes marked “FFS” in the document as well as “No Radio Resources Available in Target Cell”, marked FFS herein)

· NAS cause group is also deleted from ASN.1
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
