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1 EXecutive summary

1.1 CT3 Meetings

The following meeting, hosted by the North American Friends of 3GPP, has taken place since the last TSG CT plenary:

· Agreed new WID on improved bandwidth efficiency in the CN (Nb interface).

· Agreed solution for network-initiated upgrade with SCUDIF after many meetings of discussions and LS exchange with SA1.

1.5 Technical summary

1.5.1 Earlier releases

No CRs on Rel-4 or Rel-5 were agreed. 

Several solutions for setting the RTP timestamp on the Nb interface have been proposed. One option is to use the timestamp received from the RNC via the Iu-cs interface. An LS was sent to RAN3 to ask for further details on the RNC timestamping. This issue can possibly lead to CRs for all relases from Rel-4 onwards.
10 CRs to Rel-6 (with mirrors) were agreed. They were related to SCUDIF (1), IMS-CS interworking (7) and Flow Based Charging (2).

CT3 is responsible for the Gmb interface towards the MBMS service centre (BM-SC) which is the source of several important parameters, defined in TS29.061, and used by the network to provide MBMS services. An LS was sent to RAN3, GERAN2 and CT4 to ensure alignment of the MBMS Service Area parameter among all the involved WGs. To follow up this, CRs from Rel-6 onwards are expected at the next CT3 meeting.
1.5.2 Rel-7 work items

· Protocol impact from providing IMS services via fixed broadband [FBI]

2 CRs on FBI were agreed related to IMS-IP interworking (1) and IMS-CS interworking (1).
· Policy and Charging Control (PCC)

The technical work on Policy and Charging Control (PCC) progressed well and several contributions proposing text for the three new specifications, TS29.212, TS29.213 and TS29.214 were agreed.  The two related WIDs, on PCC Rx and PCC Gx interfaces were revised and are submitted to this plenary for approval. Considering that some basic issues are not yet agreed in the stage 2 specifications, the completion date for these WIs were moved from September to November 2006.
· Multimedia interworking between IMS and CS networks [MIW-IMS]
There was a technical session on this WI with several contributions (some of them late). There was a general agreement on some high-level principles for multimedia interworking, but no text to the planned TR29.863 was agreed. An email discussion to progress some of the issues before the next CT3 meeting is expected.
· Introduction of Diameter on the Gi and Wi interfaces [DiamGi], [DiamWi]

The work on these two WIs has not progressed. One company (Vodafone) expressed that they  will investigate further before CT#31 whether they want to initiate the work on these WIs.
· Technical Enhancements and Improvements [TEI7]

One CR was agreed related to speech followed by fax.
· Bandwidth saving at Nb interface with IP transport (new proposed WI)
Several proposals aiming at saving bandwidth on the Nb interface have been discussed in CT3. A reply LS from SA2 gives CT3 the mandate to progress this work. A new WID was agreed and is submitted to this plenary meeting for approval.
· Other Rel-7 work
2 CRs related  to interworking between  IMS and CS networks were agreed.
