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1 EXecutive summary

1.1 CT3 Meetings

The following meeting, hosted by Huawei, has taken place since the last TSG CT plenary:

· CT3#41:    
28th  Aug – 1st Sept, 2006,  Dalian, China. 

During CT3#41, a joint session with CT4 on the introduction of SIP-I in the core network was organised. 

For CT3, this was a quite busy meeting, with 273 documents discussed. 
The present status report, CP-060419,  summarises the results from the meeting and presents the current status of  the work in CT3. The detailed draft meeting report is contained in CP-060420.

· The new TR 29.863 on Multimedia interworking between IMS and CS networks  is submitted for information to this plenary
· A new WI on interworking between 3GPP CS domain based on BICC or ISUP and external SIP-I networks was agreed
· A CT3/CT4 work split concerning the WI to introduce SIP-I on the Nc interface was agreed

· Good progress was made on PCC, including several agreed contributions initiated by CableLabs.
· Good progress was made on other Rel-7 WIs,  e.g. Bandwidth saving at the Nb interface and Introduction of Diameter on the Gi/Wi interfaces.

1.5 Technical summary

1.5.1 Earlier releases

No CRs on Rel-5, Rel-4 or earlier releases were agreed (or proposed) this time. 

10 CRs to Rel-6 (incl. mirrors) were agreed. They were related to  IMS-CS interworking (2 CRs), Flow-Based Charging (2 CRs), MBMS (5 CRs) and TEI6 (1 CR).

1.5.2 Rel-7 work items

· Protocol impact from providing IMS services via fixed broadband [FBI]

6 CRs on FBI were agreed related to IMS-CS interworking.

· Policy and Charging Control [PCC]

The technical work on Policy and Charging Control (PCC) progressed well. A number of  contributions proposing text for the new specifications, TS 29.212 and TS 29.213 and TS 29.214  were agreed. This include three contributions initiated by CableLabs on the Rx interface.
· Multimedia interworking between IMS and CS networks [MIW-IMS]
A large number of contributions with quite extensive text to TR 29.863 were agreed. The TR is presented for information at this plenary. The choice of H.248 context model is still an open issue that needs to be agreed as soon as possible.
· Introduction of Diameter on the Gi and Wi interfaces [DiamGi], [DiamWi]

The work on these two WIs was progressed, including specification of the Diameter commands and AVPs. There were  no contributions explicitely for the Wi interface. However, Wi is indirectly progressed since much of the work on the Diameter-based Gi is used by reference in the Wi specification.

· Bandwidth saving at Nb interface with IP transport [BSNbIP]
Two contributions proposing text to the new TR 29.814 were agreed. An LS was sent to CT4 to ask for guidance regarding RTPXtalk (ref. H.248.43).
· Interworking between the 3GPP CS domain with BICC or ISUP as signalling protocol and external SIP-I networks 

This is a new Work Item that was discussed and agreed in CT3. A skeleton for a new TR was also agreed.
· Support of (G)MSC-S - (G)MSC-S Nc Interface based on the SIP-I protocol
CT4 has the primary responsibilty for the new TR 29.802. CT3 has the secondary responsibility since some parts of the work are within CT3’s normal area of responsibility (SCUDIF, interworking, data calls).  In order to allow the work to proceed in parallell in the two groups, a work split between CT3 and CT4 was agreed in a joint session.
