Abstract of document:

TR 29.863 provides a feasibility study for the interworking of multimedia calls between the IP Multimedia CN Subsystem and CS networks (i.e. PST N, ISDN and GSM/UMTS CS networks).
The technical procedures are then transferred to the existing normative TS 29.163 and TS 29.332
This TR is now almost completed and CT3 aims to transfer the results into normative specifications until May 2007 according to the time schedule in the WID
Contentious Issues:

CT3 was not able to reach a critical decision, which is required before normative work on the multimedia-call related extensions for the Mn interface between MGCF and IM-MGW can commence:

In Clause 7 of TR 29.863, different technical proposals for the MGCF and IM-MGW interactions are compared. The following two proposals were considered of particular interest, each being supported by several companies:

1.
Conveying H.245 related information over the Mn interface, as detailed in Clause 7.2.1.

2.
H.245 Termination at the MGCF, as detailed in Clauses 7.3, using H.248 events and signals as transport, as detailed in Clause 7.3.1.1.

CT3 could not decide which of these options shall be transferred to normative specifications and asks CT plenary to take a decision (see LS C3-070224).
