	Specific disabling of emergency call procedures over IMS will not be possible. Therefore, disabling of the IMS would be necessary in order to achieve this functionality. Note that the disabling of the IMS can already be achieved by using the SDoUE MO.


Abstract of document:

TS 24.305 specifies the SDoUE MO and the rules and corresponding behaviour of the UE with regard to the selective disabling of 3GPP UE capabilities.

Contentious Issues:

The reason for raising this is that though all stage 1 requirements on SDoUE are already fulfilled by TS 24.305, the stage 2 work on SDoUE states that “The need for selectively disable the IMS Emergency service needs further studies when IMS Emergency has been specified”. This was also communicated to CT1 by means of LS in S2-052281/C1-051537. That is why CT1 added an editor’s note in TS 24.305 indicating that the work on specific selective disabling of emergency call procedures over IMS is for further study within the Rel-7 timeframe version of the 3GPP specifications. Therefore, the question is whether there is a need of specific selective disabling of emergency call procedures over IMS.
