	Task(s) within work which are not complete:
	Within 3GPP TS 24.229, need to address a number of issues in relation to the use of SigComp, specifically should draft-ietf-rohc-sigcomp-sip be referenced for the setting of SigComp parameters rather than the explicit (and potentially different) text currently given. This raises further problems, as this references an update to the original SigComp RFC containing bugfixes, and also assumes that SigComp Nack (not currently used in 3GPP) is a mandatory part of SigComp. So we have an alignment issues between IETF SigComp and the SigComp currently specified by 3GPP.
Within 3GPP TS 24.229, there are a number of extensions to RFC 3455 that still need to be represented in a revision of RFC 3455. Need to be prepared to make changes based on IETF discussion of these revisions.

Within 3GPP TS 24.229, a number of IETF internet-drafts have not yet completed the process to publication. Some of these references relate to other work items and not to IMSProtoc.
There are still a number of RFCs completed that extended SIP and SDP in the release 7 timeframe. It would be useful to attempt to cover these in the release 7 version of the document.

Within 3GPP TS 24.229, a number of the areas of the profile still require revision to remove editor's notes and include material as a result
There are no open issues relation to 3GPP TR 24.930 which was a new technical report created at release 7 under this work item.

	Consequences if not included in Release 7:
	Failure to address any of the above could introduce interoperability problems for release 7.
