Executive summary

CT1 has had two meetings since CT #35. CT1 #46 was a CT1 meeting where the group focused on finalising Rel-7 exceptions. As the meeting was colocated with SA2, the group also focused on startup of the work for SAE, and had a presentation of the SA2-TRs where CT1 got an update on stable as well as outstanding issues.  CT1 #47 was a regular CT1 meeting, where the group split for 2 days and handled legacy / SAE in parallell with pure IMS-issues.
The group has since CT #35 treated a limited number of pre Rel-7 documents and used most of the time for Rel-7 and Rel-8 WIs. The group has completed most Rel-7 WIs and has only minor additions left for a couple of work items.
For IMS emergency call work, the main outstanding issue is completion of the work for support of GPRS as access technology. CT1 could not complete the work even with the known limitations. For the work on the IMS service identifier, CT1 discussed two alternative options, but as the group could not come to an agreement on a single solution, the group decided to do its best in providing two solutions to the plenary and decide on the solution during CT #36.
On SAE work-split it was confirmed that CT1 will continue to be the group where terminal-issues are treated. Due to this, it was confirmed that the S2c ref-point will be within the CT1-responsibility. 

 The possibility for CT1 reorganisation due to foreseen upcoming work due to SAE and “common IMS” was discussed within CT1. Many companies expressed preference for a limited change, i.e. informal split more or less as we have done for the last 2 years.
CT1 has no specifications for information or approval, and one new and one revised WID for approval.
The CT1 meeting reports from CT1 #46 and CT1 #47 are provided for information to this meeting by the CT1 MCC expert Andrijana Brekalo in CP-070364.

For the Rel-7 WIs, IMS emergency call work, the main outstanding issue is completion of the work for support of GPRS as access technology. The work is started and some CRs are available based on the limitiations expressed by SA2, but CT1 could not complete the work even with the known limitations. For the work on the IMS service identifier, CT1 discussed two alternative options, but as the group could not come to an agreement on a single solution, the group decided to do its best in providing two solutions to the plenary and decide on the solution during CT#36. As the group could not agree on whether this WI was completed or if stage 2 requirements still are not fulfilled, it was agreed to mark the work as not completed to get some progress. For the CT1-work on Mp, CT1 has not performed any work, but this work should be performed by CT4, I regard this WI as completed from a CT1 point of view.

For the Rel-8 WIs, work is in progress. The work for SAE is not progressing according to plan. The TR including the CT1 topics was planned for being sent to CT#36 for information, but work has barely started. CT1 has not discussed whether the current estimated end-time for SAE (March 2008) is feasible or if the schedule needs to be revised. The current CT-wide WID currently includes the TRs only as the affected TSs has not been identified yet.

3GPP CT1 work re-organisation

At the CT1/3/4 meeting in Beijing, CT1 SAE work-split and possible re-organisation was discussed.

On SAE work-split it was not much discussion on the CT1-parts, but it was confirmed that CT1 will continue to be the group where terminal-issues are treated. Due to this, it was also re-confirmed that the S2c ref-point will be within the CT1-responsibility. 

 The possibility for CT1 re-organisation due to foreseen upcoming work on SAE and “common IMS” was discussed. Several options were on the table for discussion; “no change”, “informal SWG (on SAE or IMS)”, “formal SWG (on SAE or IMS)” and “IMS WG”. The option “IMS WG” was added to complete the options and CT1-delegates were aware that this was no option for CT1 alone to decide on. Many companies expressed preference for a limited change, i.e. informal split more or less as CT1 has done for the last 2 years. Several companies indicated a benefit for an early agenda outlining which WIs to treat in parallel to have an idea whether they need to send one or two delegates to CT1.

To sum up; I foresee that we will do parallel sessions on Tuesday & Thursday on “SAE/legacy – WIs” in parallel with sessions on “IMS-only-WIs”.  Monday, Wednesday and Friday will be joint sessions. As a major part of the work in CT1 is IMS-related, I do not see it as an option to let delegates only interestred in IMS to attend only a part of the meeting.

If SAE and IMS both grows further, an additional option is to either have parallel sessions on Wednesday or to  split the CT1-agenda between meetings and not treat all CT1-WIs in every meeting when we have 2 meetings per plenary period. I expect CT1 to have 6 or 7 meetings during 2008.

4.1
Liaison statements to TSG CT plenary

Of the liaison statements from CT1 #46 & CT1 #47, two LS are destined to the CT-plenary. In CP-070352 on direct MBMS activation procedure in Rel-7, CT1 would like to seek for CT guidance on whether the Direct MBMS Multicast activation procedure can be part of Rel-7 or moved to Rel-8. In case that this new procedure is allowed to be part of Rel-7, CT1 would like to know how to proceed with this work because of foressen impacts to other CT working groups; whether a new work item description for Rel-7 is necessary to be created or an existing work item can be used. In CP-070353 on Emergency Registration Duration, CT1 asks SA2 for some guideance on the emergency registration duration for call back and GRUU. This outstanding issue is the reason why the IMS part of EMC1 is not marked as completed and consequently may need another exception sheet until CT #37.

4.2
Critical CRs

CT1 has 2 options to select from on the IMS communication service identifier. CP-070382 and CP-070383 are the alternatives provided from CT1 #47 for decision by the CT-plenary. As CT#35 clearly expressed that this WI was seen as a Rel-7 WI, I hope that the plenary can decide on one of the alternatives in order to conclude on this WI.

