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1. Introduction

CT4 have had one meeting since the last CT plenary meeting. The meeting CT4#36 was in Vienna, Austria, on 20th   – 24th August 2007 kindly hosted by European friends of 3GPP. 
At CT4#36 we had in parallel to sessions on Mc, Mn and Mp, sessions on GPRS, WLAN, CAMEL, GAA/GBA, LCS and some IMS sessions which were chaired by Toshijoki Tamura (NEC) and Peter Wild (Vodafone).  
This time about 56 delegates representing about 33 companies were present at the meeting. Kimmo Kymäläinen (MCC) was there as usual and has taken care on the official notes. 
We had no contributions to Release 99 or earlier. The majority of the documents were on Release 7 and Release 8. 
The draft meeting report of CT4#36 (distributed on the CT4 email list for review) are provided in Tdoc CP‑070514 for information. 

Joint meetings/Sessions with other groups:

On Tuesday CT4 joint meeting with CT1 to discuss nonce generation for Digest. On Wednesday interested CT1 delegates joined CT4 to continue the discussion.
On Tuesday afternoon interested CT4 delegates joined CT1 to discuss the issue of alias identities.
Chairman election:

Chairman (Peter Schmitt (Nokia Siemens Networks)) and vice chairmen (Toshijoki Tamura (NEC) and Peter Wild (Vodafone)) were elected by acclamation.

Work split

Triggered by a discussion paper from Ericsson and Huawei we had a discussion on workload and work split in CT3 and CT4. Interested CT3 delegates joined CT4 when the discussion was held. 

Summary of the discussion:

If new work comes up it should be checked, if the work can be placed in CT3. 

The following criteria should be taken into account: 

· Work balance is one issue, creation coordination effort between WGs is a major issue 
· New WID should be moved to a WG based on ToR.
· Individual delegate expertise should ideally not influence the decision over the ToR.

2. Work organisation

2. Management summary of ongoing work 

SAE
Requirements description for 3GPP and non-3GPP access are enlarged in TR 29.803 which is now available as version 0.3.0 (C4-071384) and is agreed to be used as basis for further work.
Triggered by a discussion on requirements on S6a interface, we asked SA2 on the different interworking scenarios. Further detailed discussions on requirements, procedures and parameters on the different interfaces are expected for the next meeting. It is still open if we have to create a new GTP version to cover the requirements for SAE.
IMS

We continued the work on TR 23.820 (Study on IMS restoration procedures) version 0.2.0, (C4-071385) is agreed to be used as basis for further work.

CT1 and CT4 have received an LS from SA3 on "nonce generation for SIP digest authentication". We started the discussion in a joint session. Two proposals (two sets of CRs) are on the table for generation in S-CSCF and generation in HSS. At the end of the joint session we concluded that the discussion is mainly related to the interface to the HSS therefore the discussion should be continued in CT4. The discussion was continued in CT4 and interested delegates of CT1 joint CT4 to avoid a repetition of the discussion in CT1. We concluded to continue the discussion at the next meeting and plenary should not be asked for a decision at this time because it seems to be possible to reach an agreement.
Explicit transfer of alias identities remains as an open issue, the discussion will be continued at our next meeting.

Further more we agreed on Rel5 (CP-070520), Rel-6 (CP-070522) and Rel-7 (CP-070527) CRs for Cx and Sh interface.
SIP-I on Nc interface
TR 29.802 is seen as complete only essential correction should be performed. 
A new WID (CP-070517) to start normative work for Rel-8 is agreed and the WID is sent for approval to plenary. As basis for future work the Skeletons for the new stage 2 and 3 specifications are agreed.
EVA
We agreed on a functional modification to 29.002 to align it with 43.068 (VGCS stage 2) (CP-070546).
Other Release 8 Topics
A set of Rel-8 CRs to 29.202 on Usage of M2PA and M3UA in 3GPP core network signalling system are agreed and provided to plenary for approval (CP-070545).

Termination heartbeat is agreed to be mandatory starting with release 8 for backward compatibility reason the profile version for Mc-Interface is increased (CP-070569).
Subscriber certificates GBA/GAA
For the MAP based Zh' interface, SA plenary SA#35 allowed to finalize the work to support an HLR interface for the BSF for Release 7. At SA#36 it was confirmed that Zh' shall be introduced in Rel-7 as normative. Based on this decision CT4 has agreed on a corresponding CR to 29.109 Rel-7 (CP-070528). An informative LS is send to SA3 on the agreed CR.

Mp interface
We agreed on a set of corrections on TS 23.333.and 29.333 like: removal of floor control requirements, recording and playing announcements, recording function, profile corrections and cleanup regarding the different editors notes (CP-070539).
SMS over IP
CRs to 29.002 CR are agreed (CP-070541). The CR clarifies that MAP-REPORT-SM-DELIVERY-STATUS service is also used by external Short Message Gateway (IP-SM-GW).

Any other release 7 and earlier topics
CT4 received an LS from CT6 forwarded by CT1 related to long ISDN numbers e.g. for long forwarded to numbers. CT6 asks if they need to take into account that E164 the maximum number of digits is limited to 15. CT6 indicated that if they need to do correction regarding the setting of TON and NPI this will lead to problems with current deployed Mobiles. We concluded that if there is a need for correction this will done in CT4 specifications and informed CT6 about the conclusion via an LS. A set of CRs with the identified needed correction was agreed and send for approval to plenary (CP-070519).
To support the higher bitrates for HSDPA and HSUPA CT1 has changed the length of the QoS parameters in 24.008. CT4 has agreed on a set of CRs to align MAP, CAMEL and GTP specifications (CP-070544)
