Report from TSG plenary meetings

TD C6‑070350 Report from TSG CT#36. This was introduced by the CT WG6 Chairman.

Discussion and conclusion:

Steering of roaming: TSG CT requested a solution for this for the next TSG CT meeting (which means a resolution is needed at this CT WG6 meeting). A LS from CT WG1 is expected on this. It was noted that the technical concept has changed and action is now required in CT WG6.

The other issues were noted. The report from TSG CT#36 was then noted.

TD C6‑070403 LS (from TSG CT) on High Speed Card Interface. TSG CT thanks ETSI SCP for their LS (CP‑070360) on the topic of the High Speed card interface. TSG CT is aware of the SCP decision to approve TS 102 600 at SCP#30bis, held on May the 25th in Bonn. TSG CT would like to inform SCP that the CT WG6 CR introducing the High Speed card interface into the 3GPP specifications (TS 31.101, CR 0037R7) was approved at TSG CT#36, for inclusion in Rel‑7. TSG CT looks forward to continued close cooperation with ETSI SCP.

Discussion and conclusion:

This LS was noted.

Reports from CT WG6 ad hoc meetings

There were no ad-hoc meetings held since the previous CT WG6 meeting.

Liaisons / input from 3GPP groups

TD C6‑070395 LS (from RAN WG4) on UICC EMC tests specifications. RAN WG4 would like to thank ETSI TC SCP for their LS on "New High Speed Protocol for the UICC". After further considerations, RAN WG4 is of opinion that protection of the 3GPP receive bands from UICC emissions and protection of the UICC from 3GPP transmit bands will be ensured by setting appropriate EMC requirements for UICC. RAN WG4 therefore recommends the development of an EMC test specification within ETSI TC SCP in order to ensure an acceptable UICC emission level and sufficient UICC immunity. RAN WG4 will be happy to provide necessary inputs to the work and, review the test specification, and validate it from a 3GPP perspective. RAN WG4 would like to point out that EMC specifications for the High-Speed UICC may require work in the EMC regulatory area, and asks ETSI TC SCP to also address this.

Discussion and conclusion:

This LS was noted.

TD C6‑070396 Reply LS (from SA WG3) on MUK keys and GBA NAF keys handling. SA WG3 thanks 3GPP CT WG6 for their LS on MUK keys and GBA NAF keys handling (S3‑070324). SA WG3 has studied the LS and agreed on the need to define GBA NAF keys storage policy and MBMS MUK keys storage policy in the UICC in order to solve the issues identified in the LS. SA WG3 agreed Rel‑6/Rel‑7 CRs to TS 33.220 and TS 33.246 to define GBA NAF keys storage policy and MUK key storage policy in the UICC in order to have a consistent and predictable behaviour between different UICC applications. The SA WG3 agreed CRs are provided in S3‑070487, S3‑070488, S3‑070489, and S3‑070490. Those documents are attached to this LS. SA WG3 reviewed the CT WG6 CRs and agreed the solutions proposed in those CRs; CT WG6 CRs are in line with SA WG3 CRs agreed during SA WG3#47 meeting. SA WG3 recommends the approval of CT WG6 CRs in order to address the issues identified in CT WG6 LS and align CT WG6 specifications with SA WG3 specifications.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was noted that the work is now complete as far as CT WG6 is concerned. The LS was then noted.

TD C6‑070397 LS (from SA WG3) on Key establishment between a UICC and a Terminal. SA WG3 has developed a Rel‑7 specification for the Key Establishment between a UICC and a Terminal (TS 33.110). This specification is a pre-requisite for the Secure Channel protocol developed by ETSI SCP in Rel‑7. Both specifications are used by other organizations such as OMA. During SA WG3#47 SA WG3 agreed CRs to TS 33.110 providing a key confirmation mechanism and the description of UICC-Terminal interface for the key establishment between a UICC and a Terminal. The SA WG3 agreed CRs are provided in S3‑070450 and S3‑070451. Those documents are attached to this LS. The implementation of the new SA WG3 specification and the new ETSI SCP specification requires a simple extension to the USIM (and ISIM) capabilities in order to enable the ME and the UICC to exchange the needed parameters for the local key derivation. This change is needed in Rel‑7. SA WG3 kindly request TSG CT to allow CT WG6 to finalize this work in Rel‑7 during their August meeting.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was reported that CT WG6 had been granted a Rel‑7 extension, until September 2007, to complete this work. This LS was noted.

