During CT3#47,  269 documents were discussed.

1.4 Major problems / achievements

· The work on the Inter-IMS NNI is progressing relatively well although the original time plan had to be revised. The TR 29.865 is submitted to this plenary for approval.
· The SAE WIDs in CT3 were agreed. Separate WIDs for PCC and Interworking. Planned completion date is December 2008.
· Four TSs were taken over from TISPAN and agreed. Submitted to this plenary.

1.5 General

There has been considerable activity to define a common IMS, with input from  both TISPAN and 3GPP2. From TISPAN most of the TSs have been agreed and are submitted to this plenary for information/approval. In addition, it is expected that at least the following TSs will be submitted to the CT3 May meeting and provided at the next plenary:

· ETSI ES 283 012 Trunking Gateway (TS 29.412,  TS 29.612)

· ETSI ES 283 027 Endorsement of 29.163  (TS 29.427)

For 3GPP2, policy control and IMS interworking have been identified as the areas impacting CT3.

Due to the strong pressure to complete Rel-8 with SAE this year, two bis meetings have been planned, one in March/April and the other in June. CT3 has also indicated the possible need for an extra meeting in October, however this has not yet been firmly decided/confirmed.
1.6 Technical summary

1.6.1 Earlier releases

No CRs on Rel-6 or earlier releases were agreed.. 
1.6.2 Rel-7 work items

Some of the important changes that were agreed:
· Policy and Charging Control [PCC]

Still some essential corrections  on Policy and Charging Control (PCC) were proposed. 8 CRs were agreed for Rel-7 onwards.
· IMS interworking with CS networks[IMS-CCR-IWCS, MIW-IMS,  FBI]

7 CRs, two of them initiated by TISPAN, were agreed

· MBMS
One CR on TMGI was agreed, to ensure a consistent definition across all CT WGs. 
1.6.3 Rel-8 Work Items

For the following Work Items, CRs or new draft text were agreed:
· SAES-St3-PCC
A new work item was agreed. A number of PCC proposals for TR 29.804 were agreed.  In stage 2, a new architectural element has been introduced: The Diameter Routing Agent (DRA) in order to select the correct PCRF in the operator’s network. Several stage 3 proposals for this were discussed. However, no agreement was reached and the issue was postponed till the next meeting.
· SAES-St3-Intwk

A new work item was agreed. This covers the work on the SGi interface, and also the work on e-MBMS. Only one high level contribution was agreed, to add text to TR 29.804.

· SAES-DIAM

Several contributions were agreed adding new text to TR 29.909. Still some important pieces are missing, therefore it was decided not to present the TR for information at this plenary. This work is now very urgent since the common guidelines for the SAE Diameter work  are needed. Also we should provide input to a parallel activity ongoing in IETF. The supporting companies (and others) are therefore kindly asked  to contribute to this work item before the next CT3 meeting in March/April.
· Multimedia interworking between IMS and CS networks [MIW-IMS]
Two CRs on Media Oriented Negotiation Acceleration (MONA) were agreed to be included in TR29.863

· Inter-IMS Network to Network Interface [FBI2-IOPSI] 

Several proposals with text for TR 29.865 were agreed and the TR is submitted to this plenary for information. There was some discussion on whether we should end up with a stand-alone, readable document or just a list of references to other 3GPP specifications. Most likely a middle road will be the outcome.
· Interworking between the 3GPP CS domain with SIP-I as signaling protocol and other networks [SIP_Nc-IW]
Several contributions with text for the new TS 29.235 were agreed. These contributions dealt with interworking with external SIP-I networks and also interworking with IMS.  
· SIP-I based Nc interface [NcSIP]
One CR to TS 29.414 was agreed
· Policy and Charging Control [PCC]

One CR on the Rx interface was agreed

· UUS and SIP Interworking in the MGCF [UUSIW]
One CR to TS 29.163 was agreed
· Documentation of TISPAN R1 and R2 in CT3 [REDOC_TIS-C3]
Three CRs on IMS-CS Interworking were agreed. This includes a CR to encapsulate some ISUP parameters in XML for transfer within the SIP/SDP profile. This will enable end to end interoperability for transit scenarios like PSTN-IMS-PSTN.
