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1. Overall Description:

3GPP TSG CT has discussed the attached liaison received from OMA-ARC. We note that this LS is addressed to SA, but that the subject is of interest to both SA and CT groups.

At CT#40 it was agreed to close the CT5 group and transfer future OSA work to OMA. CT request SA to discuss how to handle unfulfilled SA1 OSA requirements in Release 8. The proposal from the last meeting of CT5 is to remove these requirements from 3GPP specifications and to request OMA to incorporate them in to their specification set.

A draft liaison from SA to OMA ARC in reply to the incoming liaison is attached.

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1. Overall Description:

3GPP thanks OMA ARC for their liaison statement on Transfer of OSA API work from 3GPP to OMA. 3GPP takes note of the answers from OMA on the transfer arrangements and we consider you kind answers meet the criteria for successful transfer.

At the meeting of 3GPP TSG CT#40 it was agreed to close the CT5 working group that had previous responsibility for OSA and to transfer their existing specifications up to and including Release 8 under direct CT control. 3GPP TSG CT is now ready to receive CRs to these specifications from OSA.

3GPP agrees with OMA’s analysis that there are two categories of requirements in OSA Release 8: Category A consists of Release 8 OSA requirements that have been fulfilled for 100%. Category B consists of Release 8 OSA requirements that have been fulfilled for 0%. For Category B requirements 3GPP TSG SA#40 have actioned 3GPP SA1 to generate CRs to remove these requirements from 3GPP specifications. 3GPP SA1 will provide the requirements text to OMA so that it may be incorporated in OMA specifications.

One activity that was previously provided by 3GPP administrative support was to generate the implemental code from the UMA model for the non Parlay-X APIs. With the closure of CT5 then 3GPP will no longer have the resources to perform this task. Therefore if OMA will provide 3GPP with any CRs that modify the UMA model for non Parlay-X APIs 3GPP would need some administrative support from OMA to complete the task of updating the implementable code.
3GPP thanks OMA for their rapid and constructive response to the OSA transfer proposals. We look forward to continued close cooperation.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 3GPP SA asks SA1 to remove unfulfilled Release 8 requirements from their specifications and to provide the corresponding text to OMA for incorporation in their work.
To OMA-ARC

ACTION 1: To note the proposed arrangements for handling OMA specifications.

ACTION 2: To incorporate text for unfulfilled SA1 requirements in their work when they receive the text from 3GPP SA1.

ACTION 3: To provide suitable administrative support for the updating of implementable code if they provide 3GPP with CRs impacting the UMA model for non Parlay X-APIs.
