1.6.6 Rel-11

Service Awareness and Privacy Policies [SAPP-CT3]

Good progress was made and 17 CRs were agreed.  Finally a solution was found  on the unsolicited reporting case. This has been a controversial issue that has been debated for several meetings. It was agreed that the protocol shall be based on Gx.  The work item is now reported as complete.
CT3 Aspects of QoS Control based on Subscriber Spending Limits [QoS_SSL-CT3]
Very good progress was made as 14 pseudo-CRs to the new TS 29.219 were agreed. The TS is submitted to this plenary for information (CP-110848). Also, 4 CRs to existing specifications were agreed.
SA5 has shown an interest in the Sy protocol work. To facilitate the coordination between the groups, and to ensure that the protocol being specified by CT3 is acceptable to both groups, SA5 and CT3 delegates have been encouraged to work closely together between the meetings. Prior to the San Francisco meetings there was one conference call with the charging experts in SA5. The main intention of the call was to plan a joint SA5-CT3 meeting in San Francisco.  Some notes from the joint meeting:

· The basic parts of the Sy protocol was kept unchanged. 

· CT3 was asked by SA5 to ensure that the OCS procedures in TS 29.219 are strictly limited to the Sy protocol. Internal, functional behaviour of the OCS will be covered in SA5 specifications, and reference to the relevant SA5 specification(s) should be made in TS 29.219. CRs were invited to the next CT3 meeting to deal with these concerns.
· In addition, CT3 agreed CRs on the overall architecture diagrams in order not to show any internal structure of the OCS in CT3 specifications. This is aligned with a recent, corresponding change in SA2. This will help decoupling of SA5 and CT3 activities so that further work on the internal structure of the OCS can proceed  in SA5 without affecting CT3 specifications.
Inter-IMS NNI Option Items [NNI_OI]
For the interconnection between two operators using the II-NNI, some items need to be selected by inter-operator agreements in advance. In particular, the items which have an influence on the service interconnection fall into this category. These items are called "option items", and a list of option items is being specified to support the operators in making bilateral agreements for the service-interconnection.

This work item has been progressed internally in CT3 for a while. Now the results are captured in one big CR that is submitted to this plenary for approval.
BBF Access Interworking [BBAI_BBI-CT], [BBAI_BBII-CT] and [BBAI_BBIII-CT]
CT3#67 was the first meeting where we discussed technical documents related to BBAI BB I. Skeleton for the new text was agreed as annexes to existing specifications. In addition, some basic CRs were agreed
For all three building blocks, the WIDs were revised according to the reduced scope for Rel-11 agreed by SA.  The following WIDs under CT3 responsibility are submitted to this plenary for approval: CP-110846 (BB II) and CP-110847 (BB III). 
Other Work Items
Other Rel-11 CRs were agreed on a variety of topics, such as 

· PCC, 

· vSRVCC (both PCC- and IMS-related CRs), and
· IMSProtoc5.
For full details, please see subclause 2.4.

1.6.7 Draft references in CT3 Specifications
There were a number of activities related to IETF drafts referenced in CT3 specifications. Several  existing drafts were replaced by new RFCs, or new draft versions.
Of particular concern was a reference to an IETF draft on User-to-user signaling interworking (draft-johnston-sipping-cc-uui-03). Here, new versions may lead to backward incompatible changes. More discussion is needed on how to handle this, and the issue was postponed to the next meeting. Related to a similar, ongoing discussion in CT1.
