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1. Introduction

CT4 have had two meetings since the last CT plenary meeting. CT4#55e was an electronic meeting from 9th - 13th January. CT4#56 was held in Xiamen, People's Republic of China from 6th - 10th February kindly hosted by the Huawei.
In CT4#56 we had parallel sessions. The parallel sessions were chaired by the CT4 vice chairs: Nigel Berry (Alcatel Lucent) and Dave Hutton (Vodafone). The official notes were taken by Kimmo Kymäläinen, CT4's MCC support. CT4#55e was the first electronic meeting within CT4 and it was focused on GTP corrections.
Dave Hutton (Vodafone) stepped down as CT4 vice chairman. He will leave Vodafone and will not attend CT4 anymore. Vice chairman elections have to be held at CT4#57 to elect a successor for Dave.
In CT4#56, 62 delegates were present representing 44 companies and we handled ~500 documents and agreed 196 CRs. The overall time used to discuss the documents on different releases:  ~70 % for Rel-11, ~20% for REl-10 and ~10% Release 9 and earlier. 
The draft version of the meeting report of CT4#55 (distributed on the CT4 email list for review) are provided in document CP‑120011 for information.
This time we had corrective CRs starting from Rel-6.

2. Management summary of ongoing work 

Release 11
Enhanced Nodes Restoration for EPC 

We continued the work on TR 23.857, we added and corrected scenarios related to partial failure with ISR active. We started the discussion on the conclusion section for SGW failure which solution or combination of solutions is preferred. TR 23.857 v1.7.0 in C4-120589 is agreed as basis for Future work
Normative CRs for SGW restoration procedure are for offline discussion. An agreement on a solution is expected to be sent to next plenary.
CT aspects of VPLMN Autonomous CSG Roaming (VCSG-St3)
We continued the work on a set of CRs to introduce the functionality for VCSG. It is intended to send CRs in one set to plenary. Open issues for example are in the area of VCSG update location and it is open if we reuse the existing command pair or create a new one for the procedure "update VCSG location".
BBF Interworking Building Block I (BBAI_BBI-CT)
We added a new TR to the WID which analyses and describes the Home (e)Node B – Security Gateway Interface. We started work on the new TR. A first version is agreed as basis for Future work (C4-120585).  CRs related to the addition of UE local IP address and UDP port (in the area of GTP and data storage) are agreed and sent for approval to this pleanry (CP-120042). 
Reach ability Aspects of SIMTC (SIMTC-Reach)
We started the discussion on Identifiers for communications with packet data networks and applications. 
GBA extension St3 
3GPP TS 33.220 is introducing the support of  SIP Digest for Single Sign On feature and identifies the solution to extend the Zh interface to support SIP Digest. Therefore we added the option to request SIP digest support over Zh interface. Default authentication scheme is IMS-AKA (CP-120043).
LOcation-Based Selection of gaTEways foR WLAN 
Stage 2 describes PDN GW reallocation based on UE's location (UE Care of Address) reported to the 3GPP AAA server. Therefore we agreed a CR to add MIP-Careof-Address to the interfaces to the AAA server and proxy (CP-120044).
CN aspects of Mobility based On GTP & PMIPv6 for WLAN access to EPC 
We agreed on a set of enhancements in the area of restoration and GTP based S2a. All the CRs have dependencies to CRs which are sent for approval to SA plenary on TS 23.402 (CP-120045).
Enhancement of the Protocols for SMS over SGs 
We started the work on the TR 29.818. A first version is agreed as basis for future work (C4-120568).
Enhancements for Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) Gateway 
Control Priority
We started the work on eMPS. We discussed the way forward and concluded the following: 
· Move forward on a phased approach for MPS-related standardization activities in CT3/4.

· Progress and agree to companion stage 2 H.248 related CR within the Rel-11 time-frame. 
· Progress additional stage 2 interface requirements and possibly stage 3 protocol enhancements in Rel-11 time frame.
We agreed to add a chapter for Multimedia Priority Service (MPS) to 23.334 (CP-120046). Interested delegates from CT3 have joined the discusion in CT4.
CN aspects of Service Identification for RRC Improvements in GERAN (SIRIG)
In a joint CT4 & CT3 meeting it was agreed in principle that a GTP-U header extension, and additionally DSCP marking in the standalone TDF and PMIP cases, will be used for transporting service class identification towards GERAN. An SGSN will always receive the service class identifier within a GTP-U header extension. The GTP-U header extension will be created in the S-GW for the case of PMIP based S5/S8 interface and otherwise in the P-GW/PCEF, based on incoming DSCP (unless the PCEF has an integrated TDF). It is still open what kind of control is needed from the PCRF. Two separate conference call series will be held to discuss, and agree as much as possible on, the open issues before the next meetings and to produce a contribution / report to SA2: CT4 oriented conference call(s) on the bearer level solution (GTP-U and DSCP usage, argumentation for working assumptions to be presented to SA2) coordinated by Bruno Landais (Alcatel Lucent) and CT3 oriented conference call(s) on PCRF issues coordinated by Qiao Weihua / Huawei. The intention is to have detailed summary of our discussion and on a solution and proposal on changes on impacts to specifications in the area of SA2 specifications sent out from next CT3/CT4 meeting in April. A WID update to add PCC TS 29.212 as an affected specification was agreed and sent for approval to this plenary CP-120033.

An LS was sent to GERAN to ask about the number of required service identifiers and if GERAN intends to define service identifiers or if this will be up to operator policy (C4-120540).
P-CSCF recovery
We continued the discussion on P-CSCF recovery for PMIP based S5 (GTP based solution s already described in 23.380). 2 solutions using BRI (Binding Revocation Indication)/ BRA (Binding Revocation Acknowledgment) are under discussion. It is intended that only one solution is described in normative specification.
PS additional number
We discussed a set of CRs introducing PS additional number mention in TS 22.101. The requirement in Stage 1 was not clear for us so we sent an LS to SA1 asking to clarify the requirement (C4-120553).

We sent an LS to GERAN2 asking if voice detection in the BSS is optional or mandatory to be supported for AoIP and TDM based A-interfaces (C4-120499).
