	3GPP TS 23.167 IMS Emergency Sessions is updated to clarify some requirements on emergency registration:

The emergency registration shall be handled separately from the normal IMS registrations, and not affect the registration status of the user.

Emergency registrations shall not affect registration status of the user, what changes previous behaviour in HSS in relation with following aspects:

a) IMS restoration procedures

S-CSCF stores S-CSCF restoration data in HSS with SAR (REGISTRATION or RE-REGISTRATION), in this case, for emergency sessions the S-CSCF sets Multiple-Registration-Indication, avoiding to overwrite S-CSCF restoration data already stored in HSS.

For this reason, Multiple-Registration-Indication applies to emergency sessions.

However, taking into account 3GPP TS 23.167 requirement modification, the S-CSCF will not register (neither REGISTRATION nor RE-REGISTRATION) emergency sessions, therefore S-CSCF restoration data is not updated with data for emergency sessions, i.e. restoration data is not kept for emergency sessions.

This implies that Multiple-Registration-Indication will never apply to emergency sessions.

b) RTR/RTA procedure

Emergency sessions are only de-registered when their timer expires in S-CSCF, therefore they can not be administrative de-registered with RTR. 

In RTA the IE Identities with Emergency Registration indicates what pairs of private and public user identities are still involved in emergency sessions in S-CSCF. Now, this IE element includes as well S-CSCF restoration data, but this data is not any longer needed since restoration data is not kept for emergency sessions.
Apart from that, now when only emergency sessions remain active in S-CSCF, the user registration status in HSS is not modified, but this shall be corrected since the 3GPP TS 23.167 requires the emergency sessions shall not affect user registration status.

	
	

	Summary of change:
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	Identities with Emergency Registration information element, that can be returned with RTA, is modified to do not include restoration information, since HSS will not keep any information about emergency sessions.

	HSS takes emergency sessions into account to set user registration status, what ends up in a wrong user registration status.
