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Abstract of document:

The present document represents a 3GPP version of ETSI TS 182 025 (which was one of the business trunking documents prepared by ETSI) and has been transferred to 3GPP from ETSI E2NA under the work item “ETSI E2NA Transfer”. It:
1. provides architecture and functional requirements for business trunking for the Next Generation Network (NGN); and
2. specifies the protocol requirements for the Next Generation Corporate Networks (NGCNs) to attach to the NGN (in particular the IM CN subsystem) and also any protocol requirements in relation to application servers provided in support of business trunking.
Changes since last presentation

The following issues have been changed since the last presentation at CP#64:
1. The UPSF terminology has been replaced by the HSS equivalent, including an update of the affected figures.

2. After the reference update from ETSI TISPAN to 3GPP specifications, the references to direct clauses have been validated whether they are still referencing to the correct clause and adopted where necessary.

3. Annex C containing an obsolete list of open issues from the release 8 timeframe has been removed.

4. The reference to ECMA TR/96 has been changed to its ETSI equivalent.
5. In accordance with 3GPP conventions, all references made to documents not under control of 3GPP are changed to be to a specific version.
Outstanding Issues:

The following issue needs to still be addressed:
1. Finalisation of interaction with post release 8 features, e.g. VINE or IPXS has to be done.

2. Work on this specification to reflect the procedures and protocol elements as defined in TS 23.228 for IP-PBXs in static mode is ongoing. This work, however, is done under the work item BusTI-CT.
