Justification

Stage 2 interconnection and migration has been specified in the following 3GPP specifications:  TS 23.280, TS 23.379, TS 23.281, and TS 23.282, and TS 33.180. These Rel-15 updates have not been realized in stage 3.

Interconnection and migration between mission critical systems are necessary to provide inter-system communication for purposes such as operational support and mutual aid between mission critical systems in different security domains operated by different mission critical organizations. A number of requirements are listed in 3GPP TS 22.280.
Additionally, interworking between MCPTT and existing Land Mobile Radio systems needs to take into account some of the same principals and constructs as will be defined in MC system interconnection.  This realization is coming into focus as the interworking stage 3 work progresses. Interworking can be assumed to be just another type of interconnection, operating in a different security domain with separate schemes for identification of users and groups. Therefore it seems likely that interconnect between different MCPTT systems will need to be taken into account for the interworking interface with LMR systems.

Objective

To define the protocol aspects of MC interconnection and migration capabilities based upon the normative stage 2 technical specification as described in clause 3 (above) and in support of the stage 1 requirements.

The objectives will include the necessary stage 3 work for:

1.
Specification of signalling control for MC interconnection and migration capabilities;

Specification of media plane for MC interconnection and migration capabilities;

3.
Specification of configuration management for MC interconnection and migration capabilities;

Definition of management objects for MC interconnection and migration capabilities;
