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Background:
[bookmark: _Hlk9852267][bookmark: _GoBack]The work on the “Mission Critical Communication Interworking with Land Mobile Radio Systems” work item is the busiest work item in CT1 for mission critical work in Rel-16. Companies active on this work item have expressed the need for an ad-hoc meeting to help progressing the work such that timelines as outlined in the work item can be kept.

Way Forward:
CT1 will have an ad-hoc meeting on Mission Critical interwork in with Land Mobile Radio Systems. The ad-hoc meeting will be a drafting meeting with an aim to progress LMR interworking related inputs (pCRs, CRs, any other tdoc) for CT1#119 meeting in August 2019. 

The focus of the ad-hoc meeting is to prepare inputs for mainly the following specifications:
· TR 24.883 “Mission Critical Systems Connection to LMR”
· TS 29.379 “Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT) call control interworking with LMR systems”
· TS 29.380 “Mission Critical Push To Talk (MCPTT) media plane control interworking with LMR systems”
· TS 29.582 “Mission Critical Data (MCData) signalling control interworking with LMR systems”

Due to close relation of the work item “Mission Critical system migration and interconnection” with work item “Mission Critical Communication Interworking with Land Mobile Radio Systems”, “Mission Critical system migration and interconnection” will also be in scope of the ad-hoc meeting. The relevant specification is:
· TR 24.885 “Mission Critical system migration and interconnection”

The ad-hoc meeting does not have any decision power to agree CRs/pCRs, i.e. it is a pure drafting meeting.
