- Under work item “ATSSS” CT1 has worked on the “Performance Management Function Protocol” for three meetings 
- Two candidate solutions have been worked out (see C1-199051 and C1-199052, both postponed), however, no conclusion could be made as to which protocol to choose
- To resolve this issue, CT1 plans a technical vote in CT1#122 (decision is needed as February meeting is last meeting before stage-3 freeze)
- Please note that the work item rapporteur has scheduled a conference call on January 9th 2020 to allow for further discussion
- For several meetings, CT1 has discussed aspects related to UE Operating System IDs
- UE Operating System ID is listed in several CT1 TSs, e.g in 3GPP TS 24.501 Annex D.6.6. The specs have defined the format as 16 bytes according to UUID format, however, no OS ID values are documented
- One proposal to document encoding of OS ID values was to create a registry on the 3GPP CT1 webpage with a list of Operating System IDs
- Show of hands has indicated that roughly 50% support documentation of encoding of OS ID values in CT1, while 50% object this approach
- There was NO consensus in CT1 to further work on this topic.

- CT1 agreed CRs on manual CAG selection (under work item Vertical_LAN), where we have a dependency on SA1 confirmation -> see incoming CT1 LS to CT in CP-190xyz. CT plenary is asked to only approve the related CRs in case green light from SA1 is received. SA1 has not sent LS to CT plenary, so CT plenary needs to send back CRs in CP-193139 to CT1

S6c and Gd are indeed the only interfaces that are not SBI in the 5GC for SMS transport. In roaming scenarios, SMS roaming interfaces would then remain with all the known security vulnerabilities of MAP and Diameter international interconnect networks whereas they could benefit from the new inter-PLMN 5GC security framework based on the SEPP and the use of the secured N32 interface.
An LS (S2-1902182) from GSMA was indeed received at SA2#131 to highlight this important point and request 3GPP to enable the usage of N32 security framework for SMS roaming interface.
A proposal to initiate a study on this topic was submitted during in SA2#131 / SP-83 meetings in SP-190184 / S2-1902839 and describes the main work to be carried out in order to enable the “SBIzation” of SMSoNAS transport architecture. This study/work proposed in SP-190184 / S2-1902839 was deprioritized from SA2 WG Rel-17 work plan following the prioritization work that was carried out this summer. Taking into account this information, a new LS was received from GSMA in CP-193242/SP-190959 to insist on the necessity to perform this work in Rel-17 timeframe and thus ask SA/SA2 to reconsider their decision.
Discussion: 
Nokia: When prioritisation for Rel-17 was discussed in RAN and SA plenary. This feature was discussed and not selected for Rel-17 with low support of any company. Nokia does not see a good manner to bring proposal to CT Plenary of the adding a feature which was already stricked out during prioritisation discussion at SA Plenary. Nokia is against principle to bring discussion paper to CT Plenaryto add any feature in Rel-17 which was already removed from Rel-17 by SA Plenary. Not organised way to add new features may also affect quality of work in CT Working Groups. Nokia does not agree this feature is done without SA2 requirements.
SA Chairman clarified that prioritisation was made mainly in based on SA2 input. Even SA Plenary outlisted this feature it does not mean that important features cannot be proposed and discussed by CT Plenary if CT workings Groups see a feature beneficials and needed.
Deutsche Telekom support to have this work to be done in CT WG. This is based on LS which contains the views of several operators.
Huawei has support for Nokia proposals not to bring SA outlisted features to CT Plenary. Anyway Huawei would like to see a feature discussion to be discussed case by case. Huawei support Orange discussion paper.
Nokia see this feature has several SA2 impacts. All this SA2 work is proposed to be done in CT1. This would increase the work load of CT1 and CT4 up to that what was decided to SA Plenary. Nokia is not against a feature but new services need to be defined which are ususally done in SA2. There is no decision in SA to remove this work to CT WGs.

Currently there is a missing functionality in 5GS.
3GPP TS  23.502 in clause 5.2.14 describes the Nudsf Service. However, there is no corresponding stage 3 for this service.
With the Service Based Architecture that is the basis of the 5GC, operators are looking at cloud native deployments where NF services may operate in a stateless and dataless manner. In such deployments, the Unstructured Data Storage Function (UDSF) is an important component where stateless/dataless NFs may store state, context and other data related to its function.
Such deployments will benefit from allowing a standardized storage mechanism to hold information for all NFs regardless of vendor or type simplifying and optimizing the network topology as this service allows for interoperability and independence from the underlying database/storage technology.
The objective of the UDSF is to provide Unstructured data Storage services as defined in 3GPP TS23.501, clauses 4.2.5, and 6.2.12, where Unstructured data refers to data for which the structure is not defined in 3GPP specifications.
This does not however mean that a set of procedures can't be specified by 3GPP or that data structures/models can't be defined by operators themselves.
This WI is to provide the stage 3 definition of the service based Nudsf service defined in 3GPP TS 23.502 and as studied in 3GPP TR 29.808.
The Nudsf will provide the following capabilities:
-	REST-style service operations to support Create, Read, Update and Delete.
-	Support a search capability with a filter criteria on meta tags.
-	Support Subscribe to Notifications and Notification of data change as an optional capability.
-	Support multiple logical storage spaces.
-	Support common data types as well as the storage of binary data.

3GPP TS 23.122 in its annex C defines stage 2 aspects of the new 5G steering of roaming (SoR) mechanism and has now reached a decent level of stability and completeness in terms of defining the interactions between the UDM and the SOR-AF (Steering Of Roaming Application Function). The latter was specified in Rel-16 to be in charge of holding the steering of roaming logic and used to dynamically provide updated lists of preferred networks to roaming subscribers:
“As the HPLMN needs to consider certain criteria including the number of customers distributed through multiple VPLMNs in the same country or region, the steering of roaming information is not necessary the same at all times and for all users. According to current 3GPP specification, audio or video media may be provided to users as ring tone or announcement around IMS call.
Currently, some networks and UEs can support video well now. There are possible needs to clarify the conditions to provide video customized alerting/ringing tone and announcement. So that operators can get benefits by utilizing resources around audio/video call to provide video media for CAT/CRS and announcement. There are the cases for providing video CAT, video CRS and video announcement for IMS call. It is observed that some obstacles on the road of developing these services need to be removed by developing related standard specifications. For example:
1)	Current CAT/CRS specifications do not support providing video CAT/CRS to the UE which needs to use precondition mechanism for video CAT/CRS but the network disables precondition or terminating UE does not support the precondition.
2)	Current announcement specification does not specify the conditions for providing video announcement clearly, especially video announcement during established audio call, including:
a) the condition(e.g., the AS can only play video announcement to the UE which has video handling capability) for the AS to provide video announcement is not specified in TS 24.628;
b) TS 24.628 supports providing announcement during the established communication, but the method of transferring announcement media and the media for call separately at the same time during established communication is not specified. 
Main impacts of this WID include:
1)	video CAT/CRS can be provided to more UEs by precondition mechanism;
2)	video announcement can be provided in a separate stream during the established audio communication;
3)  conditions for the AS to provide video announcement will be clear.
The objective of the work item is to enhance the video CAT service, video CRS service and video announcement service for IMS call without specifying the actions of IMS network element. The following areas of work are expected to be covered:
CT1:
1)	introduce the CAT negotiation function for CAT AS to provide video CAT to an originating UE which needs precondition mechanism for video CAT, when the basic call does not use precondition;
2)	introduce the CRS negotiation function for CRS AS to provide video CRS to an terminating UE which needs precondition mechanism for video CRS, when the basic call does not use precondition;
