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	Reason for change:
	The Child SA between the UE and the N3IWF uses tunnel mode. Hence, the UE shall not include USE_TRANSPORT_MODE in the response message.
However, it mistakenly specifies that CREATE_CHILD_SA response message shall include USE_TRANSPORT_MODE notification in clause 7.5.3.
In this way, the network may:
a) delete the SA since it is abnormal for the UE to give such response; or
b) accept the response by ignoring this USE_TRANSPORT_MODE notification and consider the SA is successfully established in tunnel mode.
If the network behaves in the way as a), the the child SA would never be established.
Actually the issue above is fixed in CR0011r2 for TS 24.502 which was approved in CT#81. However, this change failed to be implemented into the specification.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Remove the "The CREATE_CHILD_SA response message shall include USE_TRANSPORT_MODE notification".
Interoperability impact analysis:
