CT1 would like to thank ITU-T SG2 for their incoming LS in SG2-LS222/C1-220114 and would like to inform ITU-T SG2 about work performed in CT1.
CT1 started in rel-14 (WI SPECTRE), and continued in rel-15 (WI eSPECTRE) to work on call spoofing prevention based on the work in IETF STIR WG. While ITU-T work is focussed on barring calls from potentially fraudulent sources, CT1 work has been focussed on ensuring that the originating identity can be verified at the terminating network and is based on the Identity header field specified in IETF RFC 8224, using PASSporTs defined in RFC 8588 and RFC 8946. The 3GPP solution has been specified in 3GPP TS 24.229 from rel-15.
3GPP currently has two ongoing WIs (TEI17_SAPES and SPECTRE_Ph3). TEI17_SAPES extends the mechanism for originating identity verification to also protect values in the Resource-Priority header field and the "psap-callback" value in the Priority header field. SPECTRE_Ph3 is to enable signing of multiple PASSporTs using the same signing resource and to convey information about errors encountered during verification.

CT4 is currently working on release-17 eNS_Ph2 to finish the work, and now finds ambiguity in stage 2 specification TS23.501 which has impacts to CT4 specification of TS29.536. 

CT4 had agreed in previous meetings that per-access quota may be configured, however after recent discussions, most companies in CT4 think that there is only one total quota configured for the entire PLMN, regardless the NSAC may be configured for one specific access type or for both access types. However, there is other opinion from one company that different quotas may additionally be configured for each access type in a PLMN.

Thus, CT4 would like to ask SA2 to answer the question below:

Q1: Is there any requirement to possibly configure different quotas for each access type in a PLMN, or there is only one total quota configured for the PLMN, if NSAC is configured in the network to control the number of UEs / PDU sessions?

Q2: If the answer to Q1 is NO, what is the need of sending Access-Type in the response message of NSAC request?

This document has the following goals:
•	Identify the use cases of network-Cloud convergence, illustrate their architecture and the requirements to the underlying network.
•	Analyse the role of IPv6 and its enhanced features in network-Cloud convergence.
•	Communicate the use cases and requirements to suitable ETSI TCs / ISGs and other SDOs, such as the IETF.
•	Highlight the impact of IPv6 on the European Cloud initiative: GAIA-X

The major findings are:
•	IPv6 is different from IPv4, not just by bigger address space, but also more advanced functionalities, it should be considered as the optimum architecture required for the ongoing network-Cloud convergence. 
•	The application-aware IPv6 network uses the programmable space of IPv6 data message to carry related application-aware information to facilitate service provisioning, perform fine-granularity traffic steering and network resource adjustment.

The conclusions are:
•	Cloud will be the center of the infrastructure network-Cloud convergence architecture, and the network will be built round the Cloud Data Centre. 
•	Operators are Cloudifying traditional telecom network by leveraging SDN and NFV technologies to improve automation and intelligence. 
•	IPv6 will play an important role for network-Cloud convergence. SRv6 related technologies have also been under development. SRv6 is essentially an extension of the IPv6 basic protocol. In a SRv6-capable network, the source node guides the packet forwarding by encapsulating the list of instructions in the SRH extension header. For network-Cloud convergence, IPv6 can provide an end-to-end transmission and network programmability for the services of customers and traffic scheduling.

Qualcomm: Objection:

CT6 has already consulted with SA3 on this via LS and SA3 replied in S3-220470 that “SA3 does not see the need for standardizing a specific EAP authentication method or the type of credentials that may be used for NSSAA”. SA3’s answer is very clear about the fact that there are no requirements to standardize credentials and authentication methods for NSSAA. Performing NSSA in the UICC would require specifying the credentials format and selecting certain authentication methods, which goes against SA3’s answer.

If there is a wish to standardize EAP methods for NSSAA, this should start in SA3, not CT6. The following objective in the SID in particular is clearly within SA3’s remit, not CT6’s remit: “Study algorithm the new UICC application need to support” as it implies that C6 would select certain security algorithms.

We would be willing to support a WI in SA3 to standardized EAP method for NSSA if there are other interested companies.
