At SA2#153-e (October 2022), SA2 agreed Rel-17 CR 0070 to TS 23.256 (S2-2209275) and CR 3586 to TS 23.502 (S2-2209276) introducing the use of the UPU (UE Parameters Update) procedure to notify the UE of a change a aerial subscription information.
At CT4#113 (November 2022), CT4 agreed corresponding Rel-17 CR 0967 to TS 29.503 (C4-225349) extending the upuDataList to include an indication of AerialUESubscriptionInfo being enabled.
However CT1 was unable to agree corresponding Rel-17 CR 4956 to TS 24.501 (C1-226919) due to at least 2 companies expressing the view that using the UCU (UE Configuration Update) procedure was more appropriate than using the UPU procedure.
As a result:
•	The Rel-17 stage 2 in TS 23.256 and TS 23.502 is misaligned with the Rel-17 stage 3 in TS 24.501
•	The Rel-17 stage 3 in CT4 TS 29.503 is misaligned with the Rel-17 stage 3 in CT1 TS 24.501
Given that Rel-17 is now frozen, these misalignments need to be resolved at Plenary.
Proposal
The following options can be considered to address the situation:
•	Option 1: Not approve the SA2-agreed CRs and the CT4-agreed CR at SA/CT Plenaries (this means there is no explicit notification from the AMF to the UE of an aerial subscription information change and when to retry registering for aerial services is up to UE implementation)
•	Option 2: Approve the SA2-agreed CRs and the CT4-agreed CR at SA/CT Plenaries, and approve a company contribution introducing the use of UPU in TS 24.501 at CT Plenary
•	Option 3: Approve company contributions introducing the use of UCU in TS 23.256, TS 23.502 and TS 24.501 at SA/CT Plenaries
In light of the fact that other types of subscription updates (e.g. MPS subscription update) are done using UCU as per current specifications in stage 2 and stage 3, for consistency it is proposed to go with Option 3. A corresponding Rel-17 CR to TS 24.501 is provided in CP-223230 and its Rel-18 mirror is provided in CP-223231. Corresponding CRs to TS 23.256 & TS 23.502 are provided in SP-221294 & SP-221295.
Discussion: 
OPPO: OPPO’s preference is the UCU solution but can go along with conditional approval of both sets of CRs but that must be tied to indication to SA that after CT discussions, there is a clear preference for UCU not least because of protocol aspects. This indication to SA can be either CT Chair’s report to SA or (preferably) an LS to SA.Further, OPPO does not agree nor accept the argument that without indicating UE’s UAS capabilities that Rel-17 AMF if sending such UAS aerial subscription to Rel-15 UEs will cause mis-operations in a Rel-15 UE. At worse, such Rel-15 UEs will trigger error handling which result in a STATUS message back to AMF but that is not a (serious] problem or a mis-operation. At most there is wastage of resources, but so what. Enhancements to Rel-17 to enhancement on waste of resources is not acceptable in deeply frozen Rel-17. Such arguments of wastage of resources is not acceptable as an argument that the UCU solution is technically wrong or unworkable.
Qualcomm’s view is that the UCU solution is more suitable since UCU is already used for other types of similar updates such as for MPS. We can accept to approve both the UCU solution and the UPU solution in CT conditionally and let SA make the final decision, however we would also be fine with approving only the UCU solution since there is a clear majority of companies in CT which prefer the UCU solution, and the CT CRs on UCU are anyway linked to the corresponding SA CRs, so the UCU solution will eventually move forward only if SA approves it.
If CT is not be able to reach consensus on this, an LS to SA is still needed to inform them that there is a misalignment between the stage 3 in CT1, and the stage 2 in SA2, and that consequently the SA2-agreed CRs on UPU cannot be approved at SA.
Motorola position is using UCU solutions due to the reasons that: 
-	The impact is minimal and creating a simple NAS message from the AMF to the UE resolves the issue.
-	The AMF plays a key role in UAS services and should be in control and in loop when the update for the aerial subscription information is provided to the UE. 
-	Since the AMF is more subject to upgrade than the UDM, this also helps OAMs not being required to upgrade the UDM to get this feature and the AMF upgrade which can be for other reasons, is enough. 
-	UDM should not provide this information separately to the UE and the AMF. Informing the AMF and the UE separately about the UE’s aerial subscription information and expecting the two entities being in synch for this update in all aspects, should be further studied and I am not ready to just accept it now. Regarding the UE informing the network about its 5GMM capabilities for UAS services if using UCU approach, we do not consider this as FASMO and do not consider this feature must exist in the frozen release. Today, similar UCU procedures to update the UE’s enablement for other services (than UAS services) exists without the UE declaring any 5GMM capabilities for those services, therefore we are not even sure if this is a crucial feature. We believe for the UE to declare its 5GMM capabilities for a service should be a matter of “making it” or “breaking it” rather than saving some resources. Too much optimization can hurt rather than help. Last but not least, from our understanding the following is the position in CT plenary:
a)	all companies agree with using UCU; and
b)	Not all companies agree with using UPU and at least 2 companies have their concerns/doubts/ objections.
