	According to TS 23.303, the Discovery Group ID identifies a group of Public Safety users that are affiliated for Group Member Discovery but the ProSe Layer-2 Group ID is a link layer identifier that identifies the group in the context of one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication and it is used as a destination Layer-2 ID in all the packets the UE sends to this group. 

Therefore, the Discovery Group ID is an application layer identifier of a group for group discovery, while the ProSe Layer-2 Group ID is a link layer identifer used for group communication.So, there should be allowed to set them independently.
In addition, the User Info ID needs to be removed from the MCPTT group configuration MO because it is not needed given its presence in the User Profile address book.

General

The MCPTT group configuration Management Object (MO) is used to configure the MCPTT Client behaviour for the on-network or off-network MCPTT Service. The MCPTT group configuration parameters may be stored in the ME, or in the USIM as specified in 3GPP TS 31.102 [10], or in both the ME and the USIM. If both the ME and the USIM contain the same parameters, the values stored in the USIM shall take precedence.

The Management Object Identifier is: urn:oma:mo:ext-3gpp-MCPTT-group-configuration:1.0.

Protocol compatibility: This MO is compatible with OMA OMA DM 1.2 [3].

The OMA DM ACL property mechanism (see OMA OMA-ERELD-DM-V1_2 [2]) may be used to grant or deny access rights to OMA DM servers in order to modify nodes and leaf objects of the MCPTT group configuration MO.
