	Reason for change:
	In case of UE-initiated IP flow mobility over E-UTRAN, the UE behavior is specified if the network rejects the BEARER RESOURCE MODIFICATION REQUEST message of the UE requested bearer resource modification procedure or the BEARER RESOURCE ALLOCATION REQUEST message of the UE requested bearer resource allocation procedure.

However, in case of UE-initiated IP flow mobility over GERAN or UTRAN, the UE behavior is not specified if the network rejects the MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message of the PDP context modification procedure or ACTIVATE SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message of the secondary PDP context Activation Procedure.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Clarify the UE behavior if the UE receives a MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REJECT message or an ACTIVATE SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT REJECT message from the network.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The UE behavior is unclear if the network rejects the MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message of the PDP context modification procedure or ACTIVATE SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message of the secondary PDP context Activation Procedure, so the UE may transmit the same request message again soon.

5.3.1.1
UE-initiated IP flow mobility over GERAN or UTRAN
This procedure can only be executed if the UE is operating in A/Gb mode or Iu mode. The UE shall not trigger an inter-system change to A/Gb mode of operation or Iu mode of operation to execute this procedure.

If NBIFOM applies to a PDN connection, and the PDN connection is a multi-access PDN connection for IP flows over GERAN or UTRAN and WLAN, and the UE-initiated NBIFOM mode is the selected NBIFOM mode, then upon request to initiate UE-initiated IP flow mobility over GERAN or UTRAN, the UE shall initiate the PDP context modification procedure or the secondary PDP context activation procedure according to 3GPP TS 24.008 [3].
In:

a)
the MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message of the PDP context modification procedure; or

b)
ACTIVATE SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT REQUEST message of the secondary PDP context Activation Procedure;
the UE shall include the NBIFOM container IE. In the NBIFOM container IE:
a)
the UE shall include the NBIFOM routing rules parameter with the requested routing rules; and

b)
if the multi-access PDN connection is for IP flows over GERAN or UTRAN and over trusted WLAN using SCM, the UE shall include the NBIFOM default access parameter when the first time the UE initiates an IP flow mobility procedure over 3GPP access.

Upon receiving a MODIFY PDP CONTEXT ACCEPT message or ACTIVATE SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT ACCEPT message:

a)
the UE shall apply the requested routing rules; and

b)
if the NBIFOM container IE contains the NBIFOM default access parameter, the UE shall consider the NBIFOM default access parameter as the NBIFOM default access.
If however, the UE receives a MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REJECT message or an ACTIVATE SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT REJECT message, the UE shall consider the NBIFOM status parameter of the NBIFOM container IE of the MODIFY PDP CONTEXT REJECT message or the ACTIVATE SECONDARY PDP CONTEXT REJECT message as the cause of failure.
