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Overall description
In manual network selection mode, the UE might be in limited service state. During such a state, the user might initiate an emergency call. CT1 is presently evaluating several solutions which might be used in this scenario including whether to remain in limited service state and use the manually selected network or return to automatic network selection mode and select another (e.g. better) network. To assist CT1 in determining the optimum solution, it would be helpful if SA1 could comment on the following factors in terms of their relative importance to an emergency call.
a) Delay in initiating the emergency call
b) Having PSAP call back enabled after finishing the emergency call
c) Following user’s choice of manually selected PLMN (neglecting user choice might incur additional cost)

d) Enabling the emergency call to be placed non-anonymously to avoid the case when the UE cannot be identified and/or the case when the PSAP cannot call the user back due to the PSAP operator having forgotten to correctly write down the user’s phone number during the emergency call (or the user is unable to or refuses to provide their phone number)
