Overall description
CT1 thanks SA2 for their LS on combined Registration and PDU session establishment.

CT1 has discussed SA2’s decision to not allow combining of the registration procedure with the PDU session establishment procedure. CT1 noted that combining of the attach procedure with the PDN connection establishment in EPS Rel-8 was introduced as an improvement over the two-step approach in UTRAN (Step 1: attach procedure, followed by Step 2: PDP context establishment) to enable always-on connectivity shortly after power-up. CT1 further noticed that in Rel-13, attach without PDN connection was introduced for CIoT in EPS. Consequently, EPS currently supports both the attach procedure combined with PDN connection establishment, and the attach procedure without PDN connection establishment.

To retain the same level of functionality in 5GS as in EPS, and to avoid a degradation in the user’s experience, CT1 kindly asks SA2 to consider enabling both the combined registration with PDU session establishment procedure, and the registration procedure without PDU session establishment, in 5GS.
