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Introduction 

5G is aiming to unify the access barring features in 2G, 3G, 4G, and SA1 has defined some requirements, which raise the following questions: 
1. Will 2G ACB, where each SIM/USIM is allocated randomly to (only) one of ten access classes {0, 1, … , 9}, be supported?

2. Current SA1 requirements map some access classes to applications (e.g. MMTEL voice, video), and class code points are available for operator defined classes. This approach seems open-ended in that a new application potentially needs a new access class. Also, if applications can be loaded onto UEs in the field some UEs might become able to run applications that the operator cannot bar. How can these issues be managed? 
3. Do the current proposals allow responses to paging to be barred? 

4. An operator might need to use only a subset of the access classes. However, the current SA1 text says that “access categories are as far as possible mutually exclusive” which implies that an access class that an operator does not use can override a class that is barred. It also implies that a UE might not be able to uniquely determine the class of access that it is attempting. 
Proposal

CT1 should discuss the questions above. Also, access classes shall be mutually exclusive to allow operators to use a subset of classes and to allow UEs to uniquely determine the class of an access that is being attempted.
