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	Reason for change:
	As specified in TS 24.250 in sub clause 4.3.1: “RDS establishes a peer-to-peer logical link between the UE and SCEF. The logical link is identified by a pair of port numbers and EPS bearer ID. Each port number is used to identify an application on the UE side or SCEF side and is carried in the address field of each frame. The source port number identifies the application on the originator and the destination port number identifies the application on the receiver. When a single application on the originator conducts data transfer with a single application on the receiver, the source port number and destination port number need not be used”.
If the originator has initiated establishment of acknowledged transfer procedure for a single application without port numbers as specified in TS 24.250 (i.e. one peer-to-peer logical link/RDS connection between the UE and SCEF) and then later on the originator wants to initiate establishment of acknowledged transfer procedure for a second application (then having multiple logical links/RDS connections between the UE and SCEF), it’s unclear if the first logical link can be identified without port numbers and continue data transfer without port numbers or alternatively the originator should disconnect and re-establish the link in order to fulfil the specification.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	To create a second logical link when the first link was created without port numbers, the originator shall disconnect the first logical link and re-establish it with port numbers before establishing the second link.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The specification is unclear at creation of the logical link for multiple applications after a single application.

Establishment of acknowledged transfer procedure initiation

The originator shall initiate the establishment of acknowledged transfer procedure when upper layers indicate information is to be transmitted using acknowledged operation. The originator and the receiver identify the source and destination port numbers before initiating establishment of acknowledged transfer procedure.

The originator initiates the establishment of acknowledged transfer procedure by transmitting a SET_ACK_MODE command to receiver. When a single application on the originator conducts data transfer with a single application on the receiver, the Source Port and Destination Port numbers need not be used; otherwise the originator shall set the Source Port to the port number of the source application on the originator and the Destination Port to the port number of the destination application on the receiver. The originator shall clear all exception conditions, discard all queued I frames, reset the retransmission counter and timer T200 shall be set.
If a logical link identified without port numbers exist and the originator needs to initiate establishment of acknowledged transfer procedure for a second application, the originator shall first terminate the existing acknowledged transfer procedure as defined in sub clause 6.2.4 and then re-initiate the procedure by identifying it with port numbers before establishing the logical link for the second application.
