6.4
Handling of ANDSP Information
6.4.1
General

The ANDSP (Access Network Discovery & Selection policy) is an optional policy that may be provided to UE by the network to assist the UE with performing access network discovery and selection. The information contains:

-
the access network discovery and selection information to assist the UE with selecting the access network;

-
WLAN selection policies to assist the UE with selecting the WLAN access network; and
-
N3AN node information to assists the UE in selecting a N3AN node.
NOTE:
In this release of the specification, ANDSP contains only UE policies for selecting a WLAN access network. Rules for selecting other types of non-3GPP access networks are not specified.

When roaming, the UE can receive ANDSP information from h-PCF or v-PCF or both.
The structure and the content of ANDSP information are defined in 3GPP TS 24.xxx [17].
6.4.2
UE procedures


6.4.2.1
General
When the UE receives the ANDSP policy information from the network, the UE shall store the received information and re-evaluate the available rules along with the new policy information. The received ANDSP information shall not impact the PLMN selection and reselection procedures specified in 3GPP TS 23.122 [13].
The UE shall periodically re-evaluate ANDSF policies. The value of the periodic re-evaluation timer is implementation dependant. The additional trigger for (re‑)evaluating rules is that the 'active' rule becomes invalid (conditions no longer fulfilled), or other manufacturer specific trigger. 

6.4.2.2
Use of WLAN selection information
During automatic mode WLAN selection, the UE shall use the WLAN selection policy (WLANSP) information provided by PCF to determine the selected WLAN as described in subclause 5.3:
1)
if the UE is in the home the UE uses the valid WLANSP rules from the home PLMN to select an available WLAN; and

2)
if the UE is roaming, the UE may receive multiple valid WLANSP rules from both the h-PCF by the HPLMN and v-PCF by the VPLMN, the UE gives priority to the valid WLANSP rules from the VPLMN.

A WLANSP rule is valid if it meets the validity conditions included in the WLANSP rule.

6.8.2.3
Use of N3AN node information
If the UE accesses 5GCN via the non-3GPP access, the UE shall use the N3AN node information to select N3AN node to be used for establishing IKEv2 security association as described in subclause 7.2.
6.4.3
ANDSP information from the network


The ANDSP information is provided from the PCF to the AMF via N15 interface and then from the AMF to the UE via the N1 interface. The AMF provides policy information transport but not change the ANDSP provided by the PCF. In the case of a roaming UE, the V-PCF may retrieve ANDSP from the H-PCF over N24. Detailed UE policy delivery procedure is described in Annex D of 3GPP TS 24.501 [4].
