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1. Introduction
This p-CR proposes to correct the UE behaviour in case of MICO indication and/or a new allowed NSSAI are incdlued in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message.
2. Reason for Change
The reasons cover below points :
(1) The UE behaviour for the case of both a new allowed NSSAI and an MICO indication are included in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message are overlapped within two different paragraphs. It proposes to merge these two paragraphs into single one and to provide clear text to cover three cases separately: (1) "registration requested"+ only a new allowed NSSAI is included; (2) "registration requested"+ only an MICO indication is included; (3)"registration requested"+ both a new allowed NSSAI and an MICO indication are included;

(2) In case of "registration requested" is indicated, then the acknowledghment of is required and hence the UE shall first complete the ongoing UE configuration update procedure before initiating the mobility registration update procedure as required.

(3) Below UE behaviour is no needed due to : (a) It was already clearly specified in TS 24.501 that the maintainance of allowed NSSAI is per access type and it is natural for the UE to trigger the update procedure per access type as well. Also in case of UE registered both to 3GPP access and non-3GPP access, no order restriction is needed due to this is a mobility registration update procedure, not an initial registration procedure ; (b) The MICO mode is only applied to the 3GPP access.
"If the UE was registered over both 3GPP access and non-3GPP access with the same PLMN, the UE should register again over both 3GPP access and non-3GPP access on the same PLMN. In this case, the UE should first register over the 3GPP access."

(4) Below EN can be removed due to the UE configuration update procedure was maintained per access type separately and hence no access type indciation is needed :

(5) Below EN is unnnecessary and can be directly removed :

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.501 V1.1.1.

Upon receiving the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE shall use the contents to update appropriate information stored within the UE.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK30]If acknowledgement requested is indicated in the Configuration update indication IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message and:
a)	if all information elements included are successfully accepted by the UE; or
b)	if "registration requested" in the Configuration update indication IE is indicated;
the UE shall send a CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMPLETE message.
If the UE receives a new 5G-GUTI in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE considers the new 5G-GUTI as valid and the old 5G-GUTI as invalid; otherwise, the UE shall consider the old 5G-GUTI as valid.
If the UE receives a new TAI list in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE shall consider the new TAI list as valid and the old TAI list as invalid; otherwise, the UE shall consider the old TAI list as valid.
If the UE receives a new service area list in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE shall consider the new service area list as valid and the old service area list as invalid; otherwise, the UE shall consider the old service area list, if any, as valid.
If the UE receives new NITZ information in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE considers the new NITZ information as valid and the old NITZ information as invalid; otherwise, the UE shall consider the old NITZ information as valid.
[bookmark: OLE_LINK4]If the UE receives a LADN information IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE shall consider the old LADN information as invalid and the new LADN information as valid, if any; otherwise, the UE shall consider the old LADN information as valid.
If the UE receives a MICO indication and an indication for "registration requested" in the Configuration update indication IE in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE shall send a REGISTRATION REQUEST message as specified in subclause 5.5.1.3 to re-negotiate MICO mode with the network. If there is also a new allowed NSSAI in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE shall send a REGISTRATION REQUEST message after releasing the existing NAS signalling connection as described below for updating the allowed NSSAI, and re-negotiate MICO mode with the network.
If the UE receives a new allowed NSSAI in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE shall consider the new allowed NSSAI as valid, store the allowed NSSAI as specified in subclause 4.6.2.2 and consider the old allowed NSSAI as invalid; otherwise, the UE shall consider the old Allowed NSSAI as valid.
If the UE receives an allowed NSSAI in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message and the UE has one or more PDU session contexts associated with S-NSSAI(s) not included in the received allowed NSSAI, the UE shall locally release all such PDU session context(s).
If the UE receives a new configured NSSAI in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message, the UE shall consider the new configured NSSAI for the registered PLMN as valid and the old configured NSSAI for the registered PLMN as invalid; otherwise, the UE shall consider the old configured NSSAI for the registered PLMN as valid The UE shall store the new configured NSSAI as specified in subclause 4.6.2.2 and perform a mobility registration update procedure as specified in subclause 5.5.1.3 to obtain a new allowed NSSAI.
If the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message indicates "registration requested" in the Configuration update indication IE and: 
-	only a new allowed NSSAI is included, the UE shall, after the completion of the generic UE configuration update procedure, and the release of the existing N1 NAS signalling connection, wait for the network to release the N1 NAS signalling connection. When N1 NAS signalling connection is released, the UE shall start a mobility registration update procedure including the new allowed NSSAI in the requested NSSAI as specified in subclause 5.5.1.3;5.3.1.2. 
-	only an MICO indication is included, the UE shall, after the completion of the generic UE configuration update procedure, start a mobility registration update procedure as specified in subclause 5.5.1.3 to re-negotiate MICO mode with the network; or
-	a new allowed NSSAI and an MICO indication are included, the UE shall, after the completion of the generic UE configuration update procedure, and the release of the existing N1 NAS signalling connection, start a mobility registration update procedure including the new allowed NSSAI in the requested NSSAI as specified in subclause 5.5.1.3, and re-negotiate MICO mode with the network.
If the UE was registered over both 3GPP access and non-3GPP access with the same PLMN, the UE should register again over both 3GPP access and non-3GPP access on the same PLMN. In this case, the UE should first register over the 3GPP access.
The UE receiving the rejected NSSAI in the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message takes the following actions based on the rejection cause in the rejected NSSAI:
"S-NSSAI not available in the current PLMN"l
	The UE shall add the rejected S-NSSAI(s) in the rejected NSSAI for the current PLMN as specified in subclause 4.6.2.2 and not attempt to use this S-NSSAI in the current PLMN until switching off the UE or the UICC containing the USIM is removed. 
"S-NSSAI not available in the current registration area"
	The UE shall add the rejected S-NSSAI(s) in the rejected NSSAI for the current PLMN and registration area combination as specified in subclause 4.6.2.2 and not attempt to use this S-NSSAI in the current registration area until switching off the UE, the UE moving out of the current registration area or the UICC containing the USIM is removed.
