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Introduction:

Potentially there could be use cases where the current proposed syntax of the non IANA registered country specific Emergency URNs is not optimal. E.g. excessive usage in the extended emergency numbers list. This discussion will propose a simple and optional way to optimize country specific emergency URN syntax.
Proposal 1:

TS 24.229: It’s proposed to use an abbreviation for the long sub-service label “country-specific” 
–> e.g. “cs” or “5G” or “3gpp”….

Syntax
The country specific emergency service URN is a service URN with:

1)
the top-level service type of "sos" as specified in RFC 5031 [69];

2)
the first sub-service of "country-specific" or "cs";

3)
the second sub-service indicating the country where the type of emergency service is deployed. The format of second sub-service is an ISO 3166-1 alpha-2 code as specified in ISO 3166-1 [207]; and

4)
the third sub-service uniquely identifying the type of emergency service in the country where the type of emergency service is deployed. The third sub-service is defined by the national regulation of the country where the type of emergency service is deployed. The set of allowable characters for the third sub-service is the same as that for domain names (see RFC 5031 [69]) and the number of characters for the third sub-service shall be less than 64.

EXAMPLE:
urn:service:sos.country-specific.xy.567 or urn:service:sos.cs.xy.567 can identify a type of emergency service identified by an emergency number 567 in a country identified by "xy" ISO 3166-1 alpha-2 code as specified in ISO 3166-1 [207].

Proposal 2:

TS 24.229: It’s proposed to add a new optional syntax where the “country-specific” sub-service is no longer needed (because it anyhow does not contain any usable routing information). In this proposal there is no change of the basic principle for country specific emergency URNs, because the country specific sub-type of this URN is reflected by the country indicator.

Syntax
The country specific emergency service URN is a service URN with either:
< “old” syntax with “country-specific” label>…….

or:
1)
the top-level service type of "sos" as specified in RFC 5031 [69];

2)
the first sub-service of "country-specific";
32)
the first second sub-service indicating the country where the type of emergency service is deployed. The format of second sub-service is an ISO 3166-1 alpha-2 code as specified in ISO 3166-1 [207]; and

43)
the second third sub-service uniquely identifying the type of emergency service in the country where the type of emergency service is deployed. The third sub-service is defined by the national regulation of the country where the type of emergency service is deployed. The set of allowable characters for the third sub-service is the same as that for domain names (see RFC 5031 [69]) and the number of characters for the third sub-service shall be less than 64.

EXAMPLE:
urn:service:sos.country-specific.xy.567 can identify a type of emergency service identified by an emergency number 567 in a country identified by "xy" ISO 3166-1 alpha-2 code as specified in ISO 3166-1 [207].

Conclusion:

As all of the proposals are dealing with country-specific emergency URN sub-spaces, there is no possibility and need to register it at IANA.
Based on group discussion, proposal 1 and/or proposal 2 can be included into TS 24.229 at the next meeting.
