Overall description
CT1 has discussed the mechanism to include a list of PSIs in the Registration request message to indicate the stored UE policy sections to the PCF.

CT1 intend to define the coding of PSI with 2 octets length. Considering the UE policies (URSP and ANDSP) can contain a large number of rules and a policy section could be as small as to contain only one single rule, the number of policy sections stored at the UE can also be a big number. Hence, for the list of PSIs IE included in the Registration request message, it can be very longer (with the length (2 * the number of PSIs) octets plus 3 octets IE header). This is not so efficient for signalling optimization.

CT1 futher discussed another alternative to use one bit or two bits (one bit for HPLMN and one bit for VPLMN in roaming cases) to indicate whether the UE has stored the UE policy sections to the PCF, which is also a workable way at least in Rel-15.
