	Issue 1:

In subclause 5.4.4.1 in the Generic UE configuration update procedure, it states that both the Allowed NSSAI and Rejected NSSAI (when the NSSAI is rejected for the current PLMN and registration area) is managed and sent per access type. However subclause 4.6.1 only mentions this for Allowed NSSAI. Rejected NSSAI (when the NSSAI is rejected for the current PLMN and registration area) is missing.

Issue 2:

Use of phrase "rejected by the network" for Rejected NSSAI parameter in UCU. It makes a lot of sense to use this phrase when the AMF receives a Requested NSSAI in the REGISTRATION REQUEST as it clearly points to the fact that something received was rejected, but the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND is initiated by the AMF, so the rejection is not based on the receipt of a message.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	For Issue 1, state that the rejected NSSAI for the current PLMN and registration area combination is also managed per access-type. 
For Issue 2, change "rejected by the network" to "considered to be rejected by the network"

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Not clear to implementers that the rejected NSSAI for the current PLMN and registration area combination is managed per access-type.
Not clear to implementers what "rejected by the network" means in the scope of the generic UE configuration update procedure.

4.6.1
General
The 5GS supports network slicing as described in 3GPP TS 23.501 [8]. Within a PLMN, a network slice is identified by an S-NSSAI, which is comprised of a slice/service type (SST) and a slice differentiator (SD). Inclusion of an SD in an S-NSSAI is optional. A set of one or more S-NSSAIs is called the NSSAI. The following NSSAIs are defined in 3GPP TS 23.501 [8]:

a)
configured NSSAI;

b)
requested NSSAI;

c)
allowed NSSAI; and
d)
subscribed S-NSSAIs;
The following NSSAIs are defined in the present document:
a)
rejected NSSAI for the current PLMN; and

b)
rejected NSSAI for the current PLMN and registration area combination.
The HPLMN may configure a UE with the configured NSSAI per PLMN. In addition, the HPLMN may configure a UE with a configured NSSAI not associated with a PLMN. The UE shall have a single configured NSSAI not associated with a PLMN and consider the configured NSSAI as valid in a PLMN for which the UE has neither configured NSSAI nor allowed NSSAI.
The allowed NSSAI and rejected NSSAI for the current PLMN and registration area combination are managed per access type independently, i.e. 3GPP access or non-3GPP access.