CT1 also has the CRs on GPRS-access part for EMC1 for conditional approval dependant on the approval of the “limited-scope” CRs agreed in SA2. As this work is not completed, CT1 will need to provide more CRs on this in the upcoming CT1-meeting, thus an exception sheet until CT #37 seems necessary.
CT1 has also a CR on MTSI for conditional approval. This CR is appliccable if the alternative A is chosen for the ICSI-value as this CR defines the coding of the media-feature tag for multimedia telephony. If alternative B is chosen, MTSI will need an exception sheet until CT#37.
It can also be noted t hat CP-070381 is conditionally agreed on the condition that CT6 agree a corresponding CR to 31.102. Such a CR has not been agreed in CT6.

Document CP-070372 contains 3 EMC1 related CR to TS 24.008 and TS 24.229. The CR-pack contains 2 CRs to TS 24.008 on GPRS emergency support indication and Emergency indication in QoS IE, and one CR to TS 24.229 on Use of the GPRS emergency support indication. This CR-pack must be conditionally agreed on the condition that SA2 approves the corresponding stage-2 CRs on “limited GPRS-access”. 
CR-pack CP-070134 contains four EMC1 related CR to TS 24.229. The CRs are on Protocol between E-CSCF and LRF, Emergency registration clarification, Further alignment with phonebcp draft and Definition of identities used for emergency call.

The outstanding issue for IMS part of EMC1 is related with the emergency registration duration in the P-CSCF, call back and GRUU. This outstanding issue is the reason why the IMS part of EMC1 is not marked as completed. If the CR-pack CP-070372 is approved, the “limited-scope” CRs are not complete, and CT1 will need to provide more CRs on this in the upcoming CT1-meeting, thus an exception sheet until CT #37 seems necessary for this aswell.

CP-070375 contains nine CRs to TS 24.229 on Outgoing Request URI=pres or IM URI processing  clarification and misc clean-up, Profile support for a session initiation protocol event package and data format for various settings in support for the push-to-talk over cellular service (RFC4354), Correction of Routeing B2BUA and initiating B2BUA procedures to cover all possible AS routing scenarios documented at stage 2, Translation of non-international format numbers, Filter criteria evaluation when the AS changes the P-Asserted-Identity, Minor miscellaneous clean-up, Qvalue, Profile support for the P-Answer-State header extension to the session initiation protocol for the open mobile alliance push to talk over cellular (draft-allen-sipping-poc-p-answer-state-header) and Completion of Phone-context parameter in rel-7.

CT1 has one CR to TS 23.122 for approval in document CP-070381. The CR is on PLMN selection for steering of roaming. It can be noted that the CT1 agreed CR assumes that CT6 agree a corresponding CR to 31.102. Such a CR has not been agreed in CT6.
With approval of the above CR, the WI NSP-CR is completed.


5.6.9
ServID

The CR-packs in CP-070382 and CP-070383 contains the alternative CRs to TS 23.218 and TS 24.229 on IMS communication service identification.

Alternative-A is found in CR-pack C1-070382 that contains 2 CRs, one to TS 23.218 and one to TS 24.229, both CRs are on Clarification of the handling of ICSI. 
Alternative-B is found in CR-pack C1-070383 that contains 3 CRs, one to TS 23.218 on IMS Communication Service ID and two to TS 24.229 on IMS Communication Service ID registration and IMS Communication Service ID 24.229.

Both solutions indicate that some additonal work is needed for a final cleanup until CT#37, thus an exception sheet seems needed. As CT #35 agreed that ServID should be Rel-7 feature, I hope that a solution can be selected that can be the basis for the final cleanups.

The CR-pack in CP-070384 contains six CR to TS 24.341. The CRs are on Correction of text on media feature tag g.3gpp.smsip, SC as Request-URI for short message submit, IP-SM-GW as Request-URI for delivery report, P-Asserted-Identity corrections, Adding status report procedure, forking related corrections plus editorial changes and Corrections to example flows.
If CR 0005 to TS 24.341 is approved (C1-071067), it would be beneficial if MCC kindly could initiate the work towards IANA to get the media feature tag for SMS over IP registered.
The WI SMSIP is completed.

CP-070430 contains 11 CRs to TS 24.173. Two of the CRs are on Correction of file names for the SS-TSs and File transfer. The remaining 9 CRs are alignmet CRs with the TISPAN supplementary services.

Document CP-070431 contains one CR to 24.173 on Removal of editors note regarding IMS communication service identifier. This CR is condotionally approved on the condition that Alternative-A for ServID in CP-070382 is approved.

CP-070367 is a new CT1-WID for approval. The objective of the WI is to ensure protocol alignment between 3GPP Stage 3 IMS work and IETF. The WI will review existing and future capabilities provided in SIP by IETF, and provide documentation as whether these capabilities are supported in the IM CN subsystem or not. In addition, there may be minor technical improvements and enhancements to IMS, not of sufficient significance to be normally covered by a work item, that can be dealt with by this work item. The scope of this WID is protocol alignment, and those capabilities that may lead to new or enhanced IMS applications are not dealt with as part of this WID.

The WID is a Rel-8 counterpart to the Rel-7 WID IMSProtoc.
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