TD C6‑070398 LS from SA WG3: MBMS security capabilities announcement. SA WG3 has noticed that, due to the nature of the multicast/broadcast service, that certain types of future problems with MBMS security cannot be countered in later releases without causing older UEs to fail during service delivery. Examples of countermeasures that cannot be introduced at a later stage include fundamental mechanisms such as replacement of broken encryption algorithms, possible increase of key sizes etc. Such countermeasures may have impact on both the ME and the UICC. MBMS is assumed to be heavily used for content delivery and it is critical that such countermeasures are possible. This is because, if the perceived security of the system is low, content providers will not allow the content to be distributed over MBMS. To make it possible to implement such countermeasures, SA WG3 is discussing to introduce information about needed security capabilities in the service announcement, telling the UE which capabilities it needs to support to be able to access the service. The idea is that a UE not supporting one of the security capabilities would not register for the service. This has the benefit that a UE will not end up in a situation where it has registered to a service (and possibly being charged), to later discover that it cannot make use of the data received. It is paramount that UEs already from Rel‑6 are aware of the presence of these capabilities in the service announcement, even though the list of required capabilities for Rel‑6 would be empty. The reason for this is that if a Rel‑6 UE is not aware of the list, and the list is introduced in a later release, the Rel‑6 UE will skip the list elements in the service announcement and would still register for the service, causing service failure on the UE side. Therefore, changes to SA WG3 and SA WG4 Rel‑6 specifications will be necessary. SA WG3 believes that it is not necessary to make any changes to CT WG6 Rel‑6 specifications. Whether this requires a new procedure on the ME-USIM interface for later releases, when new capabilities are added, is for further study. The intention of SA WG3 is that these changes would be introduced in the SA WG3 specification (TS 33.246) at the next SA WG3 meeting (10-13 July 2007). The hope of SA WG3 is that SA WG4 could implement the required changes to their TS 23.246 at their SA WG4#45 meeting in September.

Discussion and conclusion:

This LS was noted.

TD C6‑070401 Reply LS (from SA WG4) to "MBMS security capabilities announcement". SA WG4 would like to thank SA WG3 for their LS on "MBMS security capabilities announcement". The LS has triggered a more general discussion around "required service capability announcements". SA WG4 has concluded to develop such a method and to update TS 26.346 accordingly. SA WG4 would like to close the issue as quickly as possible and would like to ask SA WG3 to send references to Release 7 (or later) specific security capabilities existing in TS 33.246. Each reference should uniquely define one required security capability. SA WG4 has attached draft CRs to TS 26.346 for information. Please note that SA WG4 is expected to take a final decision at SA WG4#45.

Discussion and conclusion:

This LS was noted.

TD C6‑070400 Reply LS (from SA WG3) to "MBMS security capabilities announcement". SA WG3 thanks SA WG4 for the LS reply in S4‑070506 and appreciates that SA WG4 has decided to develop this mechanism, which to SA WG3's understanding can be used also by SA WG3 if non-backwards compatible security features are defined in the future. At the time the issue was discussed in SA WG3, no specific non-backwards compatible security capabilities had been defined for Rel¬-7 or later. The problem itself was identified, and that is what triggered the original LS to SA WG4. Therefore, SA WG3 have no security capabilities defined in TS 33.246 to report regarding this. However, SA WG3 will report any such security capabilities that would be defined in the future to SA WG4.