In the past in CT we have approved many CRs by adding dependencies to stage 2 CRs. In matter of facts many of my CRs for this cycle have dependencies on stage 2. Therefore, since there is no objection for UCU CRs, then why can’t we just approve them with dependency to the related stage 2 CRs? This does not exclude SA’s impact, since the SA plenary will still make the decision on the related SA CRs and if those CRs are not approved, CT UCU CRs are also automatically not approved. However, if SA plenary agrees to their UCU CRs then we have saved us a cycle of meeting. I believe this should be beneficial for all of us and also for the meeting/chair.
Samsung considers this to be an important issue to be handled in Rel-17 and feels it may result in service degradation if left unhandled. Samsung supports conditionally approving both UPU and UCU CR sets and let SA make a decision as to which method is preferred. Samsung believes both CRs are technically correct, while acknowledging that UCU is probably more efficient/suitable. Additionally, Samsung supports sending LS to SA Plenary requesting them to find a solution to this issue in this plenary cycle.
Nokia’s preference is for the UCU solution, as we believe it is more efficient in achieving the required functionality (updating the UE with the availability/enablement of the UAS services), where it makes the AMF as the key decision maker for such procedure. However since SA2 has previously agreed a CR that goes for the UPU solution, we are fine to approve the two sets of CRs (UCU set and UPU set) in CT meeting, where each set has a dependency on some corresponding CRs in SA, and then we leave the decision to SA to decide on which solution is preferred. Leaving the decision to SA is an acceptable approach in our view since the comparison between UCU solution and UPU solution contains some architectural considerations which shall be taken care by SA.Also Nokia supports sending an LS to SA for this topic to reflect the discussion that has been made in CT, since we shall keep the requirements in stage-2 specs and stage-3 specs aligned.
Huawei: The newly agreed SA2 CRs in (TS 23.256 CR0070 and TS 23.502 CR3586 agreed at SA2#153e) result in misalignment with the Rel-17 stage 3 in TS 24.501. CT1 decided not to agree corresponding CRs to TS 24.501 at their last meeting #139; in Toulouse as several companies identified technical flaws with the proposal and believe that using the UCU procedure (UE configuration update) procedure was more appropriate than using the UPU mechanism (UE parameters update transparent container). Huawei believes that the UCU procedure is correct, works with any legacy UE (backwards compatible) and it is best suited to provide aerial subscription change notification to the UE. Huawei objects the approval of the UPU mechanism by CT plenary.As for the discussion on the need for the UE of reporting its capability of support of UAS services, Huawei believes that this is unnecessary for the UCU procedure but mandatory for the UPU mechanism. The solution based on the use of the UCU procedure in fact works without the reporting of the capability.Because of an evident lack of consensus in CT and the nature of a frozen release, Huawei supports to send an LS to SA to reflect the situation in stage 3 specifications and also the discussions in the current CT plenary meeting. In particular, there is a misalignment with stage 3 in TS 24.501 and a majority of companies believe that using the UCU procedure is more suitable from a stage 3 point of view.
Ericsson: Two sets of CRs are being discussed - one set (CP-223256, CP-223257) providing information about availability of UAS services provided by the AMF using UCU, and another set (CP-223252, CP-223250, CP-223258) providing information about subscription for UAS services provided by the UDM using UPU.Ericsson sees a technical issue in UCU CRs by AMF not knowing whether the UE supports UAS services, when the UE is registered for non-UAS services and the AMF is informed that aerial subscription becomes part of UE's subscription. If such UE does not support UAS services, and the AMF triggers UCU procedures, this results into waste of radio resource and UE's battery power. If such UE is a Rel-15 UE, and AMF sends CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message with solely Service-level-AA service status indication with UAS field set to "UAS services enabled" in the Service-level-AA container IE , the UE can consider it as a semantic error since such AMF does not follow AMF procedures in 24.501 Rel-15.Ericsson can live with approval of both sets of CT CRs, both conditional on different SA CRs, and let SA to make the decision by approving or not-approving those SA CRs.Ericsson is not OK with approval of UCU CRs only, as UCU CRs contradict agreed SA2 CRs and agreeing only one set of CRs would restrict solution space for approval of architecture CRs in SA.

The general assumptions above do not cover all the more "ambiguous" cases, e.g. where the Stage 2 is done by a WG also involved in Stage 3 work, such as SA3, SA4 or SA5. 
In the case where the Stage 2 is performed by WG A while Stage 3 is expected to be performed by WG B, it is essential that WG A respects the Stage 2 deadline. 
This is not visible today, as highlighted in SP-220962 from Qualcomm (discussed during SA#97e), that provides several examples where this clear separation was not respected in the past, leading to some problems (EVEX, 5G_ProSe or eNPN).
Note that if Stages 2 and 3 remain within the same WG, some flexibility on the Stage 2 deadline is possible (e.g. as done in RAN2 or RAN3). The updated WID template allows for such a flexibility, allowing a WID to cover both Stages 2 and 3.