Discussion and conclusion:

This LS was noted.

TD C6‑070399 Reply LS (from SA WG3) on MSK storage on the USIM. 3GPP SA WG3 thanks 3GPP CT WG6 for their LS on MSK storage on the USIM (S3‑070495). SA WG3 has studied the LS. SA WG3 preferences would be to define a solution for MSK(s) deletion without involvement of the user, except if it is absolutely necessary. SA WG3 ask CT WG6 to take into account SA WG3 preferences to define solution for MSK(s) deletion.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was asked if there are any proposed CRs on this issue. It was clarified that CRs would be needed only if it is decided to involve the user in the deletion of the MSKs, to avoid automatic deletion of a users' favourite service keys. It was commented that an alpha tag could be taken from a service to indicate the services that are proposed for key deletion to the user. It was noted that SA WG3 would prefer no user involvement unless absolutely necessary and the LS was noted.

TD C6‑070402 LS from ETSI SCP: Answer to 3GPP RAN WG4 LS on UICC EMC test specifications in SCP‑070183 (R4‑070867). ETSI SCP thanks 3GPP RAN WG4 for its liaison statement on UICC EMC tests specifications. ETSI TC SCP is pleased to inform 3GPP RAN WG4 that they have approved the attached Work Item in order to develop the UICC EMC test specification as suggested by RAN WG4. The development of the specification will be done by ETSI SCP TEC. ETSI SCP TEC will keep RAN WG4 informed on its progress and looks forward to their input and further cooperation with RAN WG4 to conclude on this matter.

TD C6‑070406 31.102 CR0347R2 (Rel-7): Key Establishment mechanism: alignment with TS 33.110. This was provided by Gemalto and China Mobile Communications Corporation.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was withdrawn as the CR in TD C6‑070362 was considered instead.

TD C6‑070364 31.102 CR0343R1 (Rel-8): Alignment of MBMS and OMA BCAST USIM-based key management procedures. This was introduced by Gemalto.

Discussion and conclusion:

Gemalto asked to consider TD C6‑070408 which is the same changes but with an additional supporting company. It was decided to look at this CR as the revision was a late document. It was reported that OMA‑BCAST decision on the need for the reserved tags should be awaited before agreeing this proposal and the CR was postponed until information is received from OMA‑BCAST.

TD C6‑070408 31.102 CR0343R2 (Rel-8): Alignment of MBMS and OMA BCAST USIM-based key management procedures. This was provided by Gemalto and China Mobile Communications Corporation.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was withdrawn as the CR in TD C6‑070364 was considered instead.
TD C6‑070392 31.102 CR0351: The interpretation of SW1SW2 = '9865' is ambiguous in the response to the AUTHENTICATE command for MBMS services. This was introduced by Nokia. Summary of change: Remove the ambiguity by using replacing SW1SW2 = '9865' by SW1SW2 = '9868' in clause 7.1.1.6 MSK Update Mode and add the new status word in sections 7.3.1 and 7.3.2.

Discussion and conclusion:

There were some issues raised over this proposed text and off-line discussion was encouraged. Some editorial errors were also pointed out for correction. The CR was revised in TD C6‑070431 which introduced clarity into the body of the text instead of introducing status words. The CR was reviewed and approved.

TD C6‑070434 31.102 CR0352 (Rel-7): Inconsistency in the MSK update procedures. This was introduced by Nokia. Rel-7 mirror to C6-070431.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved.

ISIM (TS 31.103)

TD C6‑070363 31.103 CR0051 (Rel‑7): Key Establishment mechanism: alignment with TS 33.110. This was introduced by Gemalto. Summary of change: Introduction of the needed functions in the ISIM specification to enable the execution of the procedures that are described in TS 33.110.

Discussion and conclusion:

Gemalto asked to consider TD C6‑070407 which is the same changes but with an additional supporting company. It was decided to look at this CR as the revision was a late document. It was noted that the implementation of the CR needs to take into account the assignment of values left as "xx" etc. MCC was asked to correspond with the Rapporteur before publishing the updated specification. The word "center" should be rewritten "centre" throughout the CR. The CR was revised in TD C6‑070418 (as CR0051R2) which was reviewed. It was clarified that this was also needed for the ISIM as decided by SA WG3. After off-line consultation the CR was approved.

TD C6‑070407 31.103 CR0051R1 (Rel‑7): Key Establishment mechanism: alignment with TS 33.110. This was provided by Gemalto and China Mobile Communications Corporation.

Discussion and conclusion:

This was withdrawn as the CR in TD C6‑070363 was considered instead.

TD C6‑070388 31.111 CR0188 (Rel-7): Steering of Roaming Refresh Command. This was introduced by Vodafone. CT WG1 have introduced a procedure to allow a network operator to steer a mobile terminal to a desired PLMN. This procedure is invoked when the mobile terminal receives a REFRESH command with specific parameters.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was noted that the assignment of values "xx" etc. needs to await information from SCP-TEC. MCC were asked to get this information in order to implement the CR if it is approved by TSG CT. It was asked if there was any dependence on the Access Technologies and Network List tables. It was reported that they were believed to be independent lists. It was asked if there would be any backwards compatibility issues. It was explained that an ME which does not understand the indicators will just ignore them (or return "beyond capabilities"), also if a mobile does not indicate support of Steering of Roaming should not be presented with the lists. It was agreed that the list in 6.2.7 could be removed as it should be defined in TS 21.122 only. It was commented that CT WG1 specifications do not have a list of Networks, and this is an inconsistency which needs attention. It was agreed that "Network List" should be "PLMN List". It was asked how an operator which only wants to allow one PLMN will be covered. It was explained that such operators can provide a "list" containing a single PLMN. Other changes to the CR were proposed and the results of CT WG1 discussions were also needed before agreeing the final text of the CR. It was agreed to invite CT WG1 experts to a joint session in order to progress this rapidly. No joint meeting was possible due to CT WG1 workload, but a CR on Steering of Roaming was agreed at their meeting and provided for information in TD C6‑070429 (23.122, CR0115) which was reviewed and noted. The CR in TD C6‑070388 was revised in line with this in TD C6‑070428 and was reviewed. It was noted that this was mandatory for Rel‑7. Some errors were noted and the CR revised to correct these in TD C6‑070432 which was reviewed. Some editorial changes were proposed and the CR was revised again in TD C6‑070435 which was approved conditional upon the TSG CT approval of 23.122, CR0115. An LS to SCP requesting the reservation of values for the Steering of Roaming special REFRESH command was drafted in TD C6‑070430 which was reviewed and approved.
TD C6‑070366 31.111 CR0185 (Rel-7): Incomplete Launch Application command definition. This was introduced by the Rapporteur (Gemalto). Summary of change: Introduction of the missing references to complete the definition of the Launch Application command.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was commented that the misalignment if the CR is not agreed should be added to the consequences if not approved. It was clarified that the misalignment would lead to a command only being partially defined. The CR was revised in TD C6‑070419 which was reviewed and approved.
TD C6‑070382 31.111 CR0180 (Rel-6): Addition of  missing Frame Identifiers to proactive commands. This was introduced by Ericsson LM. Summary of change: Frame Identifier added to SEND SHORT MESSAGE, SEND SS and SEND USSD.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved.

TD C6‑070383 31.111 CR0186 (Rel-6): Essential Correction to UTRAN Network Measurement Results. This was introduced by Ericsson LM. Summary of change: For the "UTRAN Measurement Qualifier" the min set has been corrected to "N". The selection criteria for "inter-RAT (GSM) measurements" has been corrected.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was clarified that the change of Ec/No value to RSSI value was needed as this is needed in GERAN. This CR was approved.

The content of the tables has not changed. In 6.4.3.1.1, step d) has been modified to only require "an error code appropriate to the command". In 6.5.7.7, a new step aa) has been inserted to sent an appropriate VERIFY PIN command. In 6.7.2.1, step t) has been modified to use a CLA byte of '30', which is not currently allowed in ISO/IEC 7816-4 or ETSI TS 102 221. In 6.8.2.2, test procedure 4, step h), the ME simulator now sends '9F 1F', which is a valid tag field. In 6.8.2.3, test procedure 2, the mis-numbered steps have been renumbered, and the data in the new step i) has been corrected.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was commented that the notes below tables 7 and 8 were accidentally removed. These were re-introduced in TD C6‑070412 which was approved.

TD C6‑070355 31.122 CR0040 (Rel-7): Corrections and clarifications to test for Reservation of file IDs. This was introduced by Aspects Tools. Summary of change: The test steps have been rewritten to address the issues described in the CR:

-
To avoid the efficiency problem, only file IDs which have been reserved but are not yet assigned are selected.

-
File IDs from other application specifications are not selected.

Discussion and conclusion:

There was some doubt how CR4 and CR5 can be derived and it was suggested that SCP are consulted on this. It was decided to send an LS to SCP TEC to have clarification on the reserved values. An LS was drafted in TD C6‑070424 (see below) and the CR was revised off-line in TD C6‑070427 which was reviewed and approved.
TD C6‑070424 LS on test for "Reservation of file Ids".

Discussion and conclusion:

It was explained that the use of value '7F2X' where X='6' to 'F' is unclear and this LS asks SCP whether any of these values can be used. Nokia explained that these were reserved for future use by ETSI SCP and anyone who has already used any of these values do not conform to the current SCP specification. This proposed LS was not considered necessary and was noted.

TD C6‑070356 31.122 CR0041 (Rel-7): Replacement of EFSMS with EFCCP2 for SEARCH RECORD (SFI) test. This was introduced by Aspects Tools. Summary of change: The usage of EF¬SMS has been replaced by EFCCP2.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was pointed out that note 2 has a normative statement in it. This was already in the specification text and not added by this CR. It was suggested that the file to be used for the search should be a mandatory file. It was reported that this selection is common throughout the standard for test file selection. It was asked to clarify that another file should be selected in case the file is not available. The CR was revised accordingly in TD C6‑070413 which was reviewed and approved.

TD C6‑070357 31.122 CR0042 (R99): Insertion of missing references. This was introduced by Aspects Tools. Summary of change: The missing references have been put back in.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was noted that this may be difficult to get through TSG CT for Rel‑99. It was agreed to try to get it approved anyhow, as the Scope clause refers to these references which were erroneously removed in an earlier version of the specification. The CR was then approved.

TD C6‑070358 31.122 CR0043 (Rel-4): Insertion of missing references. This was introduced by Aspects Tools. Summary of change: The missing references have been put back in (mirror CR).

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved.

TD C6‑070359 31.122 CR0044 (Rel-5): Insertion of missing references. This was introduced by Aspects Tools. Summary of change: The missing references have been put back in (mirror CR).

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved.

TD C6‑070370 31.122 CR0045 (Rel-6): Essential correction of FCP content in test 6.8.1.2. This was provided by CTTL/RITT and COMPRION.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was withdrawn as it was no longer needed.

TD C6‑070371 31.122 CR0046 (Rel-7): Essential correction of FCP content in test 6.8.1.2. This was introduced by COMPRION on behalf of CTTL/RITT and COMPRION.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was noted that this CR will need revision due to the withdrawal of the CR in TD C6‑070370. A typographical error was also noted ( □ character), which would need to be checked and corrected. It was clarified that the test may be incorrectly passed if this field is missing. It was reported that this change also impacts changes for tests to Release 1999 onwards. The CR was revised in TD C6‑070414 which was approved.

SIM toolkit tests (TS 11.10-4, TS 51.010-4)

TD C6‑070360 51.010 CR0040 (Rel-4): Essential correction to section 27.22.8. This was introduced by 7-Layers. Summary of change: Inside the coding defined for SMS-PP (SEND SHORT MESSAGE) Message 1.2 the double use of "Note 2" was replaced by "Note 3" which is now in line with the approved CR. The notes below the table are written complete in upper case which is not in line with the use inside the table. This is also not in line with the rest of this specification and not in line with CR #0039.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved.

TD C6‑070372 51.010-4 CR0041 (Rel-4): Essential correction of 27.22.6.2. This was introduced by CETECOM GmbH. Summary of change: Information Element 'Long FTN supported" added to affected REGISTER Messages.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR anticipated a CR from CT WG4. It was reported that there is a misalignment between the Stage 1 and Stage 3 specifications and it was suggested to ask CT WG4 and SA WG1 to fix this. It was decided to ask for a relaxation of the test and to revise this CR. CETECOM will be informed of the reason for the relaxation of the test in CT WG6. The CR was revised in TD C6‑070415 which was reviewed and approved.
TD C6‑070385 51.010-4 CR0043 (Rel-4): Essential Correction to insert a missing Carriage Return. This was introduced by Ericsson LM. Summary of change: Inserted a Carriage Return.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved.

TD C6‑070373 51.010-4 CR0042 (Rel-4): Essential correction of 27.22.4.13.1, seq. 1.9. This was introduced by the Rapporteur (COMPRION). Summary of change: Step 5 of 27.22.4.13.1, seq. 1.9 corrected to indicate an international number.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was clarified that the string remains within the maximum allowed number of bytes. It was asked whether the use of '0' for an international country code would cause problems. It was reported that there had been no issues on this with mobiles until now. It was pointed out that if a terminal rejected the use of +0, then it would fail the test. It was pointed out that the network should analyse the number dialled, not the handset. The CR was then approved.

TD C6‑070391 51.010-4 CR0035R3: Essential correction of 27.22.4.11. This was introduced by COMPRION on behalf of CETECOM GmbH and COMPRION. Summary of change:

This CR awaits information from CT WG4 and was postponed.

TD C6‑070361 31.124 CR0134 (Rel‑7): Correction to section 27.22.8. This was introduced by 7 Layer. Summary of change: The notes below the table are written complete in upper case which is not in line with the use inside the table. This is also not in line with the rest of this specification and not in line with CR #0130.

Discussion and conclusion:

MCC reported that this editorial change from "NOTE" to "Note" could be done during implementation of technical correction CRs instead. This CR was then rejected (only Category F CRs allowed for Release 7).

TD C6‑070377 31.124 CR0138 (Rel‑7): Essential correction to 27.22.4.13.1, seq. 1.9. This was introduced by the Rapporteur (COMPRION). Summary of change: Step 5 of 27.22.4.13.1, seq. 1.9 corrected to indicate an international number.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved. MCC were asked to change the spelling of "Note"/"NOTE" in the document for consistency when implementing CRs to this specification.
TD C6‑070374 31.124 CR0135 (Rel‑6):TS 31.124, Rel‑6 content replacement by reference to TS 31.124, Rel‑7. This was introduced by the Rapporteur (COMPRION). Summary of change: Content of TS 31.124, Rel‑6 replaced by reference to TS 31.124, Rel‑7.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved.

TD C6‑070375 31.124 CR0136 (Rel-7): Essential Correction to 27.22.6.2. This was provided by CETECOM GmbH. Summary of change: Information Element 'Long FTN supported" added to affected REGISTER Messages.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was revised according to the revision of the CR in TD C6‑070372 in TD C6‑070416 which was reviewed and approved.
TD C6‑070378 31.124 CR0139 (Rel-7): Essential Correction to 27.22.6.1, Seq. 1.1. This was provided by CETECOM GmbH. Summary of change: Coding of ENVELOPE CALL CONTROL 1.1.1A corrected.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved.

TD C6‑070376 31.124 CR0137 (Rel-7): Essential correction of variable timeout test case applicability. This was provided by the Rapporteur (COMPRION). Summary of change: Applicability of variable timeout tests corrected. Chapter numbering for MO SMS control and Handling of command number added to the applicability table.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was clarified that formatting of the tales had produced some inconsistencies where bold is used where it should not be which may lead to confusion. MCC were asked to correct the formatting when implementing CRs to this specification. This CR was approved.

TD C6‑070379 31.124 CR0140 (Rel-7): Essential correction of references. This was introduced by the Rapporteur (COMPRION). Summary of change: "ETSI" deleted where not applicable.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was clarified that for some reason, ETSI TS ab.cde is used in the specification which is incorrect and the CR removes the "ETSI" where appropriate. This CR was approved.

TD C6‑070380 31.124 CR0141 (Rel-7): Essential correction of 27.22.4.13.1, sequence 1.7. This was introduced by the Rapporteur (COMPRION). Summary of change: Terminal response option A of 27.22.4.13.1, sequence 1.7, made applicable for R99-Rel-6 terminals only.

Discussion and conclusion:

The spelling of Essential was incorrect and the CR was revised in TD C6‑070420 which was approved.

TD C6‑070386 31.124 CR0142 (Rel-6): Test Cases dependant on Radio Access Clarification. This was introduced by Ericsson LM. Summary of change: For consistency and clarification, the Cell Broadcast Test Cases that require a System Simulator (as opposed to the UMTS System Simulator) should only apply to MEs that support GERAN. This is consistent with similar Test Cases defined for PROVIDE LOCAL INFORMATION. Removed the Mandatory Applicability for undefined Test Cases in this area as it is not possible to run the TBD tests. Clarification that it is specifically the UMTS System Simulator that is required for UTRAN network measurements.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was reported that the CR had been written to the Rel-6 text as the author had not been aware of the Rel-7 upgrade to the specification. The CR was re-written to Rel-7 and revised in TD C6‑070421 which was reviewed and approved.
TD C6‑070390 31.124 CR0126R2: Essential correction of 27.22.4.11. This was provided by CETECOM GmbH and COMPRION.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR awaited a response from CT WG4 and was therefore postponed.

TD C6‑070423 31.124 CR0143: Essential correction of 27.22.4.7.1, sequence 1.6. This was introduced by the Rapporteur (COMPRION). Summary of change: Step 4 of 27.22.4.7.1, sequence 1.6 corrected to send the Envelope to the UICC.

Discussion and conclusion:

This CR was approved.

There were no contributions under this agenda item.

Other topics

TD C6‑070381 Discussion document on CR implementation review procedure. This was introduced by COMPRION on behalf of COMPRION and 7 Layers and Infinion. This discussion document aims to introduce a CT WG6 CR implementation review procedure.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was discussed whether MCC could provide the draft updated specifications to CT WG6 before publication. Mr. Pope reported that drafts with revision marks can be provided in advance of publication but that further distribution should be controlled. It was agreed that MCC could create a working_drafts folder on the FTP server CT WG6 area for consultation 1 week before publication. Only errors in CR implementation will be corrected, not errors introduced by the correct implementation of CRs. The CT WG6 Chairman will report this procedure to TSG CT as a measure to try to reduce CR implementation errors. This contribution was then noted.

Action Point 44/2:
MCC Secretary to create a working drafts folder on the CT WG6 area of the FTP server and add draft specifications with implemented TSG approved CRs to it. The CT WG6 e-mail list will then be informed and comments may be made. Draft specifications to remain on the FTP site for 1 week before publication of the new specifications.

Action Point 44/3:
The CT WG6 Chairman to inform TSG CT Plenary of the draft specification review procedure introduced to try to reduce CR implementation errors.

TD C6‑070365 Proposed baseline text for the "Contact Manager for 3GPP UICC applications" Technical Specification. This was introduced by Gemalto on behalf of Gemalto, Sagem-Orga and Microelectronica. Proposed baseline text for the "Contact Manager for 3GPP UICC applications" Technical Specification.

Discussion and conclusion:

It was commented that the Annexes are marked as "Normative" and then clauses within them "Examples (Informative). This inconsistency should be corrected by removing "(Informative)" from the clause titles as examples are always informative in nature. It was commented that services defined here duplicate requirements in TS 21.111. Gemalto argued that this is an extraction of the requirements from TS 21.111 and only additional ones here not in TS 21.111 should be a problem. It was considered that the requirements should only be in TS 21.111 in order to avoid inconsistencies. It was commented that it would be better for the industry to have two specifications, one for the contact manager general operation and another for the interface between the contact manager and the API. This would need an update to the Work Item to have tracking of both documents in the work plan. An editorial correction was noted (Content Manager -> Contact Manager). A Work Item update was provided in TD C6‑070422 (see below). It was suggested that this document could be discussed in an ad-hoc meeting to get an acceptable outline and progression on the document. The draft TS was discussed in ad-hoc sessions and revised in TD C6‑070433 which was reviewed and noted.

TD C6‑070422 Updated WID: "Contact Manager for 3GPP UICC applications".

Discussion and conclusion:

Some editorial corrections were provided and the WID discussed off-line and revised in TD C6‑070426 which was reviewed and approved.

Other new work items

TD C6‑070387 Definition of 3GPP UICC services over the new high-speed interface. This was introduced by Gemalto on behalf of Gemalto, Vodafone, AT&T Mobility and Telecom Italia. The aim of this work item proposal is to identify the 3GPP UICC services (e.g. USIM toolkit, OTA services, storage of SMS/MMS, provisioning, authentication) that should be migrated over the high-speed UICC interface and leverage on the ETSI TC SCP work in order to migrate those services.

Discussion and conclusion:

This had been revised to add CMCC as a source and supporting company in TD C6‑070404.

TD C6‑070404 Definition of 3GPP UICC services over the new high-speed interface (Gemalto, Vodafone, AT&T Mobility, Telecom Italia, China Mobile Communications Corporation).

Discussion and conclusion:

It was asked whether this should be started in CT WG6 when ETSI SCP have not finished their work. Gemalto argued that CT WG6 are expected to identify the specification work needed and to guide the work of SCP by providing feedback to ETSI SCP on issues identified in this work item. There was some support for identifying services which would need to be supported by the protocols developed in ETSI SCP, but also arguments that it is premature to do this work while SCP have not progressed their work, as this may result in divergence in the work of the two groups. Giesecke & Devrient indicated support for this Work Item and can be added to the list of supporting companies. Gemalto also clarified that the intention is to be ready with the work in good time for Rel‑8 as ETSI SCP may not conclude their work in good time before the Rel‑8 deadline. It was suggested to reword the WID to indicate that work will be done in co-operation with ETSI SCP rather than doing independent parallel work. It was reported that ETSI SCP have only just approved their work items and will start with the Requirements work first. The work item should also be revised to indicate the desirability of Joint meetings with ETSI SCP in order to avoid the implication of parallel work. The WID was revised off-line in TD C6‑070425. T-Mobile agreed to be added to the supporting companies. Nokia argued that it was still premature to approve the WID and the work of SCP should be checked at the next meeting. It was also commented that as the work is dependent on work to be done in SCP, that progress on this WI would be slow. It was pointed out that the specification is intended to be sent to TSG CT#39 for information and significant progress is not expected for 6 months. It was suggested to make this a study item at this time and decide later if a work item should be produced. Gemalto argued that this would introduce an unnecessary overhead as the specification work is not very large and complex. It was decided to postpone this WID until the next meeting and review the progress in ETSI SCP at that time. Supporting companies were asked to provide inputs detailing and justifying the work intended to be done on this Work Item.
